HAPPY HOLLIDAY: Ethan Holliday has been a tough-out for the Ports. In the nine games 
he’s appeared against Stockton this year, Holliday is hitting .407 after a three-hit night on 
Saturday. Three of his four home runs have come against the Ports and he’s driven in 15 runs 
including 11 this week at Banner Island Ballpark. He’s also walked 10 times in those nine 
games as he’s reached base over half the time he’s come to the plate in the season series. 

HARBOR CLOSING: The Grizzlies added 14 strikeouts to their season total against the Ports 
on Saturday night, racking up 121 in 11 games so far against Fresno. Angel Jimenez leads the 
bunch with 20 strikeouts in three starts against Stockton before he takes the mound against 
Stockton in the series finale. Jhon Medina, Marcos Herrera, and Austin Emener all have dou-
ble-digit strikeouts this year against Stockton across multiple appearances.

PORT WALK: Fresno is averaging over five walks drawn per game through the first eleven 
meetings with Stockton. The Grizzlies 146 walks are the most in the California League this 
season, boosting a .371 on-base percentage through the first 26 games of the season.

NORTHBOUND: Fresno’s longest roadtrip of the season continues next week in San Jose 
as the Grizzlies are in the middle of three straight series against North Division opponents. 
Fresno and Stockton will not meet again until the 2nd half when they return to Banner Island 
Ballpark in July. Fresno is 7-4 against Stockton to start the season and 9-5 against the North 
so far.
