May 28: Flying Squirrels 5, RubberDucks 4: Akron tried to rally
back late in the ninth scoring twice highlighted by Jaison Chourio’s
RBI double, but Richmond was able to strand the tying and go-ahead
runs at first and second to end the game.

Today’s starter: Caden Favors takes the ball on Friday night for the
RubberDucks. The left-hander is coming off a loss in game one of
Sunday’s doubleheader allowing five runs (four earned) over 4.1
innings while striking out four against Harrisburg. Favors faced
Richmond once at CarMax Park, taking the loss on May 5 after
allowing five runs over five innings while striking out six. He has gone
at least four innings in all but one of his starts this season and has
tossed at least five innings in five of his nine starts. Favors enters
Friday night seventh in the Eastern League in batting average against
(.221).

Jose Jose Jose: Jose Devers is swinging a hot bat as of late. The

RubberDucks infielder is batting .258/.319/.303 in 21 May games with
17 hits, 11 runs scored, a double and a triple. He’s raised his season
average from .185 entering the month to .221 entering play on Friday.

King Khal: Khal Stephen has found his ace form on the mound with
Akron. The right-hander has not allowed a run over his last 12.1
innings spanning two full starts and the last 1.1 of his start on May 15.
In the month of May, Stephen is 2-0 with a 2.60 ERA and 22
strikeouts over 27.2 innings pitched. He ranks fourth in the Eastern
League in ERA, tied first in starts and second in innings pitched.

Tale of two locations: Akron is an impressive 17-7 record at 7 17
Credit Union Park in 2026. The RubberDucks are batting .238 with
114 runs scored, 35 doubles, six triples, 18 homers, 105 RBI and 30
stolen bases in Akron. On the mound at 7 17 Credit Union Park, the
RubberDucks staff is working to a 2.96 ERA with 217 strikeouts over
213.0 innings. In the Greg DiCenzo era, the RubberDucks are 78-41
at home. On the road this season, Akron is 9-15. The Ducks staff is
working to a 4.97 ERA and 218 strikeouts over 202.2 innings. At the
plate, Akron hitters are batting .208 with 112 runs scored, 31 doubles,
six triples, 16 home runs, 100 RBI and 27 stolen bases.

Walk this way: After leading the Eastern League and ranking fourth
in all of Double-A in walks in 2025, the RubberDucks batters are once
again showing impressive patience in 2026. Akron’s 241 walks rank
first in the Eastern League and in Double-A this season. Nick
Mitchell, who leads the active RubberDucks roster, is third in the
Eastern League in walks with 32 free passes this season. Mitchell has
worked 11 walks in the last three series.

Late inning magic: The Akron RubberDucks offense has come alive
from the fifth inning on this season. Akron is scoring 79 runs in the
first four innings while scoring 147 runs from the fifth inning on. The
RubberDucks are outscoring opponents 32-21 in the fifth inning and
35-21 in the eighth inning this season.

Pitching power: The Akron RubberDucks are second in Double-A
and first in the Eastern League in ERA with a 3.94 ERA. The Ducks
staff have 435 strikeouts over 415.2 innings pitched. Akron pitchers
appear in the Eastern League top 10 in ERA, wins, strikeouts, starts,
games, saves, innings pitched and average against. Jack Jasiak
leads the Eastern League in wins with six this season. He would be
the first Akron reliever to rank among the EL wins leaders in a season
since Skylar Arias won the fifth most games in the league (7) in 2021.
Akron and Richmond are tied for the most shutouts in the Eastern
League and second most in Double-A this season with five.

Jachec back: Matt Jachec is back from the IL on Friday. The right
hander missed a little over a month of action with right forearm
inflammation. Prior to going on the IL, Jachec was 1-0 with a 3.00
ERA in six games for the Ducks. He pitched in three rehab games
with the ACL Guardians tossing four scoreless innings.

Mooney is money: Alex Mooney is starting to heat up at the plate
over his last month. He picked up 19 hits in 21 games played in May.
He's scored 14 runs while picking up five extra base hits and swiping
five bases. He has raised his season average from .162 at the end of
April to .207 entering play on Friday.

Learning Double-A: Jaison Chourio is starting to find his groove at

Double-A. After going hitless in his first two Double-A games and then
going on the IL for a week, Chourio is batting .400/.516/.440 with four
runs scored, 10 hits and two RBI in his last seven games.
