The Round Rock Express and Reno Aces (Arizona
Diamondbacks) get set for the series opener this
evening from Greater Nevada Field. First pitch is
scheduled for 8:05 p.m. CT.

EXPRESS TAKE THE FINALE

The Express hung on for a 6-3 win over the Comets
on Sunday. Round Rock 2B Justin Foscue led off
the bottom of the first with a walk then RF Trevor
Hauver scorched his second home run of the year
into the Express bullpen as the team jumped out to
a 2-0 lead. E-Train C Tucker Barnhart added two
more runs in the fifth with a single up the middle.
Foscue and 1B Blaine Crim came around to make it
4-0. LF Kellen Strahm and DH Konner Piotto led off
the sixth with back-to-back singles for the Express.
A double steal set Strahm up to score on 3B Alex
De Goti’s groundout, then Piotto came around on
Foscue’s sacrifice fly to center field. Round Rock
posted their largest lead of the series at 6-0.
Oklahoma City put two on in the seventh with a
walk from 2B Austin Gauthier and a single from LF
Esteury Ruiz. C Chris Okey cut the Round Rock lead
in half with his first homer of the year. The three-
run round-tripper brought the Comets within three,
but it would be their final hit of the day. Express
RHP Daniel Robert struck out the side in the eighth.
The Comets loaded the bases in the ninth but RHP
Codi Heuer struck out 3B Alex Freeland securing a
save and an E-Train 6-3 victory.

Express RHP David Buchanan is set to make his
first of two scheduled starts this week against
Reno. He has gone 5.0 innings or more in two of
his three starts this year while allowing one earned
run in each start. He has a ground ball rate of 68.1%
which is second among qualified pitchers in the
PCL. The 35-year-old has appeared in 36 games in
the Major Leagues with the Phillies (2014-15) and
the Reds (2024).

SALVAGING THE SERIES

Despite the Express being outscored 51-24 last
week against the Comets, they still took two of the
final three games. Round Rock was either tied or
had a lead in four of the six games of the series.
E-Train relievers held a 7.71 ERA (48 ER/56.0 IP)
while allowing 18 home runs against Oklahoma City.

STRIKEOUT CITY

Round Rock pitchers enter Tuesday leading the
PCL in strikeouts (154). They have posted eight
games with 12 or more strikeouts with their season-
high coming Sunday against Oklahoma City (16).

HAUVER HEATS UP

OF Trevor Hauver has a hit in seven of his last eight
games. In his last five games he is 7-for-23 with a
double, a home run, three RBI, three runs scored,
three walks and six strikeouts. The lefty went 3-for-
24 to open the season.

OPPO TACOS FOR FOSS

INF Justin Foscue is using the opposite field 42.2%
of the time which is the sixth-highest percentage
among qualified PCL hitters. In 2024, he went to
the opposite field 21.6% of the time. He is slashing
.327/.415/.436 to start the year. He has a 15.7% walk
rate in his Triple-A career and his .403 OBP is 4th
in the PCL among players with over 160 games
played since the start of 2023.
