TEXAS FOREVER: On Thursday, the New York Yankees announced the
promotion of RHP Chase Hampton to Double-A Somerset. In nine starts
with the 'Gades this season, Hampton owned a 2-1 record with a 2.68 ERA
in 47.0 innings. The Texas Tech product ranked 1st in the South Atlantic
and 6th in all of Minor League baseball with 77 strikeouts.

TWIN KILLINGS: The Hudson Valley Renegades used a season-high four
double plays on Thursday night to circumvent traffic on the bases in a 5-4
victory over Rome. Their previous high was three on May 14th against the
Aberdeen IronBirds. The three ground ball twin killings are tied for the
most in a game in the South Atlantic Leauge this season.

JUAN-TASTIC: RHP Juan Carela has been dominant over his last three
starts, striking out 30 batters in 19.2 innings.
