Major League Nuts

2011: The Lugnuts were swept in a doubleheader at Quad Cities, 2-1 in 10 innings (2 hours, 25 minutes) and 4-3 in 11 innings (2 hours, 56 min-
utes): 21 combined innings on a day that was slated to feature only 14. In Game 2, Henderson Alvarez was one strike away from a complete game 
when DH Jon Edwards took an 0-2 pitch and crushed a game-tying two-run homer. Coupled with a 5-3 12-inning loss to South Bend in their previous 
game, the Lugnuts played 10 extra-innings in three contests and did not score in any of them. This was the Nuts’ 10th doubleheader of the year. In 
20 doubleheader games, Lansing finished 6-14.

2022: Frank Tanana and Steve Avery were inducted into the Michigan Baseball Hall of Fame before the 7:05 p.m. Lugnuts game with the Great 
Lakes Loons. In the game itself, the Loons topped the Nuts 7-3 behind seven strikeouts in six scoreless innings from Nick Nastrini.

Starters’ Spotlight

Expected to Start

In a Nutshell: Declared a free agent on August 25, 2022... signed on the first day of the international 
signing period, January 15, 2023... signing bonus of $3 million broke the record given to Sandy 
Gaston by Tampa Bay ($2.61 million in 2018) and then motored through four levels in his 2023 
professional debut... glove this year is green and black to represent A’s green and Lugnuts’ black... 
opened 2024 on the Injured List, activated April 29... notable splits:

Off to Arlington: Luis will represent the Oakland Athletics in the 2024 All-Star Futures Game on 
July 13 at Globe Life Field in Arlington, Texas. Morales, the Athletics’ No. 1 pitching prospect and 
No. 2 overall prospect, becomes the fifth active Lugnut in team history to participate in the Futures 
Game, joining Denzel Clarke (2022), Bo Bichette and Vladimir Guerrero Jr. (2017) and Ángel Per-
domo (2016). He is one of seven current Midwest Leaguers to be part of the Futures Game roster, 
along with Ethan Salas (Fort Wayne), Ben Kudrna (Quad Cities), Noble Meyer and Thomas White 
(Beloit), Thayron Liranzo (Great Lakes) and Cam Collier (Dayton).

Prospecting: Morales is ranked the Oakland Athletics’ no. 2 prospect behind SS Jacob Wilson and 
top pitching prospect by MLB Pipeline, which grades his fastball at 60, his curve at 50, his slider at 
55, his change at 50 and his control at 50. They write, “Morales was billed as the consensus top 
pitching prospect of the 2023 international signing period when he signed for $3 million with the 
A’s in January that year. After setting a U-18 record for strikeouts with 161 across 82 2/3 innings 
between 2019-20 in Cuba’s Serie Nacional, he defected in 2021 to Mexico, where he trained with 
Maels Rodríguez, a former Cuban National team pitcher and Olympian who regularly threw 100 mph 
fastballs. Initially expected to pitch solely in the Dominican Summer League for his introduction to 
pro ball, his excellent performance earned him stops at four different levels. He finished the year 
at High-A Lansing, combining for a 2.86 ERA with 53 strikeouts in 44 innings.”

Path to Lansing: Luis opened the 2023 season in the Dominican Summer League, making his 
professional debut on June 6 with 1 2/3 hitless innings vs. DSL Astros Blue, striking out three... struck 
out six batters in three one-hit innings on June 20... struck out five batters in four one-hit innings on 
June 27... made four appearances in DSL before he was promoted to the Arizona Complex League 
Athletics on July 2, debuting on July 4 with three innings, allowing one run with three strikeouts 
vs. D-Backs Black... made three starts in AzCL before he was promoted to the Stockton Ports on 
July 24, debuting on July 28 with three one-hit innings and five strikeouts vs. Lake Elsinore... in 
last of five California League starts, tossed four two-hit scoreless innings at Fresno on August 25... 
promoted to Lansing on August 30, his fourth different stop along the ladder.

In a Nutshell: One of five undrafted free agents on the Nuts, joining pitchers Dylan Hall and Jack 
Owen, infielder Casey Yamauchi and outfielder Cameron Masterman... last Iowa player to suit up 
for Lansing: former Major League lefty Matt Dermody... started the Crosstown Showdown against 
Michigan State and tossed four scoreless two-hit innings in 18-0 win, April 3... notable splits:
  - Home: 1.82 ERA, 29 2/3 IP, 1.01 WHIP, .196 avg. | Road: 4.95, 20 IP, 1.50 WHIP, .284 avg.

History: On June 13, relieved Jake Garland beginning in the 6th inning and tossed 2 2/3 hitless 
innings, walking one and striking out three, as part of the Lugnuts’ 8-0 no-hitter of the Cedar 
Rapids Kernels, the 4th no-hitter in franchise history and the first home no-hitter since 2003.

Family of Athletes: Father, Rob, played college baseball at Central College of Iowa, located 
in his hometown of Pella, as did both of his brothers, Jordan and Blake; his mother, Shannon, 
played golf in college.

At Pella High School: 2016 Iowa Gatorade Player of the Year as a senior... Des Moines 
Register’s All-Iowa Baseball Player of the Year as both a junior and a senior, 2015 and 2016... 
2015 Perfect Game Underclass High Honorable Mention... as a senior: 10-1, 0.64 ERA, 123 
K, batting .421 with six homers and 12 steals... as a junior: 11-1, 0.56 ERA, 74 IP, 112 K, 10 
BB, batting .520 with 14 doubles, nine triples, 13 homers, 57 RBIs, 51 runs, 15 steals... in his 
high school career, won 28 career games and totaled 337 career strikeouts.

Onward to Des Moines: Entered the Big Ten ranked by Baseball America as the No. 8 fresh-
man... two-way player in 2017, hitting .270 in 31 starts as a DH (and three starts as a pitcher 
hitting for himself)... 2018 Academic All-Big Ten... No. 3 starter in 2019; 2019 Collegiate Base-
ball Player National Pitcher of the Week (Feb. 18), tossing six no-hit innings with 11 strikeouts; 
ranked 7th in the Big Ten in ERA (2.72)... No. 2 starter in 2020 before season was halted early 
due to the pandemic: 2-0, 3.00, 4 GS, 21 IP, 24 K, 5 BB... signed with the Athletics following 
the shortened five-round draft.

International Stage: With Iowa, took part in the 2017 World University Games in Taipei City, 
winning a silver medal (fell to Japan in the gold medal contest)... part of the first American team to 
ever advance to the gold medal game as well as the first American team to ever medal, period... 
team finished 5-2, losing only to Japan... started five games, four at first base, one at pitcher.
