
BUBBA STUMPED: The Sounds fell to the Jumbo Shrimp for the 10th straight time 
dating back to June 27 of last season. The Sounds are 3-13 against Jacksonville 
over the last 16 games, inlcuding a series sweep at the hands of the defending 
Triple-A Champions at First Horizon Park from August 5-10, 2025. The Sounds are 
now 23-25 on the road in the head-to-head series with Jacksonville taking the all-
time series lead 41-40 with their win in Tuesday's series opener.

THE HARD WAY: Brewers no. 17-rated prospect Tyson Hardin will make his fourth 
career Triple-A start on Wednesday night. Hardin has looked comfortable through 
his first three starts with the Sounds, owning a 0.96 ERA (2 ER/18.2 IP) with 
two quality starts along the way. The Florida native tossed six scoreless innings, 
allowing two hit and a walk last Thursday night against Gwinnett. Hardin enters 
the start leading the Brewers farm system with 61 strikeouts across his 10 starts 
between Nashville and Double-A Biloxi.

FEELIN' 22: Cooper Pratt extended his on-base streak to 22 consecutive games 
Tuesday night, going 1-for-4 with an RBI and a walk. The 22 consecutive games is 
currently tied for the third-longest active streak in the International League and is 
tied for the sixth-longest active streak at the Triple-A level. Pratt is hitting a .282 
(24-for-85), 8 XBH and 18 RBI in his current streak. Pratt's career-long on-base 
streak is 36, which he accomplished during the 2024 season with then Single-A 
Carolina and hit .358 (48-for-134) with nine XBH and 17 RBI from May 17-July 2 
during the stretch. 

GREAT AS OF LATE: Reiss Knehr has been tremendous since joining the team 
mid-April. Knehr worked 2.0 scoreless innings and added three strikeouts on 
Tuesday. Knehr has posted a 4-0 record with a 2.08 ERA in 14 relief appearances 
(17.1 IP), allowing just four runs on 11 hits along the way. Knehr is tied for the most 
wins on the team with Easton McGee and holds the longest win-streak currently 
on the team. Knehr has a 26-16 record with a 4.70 ERA in 138 appearances (45 
starts) in his seven-year regular season minor league career. 

ALWAYS ON BASE: INF Luke Adams, OF Luis Lara, and OF Luis Matos each joined 
Cooper Pratt in extending current on-base streaks on Tuesday night. Adams 
appeared in his first game with Nashville since April 11, and went 0-for-2 with a 
walk and hit by pitch to reach base for the ninth straght game with the Sounds. 
Lara tied his season-high, reaching base for a 10th straight game after drawing 
a walk. Matos has now reached base in all 15 games he has played with Nashville 
with a walk on Tuesday.

THIS IS THE END: Brian Fitzpatrick's streak of not allowing an earned run was 
broken at 14 consecutive games in Tuesday night's loss to the Jumbo Shrimp. The 
southpaw allowed two runs on two hits and added two strikeouts. In his 14-game 
streak, he posted a 3-1 record (14.2 IP, 10 H, 18 K, 3 BB). His 14-game streak ranked 
tied for the second-best at the Triple-A level. He has posted a 14-9 record with a 
3.48 ERA in 86 appearances (15 starts) during his five-year regular season minor 
league career.

YOU GOTTA EARN IN: Craig Yoho extended his streak of not allowing an earned 
run to 12 consecutive games in Sunday's 4-3 win against the Stripers. He has 
posted 13.2 innings of work, allowing six hits and 17 strikeouts during his streak. 
The 12 consecutive games is tied for the fourth-longest active streak in Triple-A 
behind Franco Aleman (17 G, COL), fellow teammate Brian Fitzpatrick (14 G), and 
Tommy Kahnle (14 G, WOR). After Sunday's scoreless eighth inning, the Brewers 
no. 27-rated prospect has not allowed an earned run in 65 of his 72 appearances 
with Nashville since making his Triple-A debut. Since the start of the 2024 
season, Yoho is the only pitcher in the minor leagues with a sub-1.00 ERA (min. 
100 games). He owns a 0.96 ERA across 106 appearances (13 ER / 122.1 IP) while 
Jacksonville's Josh White has the second-lowest ERA among pitchers with 
100+ appearances over the same span at 2.22 (38 ER/154.1 IP).
