1K Nuts: Griffin Kirn became the 1,000th player in Lansing Lugnuts history when he appeared out of the bullpen Thursday night.
Of those 1,000 players, 213 have appeared in a Major League game, 19 have made the All-Star Game, eight won the World Series,
five have pitched a no-hitter, and two have hit for the cycle.

Two for the Price of One: The Lugnuts have turned 63 double plays (in 50 games), which leads Minor League Baseball (2nd - OKC
Comets, 58 in 55 games, and El Paso Chihuahuas, 58 in 56 games) and Major League Baseball (1st - SF Giants, 58 in 58 games).

Starting Strong: Lansing’s quintet of starters in this series have combined to toss 30 2/3 innings, averaging six innings per start:
Steven Echavarria worked 5 1/3 innings on Tuesday; Samuel Dutton fired seven shutout innings on Wednesday; Zane Taylor
allowed just a first-inning run in 6 2/3 innings on Thursday; and Ryan Magdic gave up two runs in 5 2/3 innings last night, and Tzu-
Chen Sha worked six innings-plus last night.

Walk It Off: Last night marked the Nuts’ first game-winning home run since Cameron Masterman on May 14, 2024, vs. Lake County.
It was also the Nuts’ third walk-off win of the year: a bases-loaded HBP of Dylan Fien, and an RBI fielder’s choice for Ali Camarillo
last Tuesday.

Casey at the Bat: Infielder Casey Yamauchi batted .233/.313/.467 with only two walks (and eight strikeouts) in 18 games in April,
but has turned things around in May: in 23 games this month, Casey is hitting .360/.437/.461 with nine walks (and nine strikeouts);
he has gone 3-for-5 in two of the last three games.

Patience is a Virtue: No player in Minor League Baseball has seen more pitches outside the zone than Devin Taylor (433 in 217
PAs, an average of 1.995 balls per plate appearance). Taylor has received 963 pitches overall in 217 PAs, leading the MWL by 99
pitches: 4.44 per plate appearance. Taylor has played in all 49 games this year for Lansing.

Making the Jump: 2025 Lugnuts Opening Day starter Gage Jump fired five innings for the A’'s Tuesday night, striking out five while
allowing four runs on nine hits in five innings, to become the 204th all-time Lugnut to reach the Major Leagues and the fourth this
season (Daniel Susac with the Giants, Eduardo Rivera with the Red Sox, and Henry Bolte with the A's)

Green Power: On May 12, Rodney Green, Jr. launched a 490-foot home run into the second floor of the Outfield Lofts apartments,
the longest tracked home run of the 2026 season, Major League or Minor League.

Cooperstown Bound: An original 1996 Lugnut as a member of the very first Lugnuts lineup on April 5, 1996, Carlos Beltran went
to be voted 1999 American League Rookie of the Year, was named a nine-time All-Star, and won three Gold Gloves, two Silver Slug-
gers, the Roberto Clemente Humanitarian Award, and the 2017 World Series during a 20-year MLB career. On July 27, Beltran will
be inducted into the National Baseball Hall of Fame in Cooperstown.
