The GreenJackets out-hit the Riverdogs for the second time
in the series 11-9 on Friday, but were 2/14 with RISP and struck out 11 times
in the game.

CURRENT NOTES: (5/10 vs COL) Pitched five innings where he easily eclipsed his career-high for
strikeouts by punching out 12 Fireflies in a no decision (4/28 vs DEL) Dealt the best performance of
his career by going 5 innings with 7 strikeouts and two walks with just 1 run allowed on a home run
by Noelberth Romero. Enters 2022 season as the No. 17 prospect in the Atlanta Braves farm system
according to MLB Pipeline.

His first 4 outings were starts before transitioning to his more natural position as a bullpen arm where he settled in with a 3.55 ERA in 9 appearances and 15.2 innings. Did not pitch in
2020 due to COVID-19 Pandemic.

COLLEGE: Began college career at Pfeiffer University in Misenheimer, North Carolina. Finished his freshman season with a 2.08 ERA in 16 outings all in relief. He collected a team-best
T saves with a .188 batting average against him. Transferred to Catawba College in Salisbury, North Carolina after one season at Pfeiffer and continued dominated. In his one season at
Catawha, made 31 appearances for the Indians as he paced the pitching staff with a 2.43 ERA and 31 appearances that covered 37 innings. Struck out 55 batters with 17 walks while
opponents hit just .181 against him. Williams became 28th player drafted in Catawba program history and 2nd player from the school that was drafted by the Braves joining Brian Boltz
who was a 2nd round pick in 1989.

CAREER: Drafted by the Atlanta Braves in the 13th round of the 2019 MLB Draft. Spent the ensuing season split between the GCL Braves and the Rookie affiliate Danville where he
finished the season with a combined 0-3 record with a 4.23 ERA in 10 appearances and 9 starts that covered 27.1 innings. Collected 32 strikeouts throughout the course of the year with
12 walks while holding opponents to an impressive .184 batting average against him. Did not pitch in 2020 due to COVID-19 Pandemic.

HIGH SCHOOL: Played high school baseball at Trinity Gatholic in Ocala, Florida. Was the No. 90 ranked recruit nationally by Perfect Game and the No. 31 overall right-handed pitcher.

Was used almost exclusively as a reliever making 26 appearances with one of those being a short start against Myrtle Beach on July 10 where he dealt 3 innings to begin
the game. Had a tough start to the season as he allowed earned runs in all 4 of his outings in May but started to settle-in towards the end of the season. Pena finished the year with a 3.35
ERA in the months of August and September combined and started to get a feel for his stuff during that stretch with 23 strikeouts in the two months in 16.1 innings, earning him a 12.8
K/9 during that run.

CAREER: Signed by the Braves as an international free agent in 2017 from the Dominican Republic. Following his signing, the Braves designated him to the Dominican Summer League
where he pitched well with a 3.96 ERA in 15 appearances and 25 innings all out of the bullpen. Earned a promotion to the GCL Braves in the 2018 where he continued to work exclusively
out of the bullpen. Pitched 23.2 innings in 14 outings with a 5.32 ERA. Pitched in the GCL again in 2019 and improved from the year prior as he dropped his ERA to 1.88. Did not pitch as
much in 2018, but saw his strikeout numbers improve in 2019 in the small sample size as he averaged about a strikeout an inning. Did not pitch in 2020 due to COVID-19 Pandemic.
