Jacksonville Jumbo Shrimp (24-29) vs. Durham Bulls (22-31)

BULLS CRUSH SHRIMP 12-1
Durham slammed seven home runs on Wednesday to 
smash Jacksonville 12-1. Kameron Misner and Curtis Mead 
each went yard in the first and the Bulls added two more 
runs on the third on a Mead RBI triple and sacrifice fly. After 
Victor Mesa Jr.'s sacrifice fly in the bottom of the third, 
Durham scored five times with four long balls in the fourth 
to blow the game open. The Bulls scored twice more in the 
fifth to go up 11-1 before Mead smashed his second shot of 
the game in the eighth to put the tally at 12-1. 

YONNY BASEBALL
Jacksonville starter Yonny Chirinos surrendered at least 
three earned runs in two of his first three starts this season. 
The 30-year-old has ceded no more than two earned runs 
in each of his seven starts since heading into his outing 
on Thursday against Durham. Over this seven-start run, 
Chirinos is 4-2 with a 1.76 ERA, yielding only 10 runs, eight 
earned, on 34 hits (7.5 H/9) in 41.0 innings (.228 BAA) with 
28 strikeouts against 10 walks. Among the 77 pitchers who 
have logged at least 30.0 innings in the International League 
this season, Chirinos has posted the ninth-highest ground 
ball rate (49.4 percent).

ERROR 404: NOT FOUND
Heading into play on Thursday, Jacksonville's 30 errors on 
the season are tied with Syracuse for the fewest in Triple-A. 
The Jumbo Shrimp have matched a season-high by playing 
six error-free games in a row, going exactly 54 innings 
without a miscue. Over the last 29 contests, Jacksonville has 
committed only 13 errors, the fewest at the Triple-A level.

THE GREAT AWAKENING?
The Jumbo Shrimp were shut out on May 22, marking 
their 17th loss in 20 games. During that 20-game stretch, 
Jacksonville ranked 27th in Triple-A in batting average (.233), 
29th in OBP (.319), 30th in SLG (.351), 30th in OPS (.670), 
25th in hits (157) and 29th in runs scored (75). Over the last 
six games, however, the Jumbo Shrimp have plated 42 runs 
- more than half of what they had compiled in the previous 
20 games and the third-most in Triple-A  - on 63 hits (2nd) 
with 34 walks (T-rd). As a team over these last six games, 
Jacksonville is 63-for-210 (.300/.396/.452/.848) with seven 
homers and only 46 strikeouts.

*STARTING* THE FIRE
After not having a pitcher toss 8.0 innings since Chi Chi 
González went 8.0 innings on August 2, 2023 at Memphis, 
the Jumbo Shrimp saw consecutive starters fire 8.0 innings 
on Saturday and Sunday in Yonny Chirinos and Roddery 
Muñoz, respectively. This marks the first time since 2019 
that the club has had two starters pitch at least 8.0 innings 
in a start in a season (Daniel Castano and Cody Poteet). It's 
also the first time that Jacksonville has had starters go at 
least 8.0 innings in consecutive games since Jose Alvarez 
tossed 8.0 innings in a 1-0 loss at Mobile on August 2, 2012 
and Graham Taylor followed that up with 8.0 frames the 
next day in a 2-0 victory over Montgomery. Jumbo Shrimp 
starters have yielded two runs or fewer in four of the last 
five games (27.0 IP, 20 H, 9 R, 9 ER, 11 BB, 15 K, 3.00 ERA).

GRIFFIN-DOR, WHERE DWELL THE BRAVE AT HEART
In eight games from April 26-May 5, Jacksonville outfielder 
Griffin Conine suffered through a 2-for-30 (.067) stretch 
with 12 strikeouts. In the 19 games since, however, the 
former Duke Blue Devil has gotten hot. Conine is 17-for-his-
last-59, slashing .288/.403/.627/1.030 with five doubles, 
five home runs, 16 RBIs, 12 walks and 12 runs scored. He's 
driven in at least one run in 11 of those 19 games.

LITTLE GUY, BIG RESULTS
Over his first 11 games in Triple-A, Javier Sanoja was 
just 6-for-39 (.154) at the plate. However, the 5-foot-7 
Venezuelan struck out in only two plate appearances. His 
contact ability has manifested itself in a huge way of late; 
Sanoja has reached base safely in 18 of his last 20 games, 
notching nine multi-hit contests. During this span, he is 29-
for-81 (.358/.430/.519/.949) with six doubles, two triples, 
one home run, 16 RBIs, 11 walks and 11 runs scored. Among 
the 195 IL hitters with at least 100 PA, Sanoja has posted the 
highest opposite-field rate (52.2 percent) and the fourth-
lowest swinging-strike rate (4.0 percent).

SHRIMP BITES
The seven home runs the Jumbo Shrimp gave up on 
Wednesday was the most hit against a Jacksonville club 
since at least the 2005 season. The 11-run margin of defeat 
to the Bulls on Wednesday was the Jumbo Shrimp's biggest 
since losing 17-6 on August 3, 2023 at Memphis.

-A native of Bachaquero, Venezuela, Chirinos signed with the Tampa Bay Rays for $10,000 as 
an international free agent from Venezuela in June 2012.

-On March 25, 2018, the Rays announced that Chirinos had made the Opening Day roster.

When he took the mound in the fourth in relief of Jeffrey Springs, 
the game was scoreless. When he exited after the sixth, the Rays had a 1-0 lead. That is how 
the game finished and Chirinos had his first win since August 4, 2019.

-After more than a decade in the Rays' organization, Chirinos was claimed off waivers on 
July 23, 2023 by the Atlanta Braves. Atlanta non-tendered Chirinos in November and he 
signed a minor league deal with the Miami Marlins in February.
