FIRST TO 20 IN MiLB: Last Thursday night’s 5-2 victory over Indianapolis gave Memphis its
20th win of the season. The Redbirds became the first team in Minor League Baseball to the
mark, joining the New York Yankees, Atlanta Braves, Cincinnati Reds and Los Angeles Dodgers
as the only professional clubs with at least 20 wins. Memphis was the first team in professional
baseball to 10 wins in 2026.

NOT A DAY OUTTA FIRST: Thanks to a franchise-best 7-0 start to the 2026 season and steady
play since, the Memphis Redbirds have yet to spend a day of the season outside of at least a
share of first place in the International League. Memphis enters Thursday with a 1.0-game lead
in the Internaitonal League standings over the Gwinnett Stripers (Triple-A, Atlanta Braves).
Memphis has not won any International League (or Triple-A East) title since leaving the Pacific

Coast League ahead of the 2021 season. The last Redbirds league title came in 2018.
