Today’s starting pitcher: Yorman Gémez makes his eighth Akron
appearance on Tuesday. The right-hander is coming off his first loss
of the season in Richmond last week after allowing three runs over
3.2 innings while striking out four. Gomez is one of two pitchers in full
season MiLB this season to toss 100+ innings and take just one loss
joining Hunter Patterson of the Royals organization. Between Akron
and Lake County, Gémez’'s 12 wins and 123 strikeouts lead the
Guardians organization. He is also second in average against (.197),
third in ERA (2.74) and WHIP (1.10), and fifth in innings pitched
(108.1)

Lane Train at Canal Park: Lane Thomas begins a rehab assignment
at Canal Park this week. The Guardians oultfielder is appearing in his
first rehab games since being placed on the IL on July 5 with right
plantar fasciitis. He has appeared in just 39 games this season for the
Guardians batting .160 with two doubles, four home runs and 11 RBI.
He was acquired by the Guardians during the 2024 trade deadline
from the Nationals for Jose Tena, Rafael Ramirez Jr. and Alex
Clemmy. Thomas hit two home runs during the 2024 postseason
including a go-ahead grand slam in Game 5 of the ALDS off Tarik
Skubal.

Antunez amps up: Wuilfredo Antunez has been red hot in August
since coming off the injured list. The outfielder is batting .340 with
three home runs, two triples, two doubles and 14 RBI in 13 games
played including recording a hit in seven of his last eight games. Since
being promoted to Akron on July 18, his four home runs are tied with
Joe Lampe for second most on the team. His 18 home runs on the
season between Akron and Lake County are third most in the
Guardians and are a career high for Antunez (previous high was 10
last season between Single-A and High-A).

New Heights: The RubberDucks outfield is taking their defense to
new heights this season. Akron is fourth in the Eastern League in
outfield assists with 25.

Getting comfortable in Akron: Ralphy Velazquez and Jacob
Cozart have not skipped a beat since being promoted to Double-A.
Velazquez is batting .371/.473/.710 in 16 games with Akron with 10
extra-base hits, 10 RBI and 15 runs scored. Cozart is batting
.308/.383/.423 in 13 games with the RubberDucks with four extra-
base hits, nine RBI and nine runs scored. Cozart has reached base in
six of his last seven games played and has picked up a hit each of his
last five games. Velazquez has a hit in 14 of the 16 games he has
played with Akron.

Power bats: Ralphy Velazquez has launched five home runs with
Akron. Those five Double-A homers give him 22 on the season, which
leads the Guardians organization. Alfonsin Rosario is second in the
organization with 20 homers between Akron and Lake County.
