ON DECK (Upcoming games and Probables)

Today’s Game
The Fightin Phils hit the road and begin a six-game series against the Harrisburg Senators, Double-A affiliate of the Washington Nationals. It is the sev-
enth-of-12 games between the teams this season and first-of-six at FNB Field. Harrisburg took the series between the teams from Apr. 29-May 4 in Reading, 4-2. 
Reading won the 2024 season-series over Harrisburg 7-5, including a 3-3 record in the Capital City.

Game 49 Recap
The Fightin Phils dropped their second-straight game, and the series to Erie, with a 5-0 loss on Sunday. It marked Reading’s third shutout loss of the season, and 
first at home. Wil Crowe started and was strong once again on the mound. He limited Erie to just one hit over three-scoreless innings, while walking two and 
striking out one. Gunner Mayer followed and piched a scoreless fourth and fifth innings. With the game still gridlocked at zero in the sixth, Mayer returned to 
the mound, but failed to record an out and allowed a solo home run to Thayron Liranzo. He was lifted for Andrew Bechtold who allowed an inhertied runner 
to score, and another tally, to make it 3-0, Erie. Andrew Walling followed with a 1-2-3 seventh inning, and John McMillon flirted with trouble in the eighth due 
to lack of command, but escaped without allowing any runs. Andrew Schultz surrednered a two-run home run to Eduardo Valencia in the ninth, which proved 
to be big insurance for Erie, going up 5-0. Reading loaded the bases in the bottom of the ninth off Andrew Magno. Robert Moore then lined a ball down the left 
field line, but Chris Meyers made a diving catch in left field to rob Moore of extra bases and end the game, putting a stop to any Fightin Phils comeback.

Putting the Fight in Fightins
Reading’s come-from-behind win on Friday night was the second time in five games, and fourth time this season the Fightin Phils won a game when trailing en-
tering the ninth inning. The other instances were May 25 at Portland, along with April 8 and 13 at Somerset. It was the first time they won a game when trailing 
after eight innings at home this year. This comes after the R-Phils won just once in 2024 when trailing after eight innings. Ironically, that lone instance was Sept. 
4, 2024, at home against Erie, when the Fightin Phils won on a catchers’ interfearance call 6-5, when they trailed 5-2 entering the bottom of the ninth inning.

It’s Miller Time
Phillies No. 2 Prospect Aidan Miller luanched his fifth home run of the season on Friday night and had his third-straight two-hit game on Saturday, along with 
a double. The two-run shot traveled 413 feet and was 114 miles per hour off the bat. After hitting just .203 in April, Miller posted a .284/.364/.432 (.796 OPS) 
slash line over 24 May games, along with 11 runs, four doubles, three home runs and eight RBI. Miller has proved to be a threat on the bases this season as well, 
as he ranks tied for fourth in the Eastern League with 16 stolen bases. 

Anthony Keeps Rolling
Keaton Anthony enters today with a team-best 10-game hit and 18-game on-base streak, the latter of which is a season-high. His 18-game on-base streak is 
second-longest active in the Eastern League, trailing only Erie’s Max Anderson. Anthony also trails Anderson for the best average in the Eastern League as well, 
with Anderson hitting .341 and Anthony posting a .333 average. His other Eastern League ranks are: 5th OBP (.388), 8th SLG (.510), 5th OPS (.898), 4th hits 
(51), 1st 2B (19) 4th XBH (22) and 6th TB (78). Since May 1 (23 games), Anthony is slashing .390/.444/.598 (1.042 OPS), with 11 runs, 12 doubles, one triple, 
one home run and 12 RBI. His .390 average since May 1 is tied with Portland’s Blaze Jordan for best in the Eastern League.

Pineda’s May
After a slow start to the season that saw Leandro Pineda hit just .104 in April, he has been red-hot in May. Over 24 games last month, Pineda	
slashed.296/.351/.451 (.802 OPS), with 10 runs, eight doubles, one home run and six RBI. Pineda ranked T-4th in the Eastern League in doubles in May.

The King Away from His Castle
Tuesday’s starter Chuck King has been vastly better on the road this season, compared to when at home. Over four home games, he’s 0-2 with a 9.35 ERA (18 
ER, 17. IP), while allowing home runs. On the road, King is 1-0, with a 3.13 ERA (8 ER, 23.0 IP), while surrendering just two homers. 

This Day in Baseballtown History
June 3, 2014: At Harrisburg, the Fightin Phils come within one out of a combined no-hitter in a 5-1 victory.  Hoby Milner gets the win, going 5.0 hitless innings, 
but is lifted after an hour rain delay.  Ryan O’Sullivan continues to hold the Senators hitless for the next 3.0 innings, but Quincy Latimore singles off Kyle Simon 
with two outs in the 9th to spoil the no-hitter.

To the Capital City
Harrisburg enters tonight with a 24-27 record, which is tied for third in the Southwest Division and 10 games out of first place. The Senators were in Richmond 
last week and took four-of-six games at the league-worst Flying Squirrels. After this week, Harrisburg heads back south to Chesapeake. Harrisburg’s roster has 
three players on the Nationals’ top-30 prospects list: Jarlin Susana (2), Cayden Wallace (10) and Kevin Made (26).

Pitching for the Senators
Righty Riley Cornelio starts tonight for Harrisburg. Over 10 starts between Wilmington (A+) and Harrisburg, Cornelio is 1-3, with a 3.10 ERA (17 ER, 49.1 IP). 
He’s allowed 36 hits, 21 walks and has struck out 56 (10.22 SO/9.0 IP). At Richmond last Wednesday, Cornelio suffered the loss as he allowed four runs over 4.2 
IP. He has not faced Reading this season, but did toss seven-shutout innings vs Jersey Shore on May 17. Cornelio spent all of 2023 with Wilmington, going 9-11, 
with a 5.56 ERA over 26 starts. The 24-year old was a seventh round pick of the Nationals in 2022 out of TCU. Him and Chuck King were teammates at TCU in 
2020 and ‘21.
