LOSING SKID COMES TO AN END: The Delmarva Shorebirds ended their five-game losing streak on Friday night
with a come from behind victory against the Fred Nats. After falling behind 3-0 early, the Shorebirds rallied

to take the lead in the fifth after on a fielder's choice error off the bat by Carter Young, a two-run single by
Samuel Basallo, and an RBI single by Isaac Bellony to put Delmarva on top. Wyatt Cheney played a major role
in the comeback win by dealing a career-best five shutout innings out of the bullpen. Delmarva added some
insurance an RBI singles by Edgar Gonzalez and Isaac Bellony with Samuel Basallo hitting his fifth home run of
the season as the Shorebirds defeated Fredericksburg 7-3.

TODAY’S OPPONENT: Juan De Los Santos gets the ball for the Shorebirds on Saturday niﬁht and he'll face right-
hander Luke Young for the Nationals. The 21 year old from Midland Junior College was the 11th round pick

by the Nationals last July and he is making his first professional start after 10 appearances out of the bullpen.
Young pitched well in May finishing with an ERA of 3.00 in 15 innings and this will be the third time he'll face
Delmarva, giving up a combined 4 earned run in 4.2 innings with 4 strikeouts in each appearance.

ON THE DOUBLE: The offense has provided extra-base hits regularly this season as they are tops in the league
in that category with 122 through the first 48 games. Their 77 doubles this year are currently the most in the
league. Samuel Basallo leads the team with 11 two-baggers this season and there are 8 players on the Shore-
birds roster who have 6 or more.

LEADER IN THE CLUBHOUSE: Samuel Basallo has put together an incredibly productive first season in full-sea-
son baseball as the 18 year old catcher is the current Carolina League leader in RBIs with 40. Basallo has four
games this season with 3 RBIl and a career-best 4 RBI performance against Fredericksburg on April 18. After his
three RBI on Friday night, Basallo now has 13 runs batted in 10 games versus the Fred Nats.

PRADO AT THE TOP: Elio Prado has had a strong run going at the plate since moving into the leadoff spot in the
order as he is batting 19/61 (.311) over his last 15 games, striking out only six times in that time frame. His fre-
quency on base has helped him score a team-best 15 runs in that span as he is now the team-leader with 29.

HOT TEJADA: Angel Tejada has been one of the hottest hitters in all the Carolina League over the last two
weeks. In the last 17 games, Tejada is batting .300 (15/50) with 4 doubles, 3 homers, and 9 RBI. The infielder
has reach base safely in 15 of those 17 games and has registered an RBI in 6 of them.

MOVING ON THE JUNE: The Shorebirds will look to re§ain their early season form offensively after a tough
month of May. In the second month of the season, Delmarva batted .215 with an average of 4 runs per game.
The strikeout rate very much increased in May as the offense struck out 288 times for an average of 11 time
per game (35.5% K-Rate) which was second-worst in the Carolina League.

MORE BELLONY: Isaac Bellony has made an instant impact for the Shorebirds since joining their roster on May
30. He's contributed a hit in each of his first four starts this week, highlighted by a four-hit performance on
Friday night. Bellony has driven in two runs in consecutive ball games and has grabbed a plethora of extra-base
hits as he has two doubles and two triples in the series.

ROUND 2 WITH THE FREDDIES: The Shorebirds return to Fredericksburg for their second series with the Fred
Nats. In the first series, Delmarva won four of the five matchups with offense score 48 runs in the five game
combined, scoring six or more in every game with 18 extra base hits total throughout the week.

Earlier
this season on April 21, De Los Santos dealt three innings, allowing

Santos as he established himself as one of the more consistent arms
in the Delmarva rotation early in the season. The right-hander had a
