“FUN IS GOOD" FACTOIDS

LAST TIME OUT: The St. Paul Saints broke up a no-hit bid when Gabby Gonzalez singled with one down in the ninth, but left left
the tying and go-ahead runs stranded as they fell 1-0 to the Toledo Mud Hens on Tuesday afternoon at Fifth Third Field, the sixth
consecutive defeat for St. Paul since a 3-0 start. The loss marked the fifth time the Saints have been one-hit in the club's six-year
history as a Triple-A franchise and the eighth time they've lost a game 1-0. St. Paul avoided what could have been their second-
ever time being no-hit in a nine-inning game, with the last coming at CHS Field vs Indianapolis on April 13, 2022. St. Paul broke up
the perfect game when Ryan Kreidler walked with two outs in the fifth, but Lael Lockhart left the lone baserunner he ceded to finish
5.0 shutout frames. Andrew Bash settled in after a 30+ pitch first inning when he gave up an RBI single to Hao Yu Lee; the Saints
starter completed 4.2 innings with six strikeouts, retiring 12 of the last 13 he faced for a tough luck loss.

MOMENTUM IS AS GOOD AS TOMORROW'S STARTING PITCHER: Despite a strong showing by Andrew Bash in Tuesday's
opener in Toledo, the Saints have had inconsistent results from their starting rotation to start the season. St. Paul's starting pitching
ERA ranks 19th out of 20 teams in the league, having produced a 7.89 mark (26 ER, 29.2 IP) thus far, better than only Louisville
(9.40). Two "blowup" starts where Saints starters have failed to get through the second inning have inflated those numbers, but the
starters inability to keep the ball in the ballpark has been a problem with 10 of the Saints' 13 HR allowed as a staff having been
given up by the starting rotation. On the flipside, Toledo's starting rotation have been the best in the league with a 2.20 ERA through
10 games; the Mud Hens' last two starting pitchers (Carlos Pena & Lael Lockhart) have each gone 5.0 shutout in consecutive
games.

EARLY SEASON UPS & DOWNS: Twins top-30 prospects Walker Jenkins and Gabriel Gonzalez have each produced early
season 0-for-12's already this year, with Gonzalez breaking out of his slump with his first homer of the year on Saturday and Jenkins
currently mired an an 0-for-12 entering play on Wednesday. The 12 AB's without a hit are both the longest hitless streaks for a St.
Paul batter early in the season and each one of the more notable slumps for two of the top hitters in the Twins system last year (see
below). Gonzalez, who led the Twins farm system in hits last year, has still not gone three games in-a-row without a hit since 2024,
while Jenkins, who currently is hitless in his last three games entering Tuesday, did so just twice all of last season.

KAELEN IS KRUSHING: Saints shortstop and Twins No. 2 prospect Kaelen Culpepper saw his eight-game reached base streak to
start his Triple-A career come to an end on Tuesday afternoon. The K-State product is the only St. Paul batter to have started all
nine games for St. Paul thus far and leads the team in homers and RBI; he's also tied with Orlando Arcia for the club lead in hits.
Culpepper has additionally hit safely in seven of his nine games since debuting at the level. The 21st overall pick of the 2024 Draft
is just the 11th player in Saints franchise history to have reached base in their first eight games with the club, only the fourth to do
so when making their Triple-A debut with the Saints:

VARIETY IS THE SPICE OF LIFE: In his first nine games as Saints manager, Brian Dinkelman has turned in nine unique lineup
cards. No Saints hitter has batted from the same spot in the order more than five times (Kaelen Culpepper in the leadoff spot)
through the first eight games and only Culpepper has started at least six games at a given position (shortstop) after Tuesday.

E-ROD WITH AN A-BOMB: Twins' No. 2 prospect Emmanuel Rodriguez clubbed a 451-foot grand slam off the bat at 113.6 mph
last Wednesday against Worcester, marking the 8th-hardest hit ball by exit velo in Triple-A this season, and the hardest-hit ball
that's gone for a home run at the level. Including Major League Statcast data, Rodriguez has the fifth hardest-hit home run in
baseball this season entering play on Tuesday. He owns two of the top-10 hardest hit balls in Triple-A and four of the top-50.

TWINS OF TOMORROW: The Saints open the season with nine of the Twins’ Top-30 ranked prospects according to MLB.com,
marking the most players listed on MLB's Minnesota Top-30 list to open a campaign in the Saints’ history as a Triple-A franchise.
Between Walker Jenkins , Kaelen Culpepper, Emmanuel Rodriquez, & Connor Prielipp , they also tout four prospects on either the
MLB.com or Baseball America Top-100 list, surpassing last year’s total of three when Rodriguez, Luke Keaschall, and Zebby
Matthews all began the year with the Saints. Jenkins, the Twins’ consensus top prospect, became the youngest player in Saints
franchise history when he debuted at 20 years, 6 months, and 7 days of age last year. After a 1-for-20 start, the North Carolina prep
product hit .296 (21-71) with eight extra-base hits, including his first two Triple-A homers, in his last 17 games. Culpepper,
Minnesota’s No. 2 prospect (MLB.com) and last year’s Twins Minor League Player of the Year, made his Triple-A debut on Opening
Day and hit safely in his first four games at the level. Prielipp, the Twins No. 4 (BA) prospect, returns in a Saints uniform after
finishing last season in St. Paul. The remaining ranked prospects include Gabriel Gonzalez (7/10), Andrew Morris (13/13), Marco
Raya (18/21), and John Klein (20/23). Left-hander Kendry Rojas (10/8) will also open the year on the Saints’ injured list, but is
expected to join the rotation within the first few weeks.

LAST APPEARANCE: Appeared in relief behind starter John Klein on Sunday in game two of a
doubleheader...recorded the final out of the 2nd inning with a punchout before yielding three hits in a two-run
second...bounced back with a scoreless 3rd before exiting after throwing 30+ pitches for the second time in the last
week...threw 18 sinkers (51%), 7 sweepers, 6 cutters, 2 splitters, and 2 four-seamers while generating two swings-
and-misses, both on the sweeper

ON AGAIN, OFF AGAIN: A 34-year-old in his 15th year as a pro player, Matt Bowman returns to the Twins
organization for a third stint this season, and the first time after he pitched for the Saints for two different stints
during the 2024 campaign. Two years ago, Bowman broke camp with the Saints and pitched in five games before he
was called up to the Twins. After five appearances with Minnesota, he was designated for assignment and traded to
the Arizona Diamondbacks for cash, only to reject a pair of demotions from the Arizona and Seattle organizations
and re-sign a minor league deal with the Twins on July 4. He would pitch 12 games with the Saints that summer
before his release and eventual signing with the Orioles.

IRON MAN: Matt Bowman is one of just 48 pitchers to have thrown a complete game shutout in the last 12 seasons
atthe Triple-A level, having done so on July 21, 2015 with the Las Vegas 51's. In that start, Bowman shutdown the
Fresno Grizzlies while allowing just 2 hits and 3 walks and throwing a career-high 114 pitches. There hasn't been an
individual shutout performance in Triple-A since Emerson Hancock threw up nine zeros for the Tacoma Rainiers on
July 21, 2024 vs Reno. Since transitioning to a full-time reliever in 2016 with teh Cardinals org, 383 of Bowman's 385
games have come out of the bullpen as of Opening Day 2026. His last appearance as a starter came on Sept. 11,
2025 at Round Rock (went 2.0 IP, 2 runs on 2 hits and did not record an out after returning in the third).
