Last Game: The Delmarva Shorebirds suffered their fifth-straight defeat on Tuesday night,
dropping the series opener to the Wilson Warbirds, 3-2. After a scoreless first two innings,
Wilson took the lead on an RBI fielder's choice off the bat of Jadyn Fielder, as Pedro Ibar-
guen scored to make it 1-0. The Shorebirds got a dominant start from Kiefer Lord, who es-
tablished a new career-high with 11 strikeouts in four innings, allowing just two base run-
ners. With the score still 1-0 in the eighth, Wilson added two critical insurance runs on a
first-and-third steal and an RBI single by Brady Ebel to go in front 3-0. Delmarva countered
with two runs in the bottom half, with a run-scoring double by Braylon Whitaker and a
first-and-third steal of their own to make it 3-2. But that's as close as Delmarva could get,
as they finished the night 1-for-15 with runners in scoring position in the one-run defeat.

Play the Hits, DJ: It's been a strong start to the season for DJ Layton in his first stint with
the Shorebirds. The 19-year-old utility man has reached base in all 13 of his starts, collect-
ing a hit in 12 of them, including a team-best five multi-hit games. He has reached base

in 29 of his first 58 plate appearances, for a .500 on-base percentage, and owns a .600
batting average on balls in play. Layton hit his first career home run on April 12 at Freder-
icksburg and is the team's current RBI leader with 9. His batting average (.356), on-base
percentage (.500), and OPS (1.056) are all top seven among all Carolina League hitters.

Keeping the Ball in the Park: The Shorebirds were been haunted by home runs last week,
as Fredericksburg hit 12 in the previous series. Delmarva pitchers have now allowed 16
home runs this season, the second-most in the league, behind only Fayetteville (20).

Praise the Lord: Kiefer Lord has been a sensation on the mound for the Shorebirds to start
the 2026 season. He put together the best outing of his career on April 21 against the Wil-
son Warbirds, striking out a career-high 11 batters in four innings. He leads the league in
strikeouts with 32 and has only 6 walks in 17 innings. His 32 strikeouts are the most of any
pitcher in Single-A, High-A, and Double-A. Only Logan Workman (36) of the Durham Bulls
has more strikeouts than Lord, and he has pitched in seven more innings than Lord.

On the Double: Despite being last in the league with only five home runs as a team, the
Shorebirds offense currently ranks third in the league in doubles with 27, led by Junior
Ayabr who has far followed by Luis Almeyda, Joshua Liranzo, Andrés Nolaya, and Braylon
Whitaker who each have three.

Quick Whit: Braylon Whitaker has quietly found his groove at the plate, recording a hit
in eight of his last nine games and an RBI in four of those games. He has also reached
base safely in 10 of his first 12 starts this season. Whitaker is also the early leader in the
clubhouse with two outfield assists this season.

RISP Management: Delmarva's offense is currently enduring its toughest stretch of the
early season, as it has been held to 10 runs total during its current five-game losing streak
and is 4/47 with runners in scoring position in those contests combined, including 1/15 in
Tuesday's loss to the Wilson Warbirds.

About the Warbirds: The Shorebirds will face the Carolina League's new franchise this week
for the first time as they face the Wilson Warbirds, the Single-A affiliate of the Milwaukee
Brewers. After 35 seasons as the Carolina Mudcats, the team moved 25 miles east from
Zebulon, North Carolina to Wilson as professional baseball is back in the city for the first time
since 1973 when the Wilson Pennats were part of the CO-OP League.
