PORTLAND WINS FOURTH STRAIGHT THURSDAY NIGHT   The Portland Sea Dogs 
(45-46, 11-13) won their fourth-straight game on Thursday night 5-3 over the Richmond 
Flying Squirrels (34-57, 13-11). The Sea Dogs took the lead in the top of the sixth 
inning. James Tibbs III worked a leadoff walk then moved to second when the shortstop 
committed a fi elding error, allowing Allan Castro to reach fi rst. Ronald Rosario then 
roped an RBI double to right fi eld followed by a two-run double by Max Ferguson and 
Portland took the 3-1 lead. An RBI single by Ahbram Liendo extended Portland’s lead. 
A two-run single by Justin Wishkoski in the bottom of the eighth inning would make it a 
one-run game with the Sea Dogs still leading, 4-3.Portland scored their fi nal run in the 
top of the ninth inning with two outs. Tibbs III lined an opposite single to left fi eld then 
scored on an RBI double by Allan Castro to give the Sea Dogs a two-run cushion.

MAKE IT A DOUBLE  Three Sea Dogs posted a double in Thursday night's win against 
the Flying Squirrels. Max Ferguson's two-run double and Ronald Rosario's double paved 
the way for a four-run top of the sixth inning. Meanwhile Castro's RBI double came in the 
top of the ninth to give the Sea Dogs an extra insurance run. 
   
LIENDO'S ON FIRE  Sea Dogs infi elder Ahbram Liendo extended his hitting streak 
to fi ve straight games on Thursday night going 1-3 at the plate. During the stretch, the 
second-year Sea Dog is currently hitting .333 (5-for-15) with a home run, three runs 
scored, four RBI, and three stolen bases. The 21-year-old currently has the second-most 
hits on the Sea Dogs squad with 61 on the season (Romero is fi rst with 66). 

BECAUSE HE GETS ON BASE   Sea Dogs catcher Ronald Rosario is currently riding a 
seven game on-base streak (July 10-July 24) going 1-3 with a double and a run scored in 
Thursday night's game. In addition to the on-base streak, he boasts the second-highest 
RBI total on the season with 34 RBI (Romero is fi rst with 39). The Venezuela native has 
registered three hits in his last fi ve games.

BE BRAVE, BE BOLDEN  Sea Dogs RHP Caleb Bolden received his fi rst win of the 
2025 season in last night's game against the Flying Squirrels. Bolden tossed 4.1 innings 
allowing two runs on four hits while walking one and striking out three. In his last three 
appearances, he has tallied six strikeouts over 9.1 innings of work while surrendering 
three-earned runs on fi ve hits.

HIGHWAY ROBBERY  The Sea Dogs are currently tied with the Somerset Patriots for 
the third-most stolen bases in the Eastern League with 118 swiped bags, which ranks 
tied for 11th in all of Double-A. Ahbram Liendo has the team-high in stolen bases with 
26 on the year.

Manager - Chad Epperson
Manager Chad Epperson will lead the team in his fourth season in 
Portland. In 2024, he led the Sea Dogs to a 78-60 record, the best 
record in the Northeast Division of the Eastern League, and third 
best in the league. In his fourth season with the team, he is tied for 
the longest serving manager in Sea Dogs history with Arnie Beyeler 
who managed Portland for four seasons from 2007 to 2010. Before 
managing the Sea Dogs, Epperson spent 12 seasons as the Red Sox 
Catching Coordinator. 

Pitching Coach - Juan Rivera
Rivera spent the last three seasons as Salem Red Sox’ pitching 
coach and led the pitching staff to a 3.61 ERA, fourth-best in Sin-
gle-A. A graduate of Eastern Nazarene College, he has been in the 
Red Sox organization since 2022 as a Development Coach with 
Salem.

Hitting Coach - Chris Hess
Chris Hess returns to Portland for his second year as the Sea Dogs’ 
hitting coach after serving as the Greenville Drive’s hitting coach in 
2023. Last season, Portland’s hitters led Double-A in runs (711), dou-
bles (285), RBI (658), slugging (.412) and OPS (.753). They ranked 
second in average (.257), hits (1,221), and OBP (.348). He was a 
coach for the Sea Dogs in 2022 and in Fort Myers during the 2021 
season. This year will mark Hess’ fi fth year in the Red Sox organiza-
tion.

Assistant Hitting Coach - Johnny Reina
Johnny Reina will serve as Assistant Hitting Coach after working as a 
Hitting Trainer at Driveline Baseball in Seattle, Washington. Driveline 
Baseball’s mission is to develop the future of baseball training by fi nd-
ing industry-leading insights, all while publishing those insights back 
to the baseball community.

Defensive Coach - Kyle Sasala
Kyle Sasala will be on staff for his second season in Portland after 
previously working as the Associate Head Coach at Grove City 
College from 2016 – 2023. Sasala helped the 2023 Wolverines to a 
school-record 30 victories, along with a 16-4 conference record.

Athletic Trainer - Bobby Stachura
Stachura returns to Portland for his third season as the Sea Dogs’ 
Athletic Trainer. Stachura has served as the Athletic Trainer for Sin-
gle-A Greenville for the past four seasons. He started in the Red Sox 
organization in 2017 as the Athletic Trainer for the Lowell Spinners. 
He also spent four years as an athletic trainer at the University of 
Rhode Island. Stachura graduated with a B.S. in Athletic Training 
from Lasell College in 2013.

Strength and Conditioning Coach - Jonah Mondloch
Strength and Conditioning Coach Jonah Mondloch joins the staff 
for his fi rst season in Portland, but his second year in the Red Sox 
organization. He was previously an Assistant Rehab Strength and 
Conditioning Coach. In that role, he assisted in the strength and con-
ditioning for players returning to the fi eld.
