June 17: RubberDucks 5, Curve 5: Akron scored five in the fourth 
highlighted by RBI doubles by Luke Hill and Wuilfredo Antunez and 
punctuated by Cameron Barstad’s RBI single. Altoona tied the game 
in the sixth on Omar Alfonzo’s second homer of the night. The game 
was suspended headed into the top of the seventh due to rain. 
 

Today’s starter: The Akron RubberDucks bullpen will finish out the 
suspended game. Rafe Schlesinger will start the regularly scheduled 
game for the RubberDucks on Thursday. The left-hander is coming off 
a no decision in his Double-A debut after allowing six runs (four 
earned) over four innings while striking out four in Erie. Schlesinger 
will now make his home debut today. In six games (five starts) at 
home with Lake County this season, Schlesinger was 3-1 with a 2.92 
ERA and 37 strikeouts over 24.2 innings pitched.  
 
Red hot Rosario: Alfonsin Rosario started swinging a hot bat on the 
recent road trip to Chesapeake and Erie. He hit.357/.431/.905 with 
three doubles, a triple, six home runs and 20 RBI during the trip and 
earned EL player of the week honors. In the month of June, Rosario is 
batting .362/1.301 with four doubles, a triple, six home runs and 21. 
He now leads the RubberDucks team with 12 homers this season. 
 
Money Mooney: Alex Mooney is on a tear since the start of May. 
The RubberDucks infielder is batting .250/.649 with six doubles, a 
triple, two home runs, 15 RBI and 10 stolen bases since May 1. He 
has raised his season average from .151 entering May to .219 
entering June 17. On June 11 in Erie, Mooney tied his career high 
with four hits including a home run. He also stole home in the game 
bringing his season total to 16 steals, which leads the RubberDucks. 
10 of those stolen bases have come since May 1. He had 9 RBI in 19 
games against Altoona last season and stole a career-high five bases 
against them back on April 30 in Altoona. 
 
Home Cooking: The Akron RubberDucks are 20-8 at 7 17 Credit 
Union Park this season. Those 20 wins are the third most by an 
Eastern League club at home this season (Richmond 26 and 
Somerset 21). Akron is averaging 5.4 runs per game at home while 
Akron pitchers are working toa 3.10 ERA at 7 17 Credit Union Park. 
Since the start of 2024 (the Greg DiCenzo era), the RubberDucks are 
81-42 when playing in downtown Akron.  
 

Walk this way: After leading the Eastern League and ranking fourth 
in all of Double-A in walks in 2025, the RubberDucks batters are once 
again showing impressive patience in 2026. Akron’s 303 walks rank 
first in Eastern League and fourth in Double-A this season. Six 
different Akron batters have walked 20+ times this season. 

RubberDucks and Curve: Akron is facing Altoona for the first of four 
series this season and the first of two in Akron. Last season, Akron 
was 13-8 against Altoona, including 9-3 in Akron. Akron is 299-249 
all-time against Altoona. Top prospects in the series includes: 
Guardians (MLB.com): #9 OF Jaison Chourio, #13 OF Alfonsin 
Rosario, #17 C Jacob Cozart, #21 RHP Justin Campbell, #25 LHP 
Josh Hartle, #26 LHP Rafe Schlesinger, #30 INF Luke Hill 
Pirates (MLB.com): #14 C Omar Alfonzo, #26 INF Duce Gourson, 
#28 INF Callan Moss 
 
How about Hill: After a strong start to the 2026 season with Lake 
County, Luke Hill has continued to swing a red-hot bat in Double-A. 
The infielder is batting .293/.868 with six doubles, a home run and six 
RBI in 11 games played with the RubberDucks. He has recorded a 
multi-hit game in four of his 11 games with Akron so far. 
 
Crushing Cozart: Jacob Cozart has begun to swing the bat with 
more pop over the last two months. Since the calendar flipped to May, 
Cozart has hit five home runs, five doubles and driven in 17 runs. 
 
Welcome back Jonah: Jonah Advincula drove in a career-high five 
runs in Akron’s win on June 16 as part of a two-home run game. 
Since coming off the injured list and starting his season in Akron, 
Advincula is batting .353/1.213 with four of his six hits going for extra-
bases.  
 
Pitching power: The Akron RubberDucks are second in Double-A 
and first in the Eastern League in ERA with a 4.26 ERA. The Ducks 
staff have 570 strikeouts over 544.2 innings pitched. Akron pitchers 
appear in the Eastern League top 10 in ERA, wins, starts, saves and 
innings pitched Jack Jasiak leads the Eastern League in wins with 
seven this season. He would be the first Akron reliever to rank among 
the EL wins leaders in a season since Skylar Arias won the fifth most 
games in the league (7) in 2021. He is one win away from tying 
Bradley Hanner (8 wins in 2024 and 2023) and Josh Martin (8 wins 
in 2015) for most wins by an Akron reliever since 2010. Steven 
Wright’s 9 wins in 2009 are the most by an Akron reliever since at 
least 2005. 
 

