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May 10: RubberDucks 4, Baysox 0: Petey Halpin gave the
RubberDucks some breathing room with a three-run home run in the
seventh as four Akron pitchers combined for 11 strikeouts and the
shutout.

Magical Mace: Tommy Mace’s first full season in Akron is off to a
great start. The right-hander leads the team in wins (3), innings
pitched (32.2) and average against (.172). Mace ranks top 10 in the
Eastern League in ERA (ninth — 2.20), wins (tied first), innings pitched
(second), average against (fourth), WHIP (fifth — 0.95) and winning
percentage (second - .750)

Tolentino’s Top Play: Milan Tolentino won MiLB Premier Plays
Play of the Week after his impressive sliding catch against Altoona on
Tuesday, April 23. Tolentino picked up the win in the fan vote with
73% of the vote. Tolentino’s play then moved on to the Play of the
Month voting where the Ducks infielder won with 80% of the vote.

Strong start: Andrew Walters pitched professionally for the first time
in the Guardians organization with Akron this season. On April 6, the
right-hander made his debut striking out all four Curve batters he
faced to pick up the save. After being drafted out of the University of
Miami (FL) in 2023, this was Walters first appearance outside of Fall
instructs, Spring Training or the Spring Breakout game since being
drafted. This began a dominant start to the season for Walters, who
has pitched in 10 games (tied second most in Eastern League)
striking out 26 batters (most on team) over 12.1 innings pitched while
allowing just one run and eight hits.

Akron’s arms worked to a 2.33 team ERA while
holding opponents to a .218 average and striking out 218. Andrew
Walters and Ryan Webb lead the team with 22 strikeouts through the
first month and Yordys Valdes leads the team with a .360 average.

DiCenzo to guide Ducks: Greg DiCenzo takes over as the 19th
manager in Akron franchise history and first new manager since
Rouglas Odor took over in 2019. DiCenzo spent 2023 as the Bench
Coach in Columbus, but previously was the manager for two seasons
in Lake County. He joined the Guardians organization after guiding
Holy Cross for 12 years in which the team won 20 or more games 10
times in that span.

Odor to the Guardians: Rouglas Odor has finally reached MLB after
spending over 35 years as a player, coach or manager in the Minor
Leagues. Odor is now the third base coach and infield coach for the
Cleveland Guardians. Odor leaves Akron as the longest tenured
manager (four years) and winningest manager (278). Over his four
seasons in Akron, 30 players went on to make their MLB debuts.

Goldy in the bullpen: Brad Goldberg also makes his way to the
Cleveland coaching staff. After spending 2023 as the pitching coach
for the RubberDucks, Goldberg is now the bullpen coach for the
Cleveland Guardians. Under Goldberg, the RubberDucks pitching
staff finished with the second-best ERA in the Eastern League.

Historic Coaching Staff: The RubberDucks coaching staff features
two firsts. Assistant Hitting Coach Amanda Kamekona and Assistant
Athletic Trainer Karina Gonzalez become the first two female coaches
in RubberDucks history. Kamekona is the first woman on-the-field
coach in Guardians history when she was hired last season. Prior to
coming to Akron both worked at the Arizona Complex in 2023. The
Akron Beacon Journal wrote a story on both Kamekona and
Gonzalez’s path to Akron.

Former RubberDucks make MLB debuts: After 11 recent
RubberDucks made MLB debuts in 2023. Cade Smith (2022-23)
made his MLB debut in 2024 for the Guardians striking out five over
two scoreless innings against the A’s.
