Series Recap: All four games have been decided by one run, with Lake County winning the first three. Carlos Jorge #21 N/R
This has been a low-scoring series, with the two teams combining to average 7.0 runs per game Connor Burns N/R #27
(second lowest in any Dragons series in 2025). The Dragons have had a late lead in all four games. Peyton Stovall #27 N/R
Lake County scored three in the bottom of the ninth to defeat Dayton 3-2 in the opener on Tuesday. Luke Hayden #30 N/R

Dayton led 3-2 going to the bottom of the seventh on Wednesday before Lake County rallied to win.
Dayton led 5-4 going to the bottom of the sixth on Thursday before Lake County came back to win.

Team and Player Notes:

e Dragons pitchers have posted a team ERA of 2.94 in this series at Lake County. In only one of the 10 series played so far in 2025 has the
Dragons team ERA in the set been below 4.75 (April 8-13 vs. Fort Wayne: 2.83).

e Over the last eight games, the Dayton bullpen has posted a combined ERA of 3.86 (35 IP, 15 ER). However, eight of the 15 earned runs
came in one game on June 8. With the exception of that game, the bullpen ERA in the other seven games is 2.12 (29.2 IP, 7 ER). The
bullpen has allowed one run or less in five of the last eight games. On the year, the Dayton bullpen ranks last in the MWL in ERA at 5.73.

e The Dragons have held a lead in 10 of the 14 losses they have suffered since the start of their 12-game homestand against West Michigan
on May 27. Five of the 14 losses have been by one run. On the year, the Dragons have held a lead in 24 of their 42 losses.

e  Ariel Almonte went O for 4 last night to snap his nine-game hitting streak. Over Almonte’s last 10 games, he is 14 for 39 (.359) with 3 HR,
4 2B, 1 3B, and 7 RBI. Since June 3, Almonte is tied for the MWL lead in extra base hits (8) while ranking third in slugging percentage.

e Reliever Easton Sikorski has allowed just four earned runs in 32 innings, an ERA of 1.13. Among pitchers with at least 30 innings, Sikorski
is first at the High-A level in ERA and fifth in all Minor League Baseball.

e  Among MWL pitchers with at least 40 innings pitched, Dragons starting pitcher Luke Hayden is fifth in ERA at 2.70.

Memorable Moments from 2025

May 9: Dragons pitcher Brian Edgington struck out 13 Great Lakes batters in five innings, one short of the club record of 14 set by Josh Hall in 2001 and
Daniel Renken in 2011.

May 13: The Dragons trailed at Quad Cities 6-1 entering the eighth inning before battling back to win 11-9 in 12 innings. Dayton scored three in the eighth
and two in the ninth to tie the score. Both runs in the ninth came on a two-out, two-run single by John Michael Faile. Dayton’s Carlos Jorge blasted a tie-
breaking two-run home run in the top of the 12!" to give the Dragons an 11-9 lead and close out the scoring. The game marked just the third time since record-
keeping of lead changes began in 2004 that the Dragons trailed by at least five runs in the eighth inning and battled back to win the game, and the first time
since 2012. The Dragons have come back from deficits of at least five runs to win 27 times since 2004, but only three times when they trailed by five runs or
more in the eighth inning or later. The 12-inning contest tied for the most innings played in a Dragons game since the rule putting a free runner on second
base to begin each inning after the ninth was implemented in 2018. Note: Carlos Jorge’s 12" inning two-run home run marked the second time in his Dragons
career that Jorge hit a 12" inning, tie-breaking home run in a Dragons win. He did the same on September 2, 2023 at Great Lakes to break a 5-5 tie in a
Dragons 7-6 win.

May 16: Catcher Connor Burns enjoyed the first two-homer game of his professional career, the first multi-home run game by a Dragons player since Cam
Collier hit three on August 23, 2024.

e Billy Hamilton stole 103 bases for the Dragons in 2011, most for any player with a single team in Reds history (Major League or
Minor League). Hamilton stole 155 the next season, splitting his season between two clubs, the highest total in baseball history.
Donald Lutz hit for the cycle in reverse order (home run, triple, double, single), all within the first five innings, July 21, 2011.
Jose Siri broke the Midwest League record for longest consecutive game hitting streak with 39 from June 22-August 3, 2017.
Elly De La Cruz hit home runs from both sides of the plate twice within three days, July 7-9, 2022.
Luis Mey threw a 103 mph fastball to break the Day Air Ballpark record on May 2, 2024.
