Appeared in relief for the Phillies in the Spring Breakout Game (3/14 vs PIT) and tossed two innings following Moises Chace, who started the game

Opened the season ranked as the Phillies No. 11 Prospect (MLB Pipeline), currently ranks as No. 8 Prospect
