
RIDERS DROP SERIES FINAL TO CARDINALS IN EXTRA INNINGS:
The Frisco RoughRiders fell to the Springfield Cardinals 9-2 in 10 innings on Sunday evening from Riders Field. Springfield (32-25) 
struck first in the top of the fourth when Chase Davis rolled an RBI groundout in the top of the fourth and Joshua Baez hit a sacrifice 
fly, giving the Cardinals a 2-0 lead. Frisco (32-24) outfielder Aaron Zavala then clobbered a two-run homer in the bottom of the sixth 
inning, tying the game 2-2. The Cardinals and RoughRiders held each other scoreless over the final three frames, sending the game 
into extra innings. In the top of the 10th, Springfield tabbed seven runs when Darlin Moquete, Leonardo Bernal and Jeremy Rivas 
ripped RBI singles while JJ Wetherholt drew a bases loaded walk and R.J. Yeager scored on a balk by Bryan Magdaleno. Springfield 
reliever Osvaldo Berrios retired Frisco in order to seal the win. Cardinals reliever Nick Raquet (4-0) garnered the victory, working a 
scoreless ninth inning. Riders reliever Skylar Hales (1-3) took the loss, allowing four earned runs across one inning. Frisco starter 
Trey Supak earned his second quality start of the season, yielding just two runs across six innings. Springfield starter Max Rajcic also 
earned a quality start, allowing two runs over six innings.

MONTHLY HONORS:
On Monday, the Texas Rangers announced that Frisco RoughRiders LHP Mitch Bratt earned Starting Pitcher of the Month and in-
fielder/outfielder Cam Cauley secured Defender of the Month in the Rangers farm system for the month of May. Bratt went 3-0 with 
a Texas League-best 1.33 ERA across five starts in May. His 10.33 strikeout-to-walk ratio ranked fifth in Minor League Baseball (min. 
5 starts) during the month. Bratt’s May was highlighted by a career-high 10 strikeouts across six shutout innings at San Antonio on 
May 10th. Cauley posted a .975 fielding percentage in 26 games during May, committing two errors on 81 total chances. The versatile 
Houston native played 10 games at second base, nine in center field and seven at second base. Playing in the outfield for the first 
time professionally, Cauley recorded his first two career outfield assists in May.

CAULEY, CAULEY ANYTIME:
Over his last 27 games, Cam Cauley has hit .309 (30-for-97)/.376/.515/.891 with nine doubles, three home runs and 20 runs scored. 
Over his last 11 games, he is batting .375 (15-for-40)/.468/.525/.993 with eight runs scored. 

RISP-ECT THIS:
The Riders struggled with runners in scoring position in their last series against Springfield, but exploded last night. In the five losses, 
they went just 2-for-33 with runners at second, third or both. On Saturday, in their win, the Riders went 7-for-14 with RISP while 
scoring 12 runs, including two three-run home runs. 

NO SWING AND A MIESES:
RoughRiders outfielder Luis Mieses has been fantastic at the plate. Mieses is fifth in the Texas League in slugging percentage (.519), 
ninth in OPS (.864) and tied for fifth with 20 extra-base hits. He won Texas League Player of the Week two weeks ago, hitting .364 
(8-for-22)/.462/.955/1.417 with four doubles and three home runs. In his last 16 games, he is hitting .296 (16-for-54)/.387/.704/1.091 
with seven doubles, five home runs and 11 RBIs. 

SAVE TONIGHT:
On Thursday night, Janser Lara became the 11th different Riders pitcher to record a save in 2025. Frisco is the only team in Minor 
League Baseball to accomplish the feat this season. Current Triple-A Round Rock pitcher Robby Ahlstrom and Gavin Collyer are tied 
for the lead in saves (four) for the Riders and Skylar Hales has recorded two saves. The Riders have not recorded a save in their last 
nine games.

OVER THE WALL-COTT:
Rangers top prospect Sebastian Walcott has been displaying the power as of late. In his last 22 games, he has blasted six home runs 
while slashing .261/.353/.545/.898 with seven doubles, 15 RBIs,19 runs scored and 12 walks to 17 strikeouts. Last Friday, he became 
the fifth Texas League teenager since 2005 to record a multi-homer game, joining the company of Keibert Ruiz (2018, 2x), Fernando 
Tatis Jr. (2018, 3x), Alex Verdugo (2016) and Mike Trout (2011). This season, his walk rate of 12.5 percent is a career high while he is 
striking out at just 21.6 percent, a career low. His 15 doubles are tied for the league lead and his 23 extra-base hits also pace the 
league. 

DOUBLE-A DOUBL-A RON:
Aaron Zavala has been on fire at the plate for the Riders. After a dreadful start, batting just .077 (2-for-26) through 10 games, he is 
hitting .302 (39-for-129)/.413/.496/.909 over his last 36 games. He leads the Texas League in walks (37) and is fifth in OBP (.406) while 
leading the league in walk rate (18.8 percent). In his last 13 games, he is hitting .308 (16-for-52)/.357/.500/.857 with a double, three 
home runs and six RBIs.
