Round Rock RHP Gerson Garabito retired the first
seven batters he faced, including four strikeouts
through two innings. Sugar Land 2B Brice
Matthews got aboard with a two-out walk in the
fourth. Matthews stole second then scored ona C
Collin Price single through the right side. The single
brought an end to Garabito’s night and the Space
Cowboys led 1-0 after four. RF Quincy Hamilton led
off the eighth with a single then 1B Shay Whitcomb
got on with a walk. Price cleared the bases with a
double to left and tallied his second and third RBI
of the day as the Space Cowboys extended their
lead to 3-O which stood final.

HOUSER TAKES THE HILL

Round Rock RHP Adrian Houser will make his sixth
start for the Express in Game 1. Houser owns a
7.06 ERA (21.2 IP/17 ER) in six appearances and
five starts. He has given up 20 hits and nine walks
with a 1.34 WHIP. On April 27, he walked three and
allowed seven runs on three hits in 0.1 innings.

1B Blaine Crim had his contract selected by the
Rangers today. Crim is batting eighth tonight
against the Seattle Mariners. He has been on the
Express active roster since September 13, 2022.
Among players selected in the 2019 MLB Draft, he
has appeared in more MiLB games than any other
player (590).