Learning Double-A: Jaison Chourio is starting to find his groove at 
Double-A. After going hitless in his first two Double-A games and then 
going on the IL for a week, Chourio is batting .358/.458/.617 with 22 
runs scored, 29 hits, four home runs and 15 RBI in his last 21 games. 
Chourio hit his first professional multi-home run and career-high five 
RBI game on June 2 and hit a game tying solo home run in the ninth 
inning on June 11. He has four homers in June, which is one away 
from setting a new career-high for most homers in a month.

#26 Manager Greg DiCenzo enters his sixth season with the Guardians organization. The 2025 season will be DiCenzo’s third as RubberDucks manager, and 
fifth as a manager in Cleveland’s organization. He’s led the RubberDucks to a 157-118 record in two seasons as Akron’s manager including an Eastern League 
playoff appearance in 2024. 
 
Prior to becoming Triple-A Columbus’ bench coach in 2023, DiCenzo spent the 2021 and 2022 seasons as the manager in High-A Lake County. He guided the 
Captains to a 141-108 record in his two seasons including a Midwest League finals appearance in 2022. 

A native of Duxbury, MA, DiCenzo was the head baseball coach at Holy Cross for 12 seasons prior to joining the Cleveland organization. The Crusaders went 
137-109 in Patriot League play during his tenure, including a 2017 Patriot League Championship, and posted 20-win seasons in 10 of those 12 years. 

#48 Hitting Coach Jordan Becker enters his seventh season with the Guardians organization and third with the RubberDucks. In 2023, Becker served as the 
hitting coach for Lake County.  
 
Becker joined the Cleveland organization in 2019 after a collegiate coaching career that saw stops at Riverside Community College and New Mexico State 
University. 
 
#43 Hitting Coach Cole Nieto enters his fifth season in the Guardians organization and first season in Akron. Nieto joins the RubberDucks after serving as the 
hitting coach for the Lynchburg Hillcats in 2024 and their Carolina League championship season in 2025. 

A graduate of St. Ignatius High School in Cleveland, Nieto played four years at Baldwin Wallace University in Berea. While at Baldwin Wallace, he hit .341 with 
17 home runs and 109 RBI in 137 career games.  

#55 Pitching Coach Angus Adams enters his first season in the Guardians organization and first season in Akron. Prior to joining the RubberDucks, Adams 
served as a performance coach for Tread Athletics and was a pitching coach at Elmira College.  

#54 Pitching Coach Michael Poole enters his fourth season in the Guardians organization and third season with the RubberDucks. He will be a pitching coach 
in 2025 after spending 2024 as Akron’s assistant pitching coach. Prior to joining the RubberDucks, Poole was the pitching development coach on the Arizona 
Complex Academy staff. 

A native of Akron, Poole played at Cuyahoga Community College and Lake Erie College before starting his coaching career at Inspiration Academy (FL) in 2019. 
Poole was an assistant coach at LSU-Eunice for the Bengals D2 JUCO World Series Championship season in 2021. 

#33 Bench Coach Yan Rivera enters his fifth season in the Guardians organization and first season in Akron. Prior to coming to Akron, Rivera spent 2025 as 
the bench coach for Lake County and 2024 as the manager for the ACL Guardians. 

Rivera is the son of former Cleveland minor league manager and Toronto Blue Jays coach Luis Rivera. 

#47 Development Coach Gustavo Nava enters his second season with the Guardians organization and first season with the RubberDucks. Prior to coming to 
Akron, Nava served as the Development coach for Lynchburg in their 2025 Carolina League championship season. 

Athletic Trainer Derrik Diaz enters his ninth season in the Guardians organization and third season with the RubberDucks. Diaz was the Eastern League 
Athletic Trainer of the Year in 2024. Prior to coming to Akron, Diaz served as the head athletic trainer for the Dominican Republic Complex in 2023. 

Assistant Athletic Trainer Laura Gutiérrez-Sogel enters her third season in the Guardians organization and first season in Akron. Prior to coming to the 
RubberDucks, Gutiérrez-Sogel spent the 2025 season as the Assistant Athletic Trainer in Lake County.

We Are the RubberDucks 
On October 29, 2013, then team owner Ken Babby and general manager Jim Pfander stood before a capacity audience at the Akron Civic Theater and announced 
that the team would be known henceforth as the Akron RubberDucks. In addition to being symbolic of the fun, family-friendly brand of entertainment offered by minor 
league baseball, the name also honors Akron’s long history as the “Rubber Capital of the World.”
