PLAYOFF PROWESS: Since the Midwest League reclassified to 
High-A in 2022, the Captains have made the playoffs in 3 of 4 
seasons, the most postseason appearances by a Midwest 
League East team during this span. The Cedar Rapids Kernels 
(also 3 times) in the Midwest League West are tied with Lake 
County for the most MWL playoff appearances since 2022. 

 
WINNING WAVES: With a 74-58 overall record in 2025, the 
Captains logged their 6th straight winning season. Lake County 
is 1 of just 3 Midwest League teams with a winning 
campaign in each season since 2019 (also Cedar Rapids 
and Great Lakes). 
 
HEY NOW, YOU’RE AN ALL-STAR: 3 Captains were named 2025 
Midwest League All-Stars: C Jacob Cozart, MLB Pipeline‘s No. 17 
Guardians prospect, OF Alfonsin Rosario, MLB Pipeline’s No. 12 
Guardians prospect, and LHP Josh Hartle, MLB Pipeline’s No. 24 
Guardians prospect. Hartle was also named the 2025 Midwest 
League Pitcher of the Year, becoming the just the 2nd Lake 
County pitcher to earn League Pitcher of the Year honors (also 
RHP Roberto Hernández, 2003 South Atlantic League Most 
Outstanding Pitcher). 
 
 

TRENDS & NOTABLES 
 
SANTOS STANDS ALONE: On Jan. 30, it was announced that 
Manager Omir Santos would return for his 3rd season as Lake 
County’s skipper. He is now the longest-tenured manager in 
Captains history, and 1 of just 2 to win a championship for Lake 
County (Ted Kubiak, 2010). With his 171st win with the Captains 
on June 8 at West Michigan, Santos became the winningest 
manager in Lake County franchise history. He surpassed 2003 
South Atlantic League Manager of the Year and former longtime 
Toronto Blue Jays First Base Coach Luis Rivera (2003-04; father of 
current Lake County Bench Coach Yan Rivera) for the most wins 
by a manager in Captains history. With 74 wins in 2025, Santos 
now has 216 victories in 3 seasons as Lake County’s skipper. 
 
A REUNION 13 YEARS IN THE MAKING: On Tuesday, July 8, RHP Tyler 
Naquin was promoted to Lake County from the ACL Guardians. Naquin, 
34, converted to pitcher after an 8-year MLB career as an outfielder 
from 2016-23. After not playing in 2024, he signed with the Cleveland 
Guardians as a Minor League free agent on March 6, 2025. In his 1st pro 
stint as a pitcher, Naquin made 13 relief appearances for the ACL 
Guardians this year, going 2-0 with a 5.14 ERA, 8 K to 11 BB, and a 
.170 opposing AVG in 14.0 IP. Cleveland originally drafted Naquin with 
the 15th overall pick in the 2012 MLB Draft out of Texas A&M. Soon after, 
he played for the Captains during the 2012 Midwest League Playoffs, 
batting .353 with 6 H, 5 R, 2 2B, 1 RBI, 1 SB, and a .921 OPS in 5 games. 
Naquin made 14 relief appearances for Lake County in 2025, logging 
12 K and a .190 opposing AVG in 16.2 IP. 

 
DEVERS SETS A RECORD: INF Jose Devers set a new Captains 
single-season record with 36 2B in 2025. The right-handed hitter 
broke Lake County’s previous record of 35 2B in a season, which was 
set by both INF Kevin Kouzmanoff (2004) and C Matt McBride 
(2007). Devers led High-A in 2B (36) and XBH (53, tied) this 
season, while leading the Midwest League with 197 TB. 
 
TUGBOAT’S TERRIFIC ENCORE: After finishing 2nd in MiLB in K 
(174), ERA (1.90), opposing AVG (.169), and WHIP (0.91) across 
Lake County and Single-A Lynchburg last year, LHP Matt Wilkinson 
was once again one of the Midwest League’s premier pitchers in 
2025. The portsider finished top-10 in the MWL in K (117, 3rd), GS 
(25, T-3rd), and IP (104.0, T-10th) this season. 
 
SPEEDY’S STRONG SEASON: OF Esteban González was one of 
the Midwest League’s most productive outfielders this season. The 
Maracaibo, Venezuela native ranked top-10 in the MWL in 2B (28, 
2nd), XBH (41, 6th), TB (172, 6th), SLG (.430, 8th), and H (109, T-8th), 
while also recording 9 outfield assists defensively. 
 

FAVORS’ FANTASTIC SEASON: LHP Caden Favors had an 
impressive campaign for the Captains in his 1st full professional 
season. The 2024 6th-round pick out of Wichita State ranked top-
10 in the MWL in W (8, T-2nd), opposing AVG (.233, 3rd), GS (25, T-
3rd), W% (.471, T-3rd), K (113, 4th), IP (108.0, 5th), ERA (4.08, 6th), 
and WHIP (1.36, 7th). 
 

47 
47 players suited up for the Captains during the 2025 season. This total 
was comprised of 27 pitchers and 20 position players. A pair of 
Lake County players, 1B/3B Maick Collado and C/INF Kevin Rivas, 
each logged a relief appearance as a pitcher as well.

The Captains were the only Midwest League team to feature at least 4 
pitchers with 100+ K in 2025. LHP Matt Wilkinson (117), LHP Caden 
Favors (113), LHP Jackson Humphries (102), MLB Pipeline’s No. 28 
Guardians prospect, and LHP Josh Hartle (100), MLB Pipeline’s No. 24 
Guardians prospect, each threw 100+ K for Lake County. 

The Captains were the only Midwest League team to feature at least 3 
hitters with 14+ HR in 2025. 1B/LF Ralphy Velazquez (17), MLB 
Pipeline’s No. 9 Guardians prospect, OF Alfonsin Rosario (16), MLB 
Pipeline’s No. 12 Guardians prospect, and OF Wuilfredo Antunez (14) 
each hit 14+ HR for Lake County.

BIO 
Mokoro (wears #43) enters her first season as Lake County’s Bat Dog, and first season 
with the Guardians organization. The 1-year-old Chocolate Labrador Retriever is owned 
and trained by Victoria Brody. Brody is a professional dog trainer who started Mission 
Empawthy (pronounced “EMPATHY”), LLC, a local dog training company which focuses 
on specializing in psychiatric service dogs for those whose disabilities aren’t always 
visible. Mokoro will retrieve bats and balls for the Captains alongside Brody at all 
Thursday home games and select additional games this season! 
 
Mokoro is named after a type of dugout canoe found in Botswana. These vessels, which 
usually carry 1-2 passengers, are commonly used to navigate the Okavango Delta for both 
transport and game viewing safaris. While mekoro (plural form of “mokoro”) used to 
primarily be made from Jackalberry, Mangosteen, and Sausage trees, they are now mainly 
made from fiberglass.

LAST TIME OUT: LHP Caden Favors (L, 0-1) made his professional postseason debut in Game 2 of the 2025 
Midwest League East Division Championship Series at West Michigan. The left-hander suffered the loss in an 
eventual 4-0 Captains road defeat back on Thursday, Sept. 11. Favors pitched 3.1 innings, allowing 4 runs on 6 
hits, while throwing 4 strikeouts to 3 walks in 75 pitches (43 strikes). All 4 of his runs allowed were in the 4th inning, 
courtesy of an RBI single and a 2-run double, as well as a bequeathed runner scoring on an RBI single permitted 
by Captains LHP Rafe Schlesinger. 
 
CAPTAIN OF THE WEEK: On Tuesday, July 8, Favors was named the 13th Captain of the Week, presented by 
Official League, for the 2025 season. The southpaw earned the win in his lone appearance vs. the Dayton 
Dragons on Saturday, July 5. The left-hander pitched 5 scoreless innings, allowing just 3 hits and 1 walk, while 
throwing a career-high 10 strikeouts in a career-high 84 pitches (55 strikes). This performance was his first 10-
strikeout game since March 8, 2024 for Wichita State versus Long Beach State, when he earned the win 
with 10 strikeouts across 7 scoreless innings. Favors became just the 2nd Midwest League pitcher this year to 
record a scoreless outing with at least 10 strikeouts and 1-or-fewer walks. He joined former Lansing Lugnuts LHP 
Gage Jump, MLB Pipeline’s No. 3 Athletics and No. 56 MLB prospect, who also achieved this feat back on April 
25 vs. Fort Wayne. Favors also recorded a 4-strikeout 2nd inning against Dayton, securing the first 4-
strikeout inning by a Lake County pitcher since RHP Reid Johnston on Aug. 19, 2023 in Game 2 of a 
doubleheader vs. Peoria. 
 
DRAFTED BY THE GUARDIANS: Favors was selected by the Guardians in the 6th round of the 2024 MLB Draft, 
and was the 5th of 16 pitchers drafted by Cleveland last year. 
 
PRO DEBUT IN 2024: Nearly a month after being drafted by the Guardians, Favors was assigned to Single-A 
Lynchburg on Aug. 12, 2024, and spent the rest of the season with the Hillcats. The southpaw made 4 
appearances (1 start) for Lynchburg, tallying a 3.09 ERA and 13 strikeouts to just 2 walks in a combined 11.2 
innings of work. Favors made 1 start for the Hillcats last year. On Aug. 28 at home versus the Carolina 
Mudcats (Single-A, MIL), he pitched 2.2 innings, allowing 4 hits, 3 earned runs, and 1 walk, while throwing 
4 strikeouts in a then-career-high 53 pitches (then-career-high 32 strikes). He ultimately recorded the loss in 
a 7-3 defeat. 
 
SUPERIOR SHOCKER: Favors had a remarkable senior season for Wichita State in 2024 as the team’s ace, 
earning 1st Team All-AAC and 2nd Team All-Region honors. In 17 appearances (16 starts), the left-hander went 9-4 
with a 3.21 ERA, 107 strikeouts, 20 walks, and 2 complete games in 106.2 innings of work, which ranked 7th in the 
nation. He also ranked 18th in the nation with a 5.35-to-1 strikeout-to-walk ratio, led the AAC with an 
average of 1.69 walks per 9 innings, and ranked 2nd in the AAC with 107 strikeouts, while being the only 
AAC pitcher with multiple complete games in 2024. Favors became the first Shockers pitcher with 100 
strikeouts in a season since 2011, and logged the most innings pitched in a season by a Wichita State 
pitcher since 2010. 
 
JUCO BEGINNINGS: Prior to his 3 seasons at Wichita State, Favors began his college career at Seminole State 
College (JUCO) in Seminole, Oklahoma. He made 13 appearances (5 starts) for the Trojans, going 2-3 with an 
8.62 ERA, 33 strikeouts, and 20 walks in 31.1 innings of work. Some notable MLB players to play for Seminole 
State are: 3-time All-Star closer, 2003 NL Cy Young Award winner, and 2007 World Series Champion Eric 
Gagné, 2012 NL Silver Slugger and Gold Glove Award winner Adam LaRoche, 2017 World Series 
Champion Evan Gattis, and José Tolentino, the father of 2022-23 Captain Milán Tolentino.  
  
HIGH SCHOOL SUCCESS: Favors had a strong high school career at Carl Albert HS (OK). The left-hander 
helped lead the Titans to a state runner-up finish as a junior in 2019, while serving as a varsity captain and 
earning Class 5A All-Star honors as a senior in 2020.

The southpaw pitched 2.2 
innings, allowing 3 runs (2 earned) on 3 hits, while throwing 4 strikeouts to 2 walks in 59 pitches (34 
strikes). Humphries’ 3 runs allowed were courtesy of a solo home run, a 2-out RBI single, and a fielding 
error by Captains 3B Juan Benjamin in the top of the 3rd inning. 
 
PRESEASON TOP 15 PROSPECT: Humphries is Cleveland’s No. 14 prospect (preseason ranking) 
according to Keith Law of The Athletic. Law on Humphries: “Humphries developed a stomach ailment 
early in the 2024 season and it affected him all year. He was 88-90 much of the season when he was more 
90-94 the year before and can be 92-95 at full strength. He comes from a high three-quarters slot with huge 
break and tilt on the slider, needing to work on his changeup and generally on getting to a consistent 
release point. He might be a breakout candidate for this year if he gets all his strength back.” 
 
TOP 30 PROSPECT: Humphries is MLB Pipeline’s No. 28 Guardians prospect. MLB Pipeline on 
Humphries: “When he's at full strength, Humphries shows the potential for three plus pitches. His fastball 
can operate at 92-95 mph and touch 97 with sink and run, and he can show a pair of high-spin breaking 
balls, an upper-70s curve with quality depth and a sharp low-80s slider. Even his fade low-80s changeup 
has the upside to become a solid offering.” 
 
CAPTAIN OF THE WEEK: On Tuesday, July 29, Humphries was named the 16th Captain of the Week, 
presented by Official League, for the 2025 season. The southpaw pitched a High-A-best 5.2 innings versus 
the Lansing Lugnuts on Saturday, July 26. Humphries did not record a decision, allowing just 1 run on 1 
hit, while throwing 5 strikeouts to just 2 walks in an eventual 5-2 Captains win. His performance included 
a perfect first 3 innings of work. 
 
WORK HORSE: In 2024 with Single-A Lynchburg, Humphries ranked T-2nd in the Carolina League with 23 
games started and finished 4th on the Hillcats in innings pitched with 79.0. His 97 strikeouts on the year 
were also tied for the team lead. 
 
JULY GUY: Last July, Humphries had his best month of professional baseball to date. Posting a 1.69 ERA 
during this span, Humphries allowed just 3 runs over 16.0 innings pitched. He was just 1 of 6 Carolina 
League pitchers to strike out 20+ batters in the month (min. 15 IP). His 1.06 WHIP during July was also 
good for 2nd on Lynchburg and 12th in the Carolina League for the month. 
 
FRESH START: In 2024 with Single-A Lynchburg, Humphries battled an illness he pitched through. 
Despite losing nearly 20 pounds of body weight, he was still effective, striking out 29.1% of batters faced. 
Humphries was just 1 of 12 starters in the Carolina League last year to boast a K/9 of 11 or higher 
(min. 78 IP). With a fastball set to be in the mid-90s, Humphries is eyeing a fully healthy year of continued 
production striking out batters. 
 
STATE CHAMP: A high school standout at Fuquay-Varina HS (NC), Humphries was a highly sought-after 
MLB Draft prospect following a state championship run in his junior season in 2021. That year, Humphries 
posted a perfect 5-0 record and a 1.46 ERA, and was the starter in the winner-take-all Game 3 of the 2021 
NCHSAA 4A State Championship. He went 4.2 innings, struck out 6, and allowed 1 run en route to a 12-1 
win over Reagan. His lone run allowed in the deciding State Championship Game was courtesy of a 
sacrifice fly by former Captains LHP Josh Hartle, which scored current Captains OF Tommy Hawke.

The southpaw pitched 3.2 innings, allowing just 1 unearned run on 2 hits, 
while throwing 5 strikeouts to 3 walks in 71 pitches (44 strikes). His lone run allowed was courtesy of a throwing error by 
Captains C Bennett Thompson in the top of the 1st inning. Kennedy, along with Captains Manager Omir Santos, was 
ejected from the game immediately after issuing a 2-out walk in the top of the 4th inning. 
 
CAPTAIN OF THE WEEK: On Monday, Aug. 11, Kennedy was named the 18th Captain of the Week, presented by 
Official League, for the 2025 season. The southpaw tied his High-A-best with 5.2 innings pitched in a road start 
against the Dayton Dragons on Saturday, Aug. 9. He did not record a decision, allowing just 1 run on 7 hits, while 
throwing 5 strikeouts to 3 walks in an eventual 2-1 Captains defeat. 
 
WELCOME BACK, KENNEDY: After being placed on the 7-day injured list on May 7 with R knee soreness, Kennedy 
was activated on Thursday, June 26. The southpaw made 2 rehab starts for the ACL Guardians on June 12 and 
June 19, permitting 7 hits, 7 runs (5 earned), and 6 walks to 4 strikeouts in 3 combined innings of work. 
 
FORMER TOP 20 PROSPECT: Earlier this season, Kennedy was the Guardians’ No. 20 prospect according to MLB 
Pipeline. MLB Pipeline on Kennedy: “Kennedy's fastball averaged just under 90 mph and peaked at 93 last season, 
though it was effective because he creates deception and carry with a flat approach angle. Hitters also can't sit on his 
heater because he has a pair of solid secondary pitches that elicit a lot of chases. His sweeping low-80s slider keeps left-
handers in check and his sinking low-80s changeup keeps right-handers at bay.” In his career with the Pirates 
organization, the left-hander compiled a 3.11 ERA, with a 158/44 K/BB ratio over 130.1 innings pitched. In 2024, 
Kennedy had just a 6% walk rate, which ranked 3rd among teenagers in MiLB (min. 80 IP). 
 
FORMER TOP 30 PROSPECT: Earlier this season, Kennedy was also the Guardians’ No. 27 prospect according to 
Baseball America. Baseball America on Kennedy: “…a deceptive low-slot release and shorter arm path have allowed 
the sturdily-built lefthander to elicit whiffs at the top of the zone with his heater and mostly stymie lower-level hitters… 
Kennedy throws plenty of strikes and repeats his delivery well.” 
 
WELCOME TO THE LAND: On Dec. 10, 2024, Kennedy was traded to the Cleveland Guardians from the Pittsburgh 
Pirates. He was traded to Cleveland along with former Captains LHP Josh Hartle and current Guardians RHP Luis Ortiz 
in exchange for INF Spencer Horwitz. 
 
ROOKIE BALL LEGEND: With the FCL Pirates in 2023, Kennedy was awarded FCL Pitcher of the Month for August and 
was named a Baseball America Rookie Leagues All-Star. In August, he had a 0.61 ERA in 14.2 innings pitched, holding 
opponents to just a .109 AVG. Kennedy threw back-to-back scoreless starts on 8/8 and 8/15, tallying 8.2 straight 
scoreless innings. Kennedy’s 0.61 ERA in August ranked 3rd in all of Rookie Ball (min. 14 IP), and his 6.00 K/BB 
ratio ranked 4th in all of professional baseball in the month of August. 
 
FIDGET SPINNERS: According to Baseball America‘s Tim Williams, Kennedy was bored in his house in Bradenton, 
Florida during 2024 Spring Training, so he decided to purchase fidget spinners from Amazon. He brought them to the 
clubhouse, and they were an immediate hit. As a result, the left-hander purchased a Pirates branded fidget spinner 
for each Single-A Bradenton pitcher. That season, Kennedy finished 5th on Bradenton in strikeouts (80), innings 
pitched (73), and games started (15, tied), proving the fidget spinners to be effective. 
 
THE FLYING HORSE: A two-way star in high school at Troy High School in Troy, New York, Kennedy was named New 
York’s 2021-22 Gatorade Player of the Year following an incredible senior season both at the plate and on the mound. 
The southpaw went a perfect 6-0 with a 0.60 ERA and 65 strikeouts in just 35 innings pitched for the Flying 
Horses during his senior season in 2022. He also batted .361 with two home runs and 12 RBI at the plate. During 
his junior year in 2021, Kennedy helped the Flying Horses win their first-ever Section II, Class A Championship. The left-
hander went a perfect 7-0 with a 0.32 ERA and 89 strikeouts in just 44 innings pitched, while recording a team-best .547 
batting average at the plate. In the final game of his high school career, Kennedy threw a no-hitter vs. Albany 
Academy, propelling Troy to the Section II, Class A Semifinals. As a hitter, he finished his high school career batting .437 
with 7 home runs.

20 appearances (5 starts) for the Hillcats this season, going 3-2 with 70 K to 16 BB, and 2 SV (3 SVO) in 59.2 IP. At the 
time of his promotion, Matson ranked top-5 in MiLB (min. 55.0 IP) in fewest R allowed (9, 1st), fewest ER allowed 
(8, T-1st), ERA (1.21, 2nd), and WHIP (0.84, 4th), while ranking top-10 in opposing AVG (.161, 8th). 
 
MONTHLY LYNCHBURG MILESTONES: During the month of June, Matson led the Carolina League with a .103 
opposing AVG in 20.2 IP, while also ranking top-5 in ERA (0.44, 2nd), WHIP (0.68, 2nd), and K (24, T-5th). The right-
hander also posted a 1.62 ERA in May (16.2 IP) and a 1.00 ERA in July (9.0 IP). 
 
CRIMSON CAREER: Matson pitched 3 seasons at Harvard, making 37 appearances (28 starts) for the Crimson. The 
right-hander went 9-11 with a 4.42 ERA, 185 K to 64 BB, and a .261 opp.

Matson was also a two-way player during his freshman season at Harvard in 2022, batting .167 (2-for-12) with 1 run, 1 
double, 2 RBI, 2 walks, and 1 stolen base. 
 
THE CRIMSON-CAPTAINS CONNECTION: Matson was college teammates with fellow Captains RHP Jay Driver in at 
Harvard in 2022 and 2023. Driver selected by the Guardians in 9th round of 2023 MLB Draft, and Matson was also 
selected by Cleveland in the 9th round of the MLB Draft the following year. 
 
SUPER SISTER: Matson’s older sister, Erin, has one of the most decorated athletic careers in NCAA history. At the 
University of North Carolina, she was a 5-time 1st Team All-American, 5-time ACC Offensive Player of the Year, 
and 4-time National Champion in field hockey. In 2021, Erin was ranked the #10 female athlete in ACC history by 
ACC Network, and ESPN has referred to her as the “Michael Jordan of field hockey.” Then, not even 2 months after 
her college graduation, she was hired as UNC Field Hockey’s Head Coach and won the 2023 National 
Championship in her 1st season at the helm at just 23 years old. “She was the hardest worker I’ve ever known, and 
it taught me what I needed to do to succeed at a high level,” Matson told Single-A Lynchburg Hillcats Broadcaster 
Jason Prill. “Her achievements have inspired me even more to reach for that next step and not settle. So, I think just 
overall, she’s shown me a path to follow, and I’ve learned a lot from her success and her mistakes, and she’s taught me 
what I need to do, and I still learn from her to this day.” 
 
MORE ATHLETIC FAMILY TIES: Matson’s father, Brian, played baseball at Delaware from 1990-92, and his mother, 
Jill, played softball at Yale from 1988-92.

Michigan Whitecaps in Game 2 of the 2025 Midwest League East Division Championship Series back on Thursday, Sept. 11. 
The southpaw pitched 4.1 scoreless innings of piggyback relief, allowing 3 hits and issuing a pro career-high 6 walks, while 
throwing 5 strikeouts in 78 pitches (41 strikes). This outing marked Schlesinger’s longest scoreless outing as a Captain. 
 
TOP 30 PROSPECT: Schlesinger is Baseball America’s No. 29 Guardians prospect. Baseball America on Schlesinger: 
“Schlesinger is a starter for now, but his struggles against righties will likely move him into a relief role eventually. He eats up 
lefties with an above-average fastball and slider that he sports with average control. He does have a fringe-average changeup as 
well, but his command of it and his fastball aren’t consistent enough to make righthanded hitters sweat.” Baseball America 
Scouting Grades (20-80 scale): Fastball = 55, Slider = 55, Changeup: 45, Control = 55 
 
HIGH-A DEBUT SAVE: Schlesinger earned his 1st career professional save in his High-A debut versus the Peoria Chiefs 
back on Tuesday, Aug. 12. The left-hander pitched 4 scoreless innings of piggyback relief, allowing just 1 hit and 3 walks, while 
throwing 4 strikeouts in 64 pitches (37 strikes). 
 
SCHLESINGER’S SINGLE-A SUCCESS: Schlesinger was promoted to Lake County from Single-A Lynchburg on Aug. 11. In 
his 1st full pro season, the left-hander made 20 appearances (16 starts) for the Hillcats this year, going 4-6 with a 3.33 ERA and 
88 K to 34 BB in 83.2 IP. At the time of his promotion, Schlesinger ranked T-5th in the Carolina League with 88 K and 11th with 
83.2 IP. Also, the southpaw’s 2 HR allowed were tied for the 3rd-fewest among Single-A pitchers with 80+ IP this year. 
 
A JOYOUS JUNE: During the month of June, Schlesinger recorded a 0.77 ERA in 5 appearances (4 starts). The southpaw 
allowed just 4 runs (2 earned) in 23.1 IP, throwing 21 K to 9 BB and holding opposing hitters to a .200 AVG. 
 
RAFE THE HURRICANE: Schlesinger pitched for 3 seasons at the University of Miami (FL). The left-hander went 9-6 with a 
5.01 ERA and 115 K to 52 BB in 118.2 IP. One of the best performances of his career was in the 2023 Coral Gables 
Regional vs. Texas, when he pitched a career-high 7 innings (since tied) of scoreless long relief and threw a career-high 
9 strikeouts (since tied) to no walks in a 4-1 defeat. After making 43 relief appearances for the Hurricanes during his first 2 
years, Schlesinger became a full-time starter as a junior in 2024, making 15 starts (5 quality starts) for Miami. He was also 
teammates with former Captain and current Cleveland Guardians 1B/OF C.J. Kayfus during the 2022 and 2023 seasons.  
 
INSPIRING OTHERS: Schlesinger was diagnosed with a tic disorder when he was in 2nd grade. According to Cleveland Clinic, 
“Tics are quick, repetitive movements or sounds that your body makes involuntarily… If your child has more severe or frequent 
tics, they may have a neurological condition that causes them to perform tics, called a tic disorder.” Despite this adversity, 
Schlesinger is using his baseball career to be an inspiration to others. “Whatever platform you’re at, you can use. I’ve 
already had a few kids reach out and tell me how my story has inspired them,” he told Josh White of MiamiHurricanes.com. 
“The way I look at it is I’m blessed enough to have a gift of a left arm that works pretty well on the baseball diamond,” 
Schlesinger also said. “In return, I have to have something that’s not so great. You have to look at the positive about it and not 
ask, why me.” 

 
IT'S NAH OR NEVA: Off the field, Schlesinger is the CEO of Nah Neva Apparel, a clothing brand established in 2024. About 
Nah Neva Apparel (from @nahnevaapparel on Instagram): “My name’s Rafe Schlesinger. At 12 years old, I was cut from a 
local travel baseball team. While it was a tough moment, I used it as motivation to fuel my determination and keep striving toward 
my ultimate goal: playing in the Big Leagues. I worked hard and earned a scholarship to the University of Miami, where I played 
three years before being selected in the 2024 MLB Draft. Getting drafted gave me a chance to pursue my dream clothing line, 
Nah Neva. A project I’ve been working on since high school, Nah Neva represents discipline and determination.”

LAST TIME OUT: LHP Matt Wilkinson (L, 0-1) suffered the loss in an eventual 7-2 Captains home defeat to the West Michigan Whitecaps in Game 1 
of the 2025 Midwest League East Division Championship Series back on Tuesday, Sept. 9. The southpaw pitched 4.1 innings, allowing 4 runs on 7 hits, 
while throwing 6 strikeouts to just 1 walk in 84 pitches (55 strikes). Wilkinson’s 4 runs allowed were courtesy of a pair of RBI singles in the top of the 1st 
inning, an RBI groundout in the top of the 2nd inning, and a 2-out RBI triple in the top of the 4th inning. 
 
FORMER TOP 30 PROSPECT: Earlier this season, Wilkinson was the No. 26 Guardians prospect according to Baseball America. Baseball America 
on Wilkinson: “He’s a functional mover on the mound despite his size and creates plenty of deception thanks to a low release height and crossfire 
landing. Wilkinson has a three-pitch mix that is uninspiring in a vacuum but effective in practice.” 
 
A HISTORIC 2024 CAMPAIGN: Across Lake County and Single-A Lynchburg, Wilkinson led qualified Minor League pitchers with 13.20 strikeouts per 
9 innings and a 37.6% strikeout rate. He also ranked 2nd in MiLB in: strikeouts (174), ERA (1.90), opposing AVG (.169), and WHIP (0.91). Wilkinson 
became the only MiLB pitcher with a 0.95-or-lower WHIP, 1.90-or-lower ERA, and at least 170 strikeouts in a season since at least 2005. 
 
2024 HONORS: Wilkinson was named to the 2024 All-MiLB Prospect Second Team and Baseball America Second Team Minor League All-Star Team. He was also 
named a 2024 Midwest League All-Star, as well as MLB Pipeline‘s 2024 Cleveland Guardians Pitching Prospect of the Year and the Canadian Baseball 
Network’s 2024 Wayne Norton Award winner (Top Canadian Minor League Pitcher – Affiliated). From his High-A debut on May 25 through the end of the regular 
season, Wilkinson led High-A in ERA (2.30) and opposing AVG (.174), while leading the Midwest League in strikeouts (103). He also finished 2nd in both the 
Midwest League and High-A in WHIP (0.98) during this span, going 5-5 in 16 regular season starts for Lake County. 
 
PLAYOFF HEROICS: Wilkinson made 2 starts for the Captains during the 2024 Midwest League Playoffs. The left-hander was the only pitcher to log double-digit 
innings (12.1) during the 2024 MWL Playoffs, while also leading in win percentage (1.000, 1-0), wins (1, tied), and games started (2, tied). Wilkinson saved one of the 
best performances of his career for last with Lake County’s season on the line in Game 2 of the 2024 MWL Championship Series vs. Wisconsin. The southpaw 
recorded the longest start of his professional career, pitching a career-high 6.2 innings in his first career postseason quality start. He allowed just two 
earned runs, and two walks, while throwing five strikeouts in a career-high 96 pitches (career-high 60 strikes). Wilkinson ultimately helped force a decisive Game 
3, which Lake County eventually won the following night to clinch the 2024 Midwest League Championship. 
 

ALL ABOARD THE “TUGBOAT”: Wilkinson has held the nickname “Tugboat” from a young age. His father’s best friend growing up, Phil McNeil, 
gave Matt the nickname, “after seeing Wilkinson run around the bases at a pace he thought was similar to that of the boat designed to tow larger 
vessels,” MLB.com’s Rob Terranova wrote. “I love it, I love being called Tugboat,” Wlikinson said to Terranova. “But I don’t want people to 
forget that I’m Matt Wilkinson, too.” 
 
THE INVISI-BALL: When Wilkinson trained at the Okotoks Dawgs Academy in Canada early in his career, a place where he still trains during the 
offseason, one of his coaches, Joe Sergent, took note of the left-hander’s unique delivery, particularly for his fastball. “He’s just got a certain run and 
life on his fastball that you don’t see in regular pitchers. There’s just another gear that comes out of his hand,” Sergent told Ian Wilson of 
AlbertaDugoutStories.com. “It’s just the way the ball comes out of his hand – we call it the ‘invisi-ball.’” 
 

PROMOTED TO THE CAPTAINS: Wilkinson was promoted to the Captains from Single-A Lynchburg on May 21, 2024. The portsider led MiLB with 
a 1.12 ERA and 71 K at the time of his promotion in 8 starts for the Hillcats, while ranking 2nd with a 0.77 WHIP and 7th with a .159 opposing 
AVG. 
 
A START FOR THE AGES: On April 25, 2024, Wilkinson made Minor League Baseball history in his start against the Myrtle Beach Pelicans (Single-A, 
CHC). The left-hander pitched 6 scoreless, hitless innings, allowing just 1 walk and throwing 15 strikeouts in 82 pitches (56 strikes). According to 
MiLB.com’s Jesús Cano, Wilkinson became the 5th MiLB pitcher since 2005 to record at least 15 strikeouts without allowing a hit. The MLB 
pitchers to do this are Hall-of-Famer Warren Spahn (1960), 1971 NL All-Star Don Wilson (1967), Hall-of-Famer Nolan Ryan (3 times), 3-time NL Cy 
Young Award winner Clayton Kershaw (2014, whom Wilkinson said was his favorite player at the 2015 Little League World Series), and 3-time Cy 
Young Award winner Max Scherzer (2015). 
 
PITCHER OF THE MONTH: Wilkinson was named the Carolina League Pitcher of the Month for the month of April 2024 as a member of the Single-A 
Lynchburg Hillcats. In 4 starts, he went 2-0 with a 0.44 ERA, a Minor League-best 41 strikeouts, and a Minor League-best .091 opposing AVG. 
Wilkinson also allowed just 6 hits and 6 walks in 20.2 innings of work. 
 
VALIANT VAQUERO: After initially committing to the University of Washington, Wilkinson pitched collegiately at Central Arizona College (JUCO), 
where he was the 2023 NJCAA Division I Pitcher of the Year, a 2023 NJCAA 1st Team All-American, the 2023 NJCAA Division I ABCA/Rawlings 
Pitcher of the Year, and the Arizona Community College Athletic Association Pitcher of the Year. In 2023, he went 10-2 with a 1.07 ERA, 136 
strikeouts, a 0.73 WHIP, and 2 complete games in 16 appearances (14 starts), and won the NJCAA Division I Baseball World Series in 2022. Following 
his 2023 campaign, Wilkinson eventually chose to forgo his commitment to Arizona State after being selected by the Guardians in the 10 th round of the 
2023 MLB Draft. 
 
LITTLE LEAGUE LEGEND: When he was 12 years old, Wilkinson had a remarkable performance at the 2015 Little League World Series as a member 
of Team Canada. On Aug. 21, 2015, in his only start of the tournament, he pitched 5 scoreless innings against Team Mexico, allowing just 2 
hits and throwing 16 strikeouts in a 1-0 defeat. “(The LLWS) was definitely a cool experience, it was like a dream come true,” Wilkinson told The 
Daily Sentinel’s James Burky. “It felt like more than a game for the first couple of weeks. Leading up to the tournament, you had to do ESPN interviews, 
all of those walkup things. I loved it because it was something that I wanted to do since I was eight.” 
 
MORE ON WILKINSON: Wilkinson grew up in Ladner, British Columbia, the same hometown as former longtime MLB LHP James Paxton. He has 2 
Australian Kelpie dogs, Reggie and Mookie, who are named after Baseball Hall-of-Famer Reggie Jackson and 8-time MLB All-Star Mookie Betts.

LAST TIME OUT: RHP Dylan DeLucia (W, 2-3) earned 2nd win of the season in an eventual 4-1 Captains victory at West 
Michigan back on Wednesday, June 4. The right-hander logged one of the best starts of his pro career, allowing just 1 hit and 3 
walks in 5 scoreless innings of work, throwing 8 strikeouts. This performance marked DeLucia’s 1st win since April 11 versus 
West Michigan, in which he pitched 4 innings of piggyback relief. 
 
MIDWEST LEAGUE RANKS: At the time of his promotion to the Double-A Akron RubberDucks, DeLucia ranked top-10 in the 
Midwest League in opposing AVG (.208, T-3rd), WHIP (1.17, 6th), strikeouts (54, 7th), and ERA (4.08, 10th). The right-hander also 
ranked top-15 in innings pitched (46.1, 14th). 
 
CAPTAIN OF THE WEEK, PART 2: DeLucia was named Captain of the Week, presented by Official League, on May 5, 
becoming the 1st Captain to receive multiple Captain of the Week awards since its inception last season. The 24-year-old recorded 
a pair of impressive starts at Lansing on April 29 and May 4, allowing just 2 hits and throwing 9 strikeouts across 8 combined 
scoreless innings of work. For the week of April 29 through May 4, DeLucia was 1 of just 4 qualified Midwest League 
pitchers to record a 0.00 ERA. The right-hander also ranked 2nd in the league in IP (8.0), opposing AVG (.077), and 
strikeouts (9, tied), while ranking 9th in WHIP (1.00). He was 1 of just 3 Midwest League pitchers to make 2 starts during 
this span. 
 
DeLUCIA DELIVERS IN THE PLAYOFFS: DeLucia was 1 of just 4 pitchers to make 2 starts during the 2024 Midwest League 
Playoffs. The right-hander pitched a combined 9 innings, allowing 9 hits, 4 runs (3 earned), and 2 walks, while throwing 10 
strikeouts, which ranked 2nd during the 2024 MWL Playoffs. This includes his start in the winner-take-all Game 3 of the 2024 
Midwest League Championship Series, in which he pitched 4.2 scoreless innings in Lake County’s eventual 9-4 
championship clinching win. 
 
CAPTAIN OF THE WEEK: DeLucia was named Captain of the Week, presented by Official League, on Aug. 26, 2024 for his 2 
strong starts at West Michigan. In his 2 starts against the Whitecaps on Aug. 20 and Aug. 25, he pitched 9.2 shutout innings, 
allowing 4 hits and a walk while striking out 8. DeLucia was 1 of 5 Minor League pitchers to make 2 scoreless starts during this 
span. In his 3 starts from Aug. 13 to Aug. 25, DeLucia recorded a 0.61 ERA, a .122 opposing AVG, and 17 strikeouts. 
 
RETURN FROM INJURY: After undergoing Tommy John surgery in June of 2023, DeLucia returned in 2024, making 2 starts for 
the ACL Guardians and 3 for Single-A Lynchburg. With the ACL Guardians, he made 2 scoreless starts and pitched 5 shutout 
innings, allowing 3 hits and striking out 3 in his first appearances since the 2022 College World Series at Ole Miss. From July 1 to 
July 21 with Lynchburg, he posted a 4.15 ERA (4 earned runs) while striking out 10 across 8.2 innings. In his 3 starts for the 
Hillcats, DeLucia threw 68.7% of his pitches for strikes. 
 
OMAHA LEGEND: DeLucia spent his 3rd and final season of college baseball with Ole Miss in 2022, where he led the Rebels to 
their first College World Series title and won CWS MOP. In the CWS, he pitched went 2-0 with a 0.53 ERA (1 earned run), 17 
strikeouts and no walks in 16.2 innings. On June 23 versus Arkansas – his last college start – he pitched a 9-inning, complete 
game shutout to send Ole Miss to the CWS Finals. DeLucia threw 100+ pitches in each of his last 4 starts in the Super 
Regionals and College World Series. There are 35 pitchers to win CWS Most Outstanding Player, including 2024 All-Star Game 
starting pitcher Paul Skenes (LSU, 2023), former Cleveland Guardian and Lake County Captain Adam Plutko (UCLA, 2013), 
current Athletics manager Mark Kotsay as a two-way player (Cal State Fullerton, 1995), and Baseball Hall-of-Famer Dave 
Winfield as a two-way player (Minnesota, 1973). 
 
HOTTY TODDY: In 2022 at Ole Miss, DeLucia was named a 3rd Team All-American by Baseball America, starting 12 of 21 games 
in Oxford, MS. The Port Orange, FL native ranked 2nd in the SEC in innings pitched (95.1), 2nd in strikeouts looking (33), 4th in in 
strikeouts (105), and 12th in ERA (3.68). In the Coral Gables Regional on June 4, he fanned a career-high 12 batters in a 7-4 win 
against Arizona. College Major: Multi-Disciplinary Studies. 
 
JUCO BANDIT: After spending the 2019 fall season at the College of Charleston, DeLucia pitched 2 seasons at Northwest 
Florida State College in Niceville, FL from 2020-21, where he was 1st Team All-Conference and 2nd Team All-State. In 23 career 
appearances and 18 starts, he was 15-2 with a 1.91 ERA, 163 strikeouts and 32 walks across 127 innings. In 2021, he led NJCAA 
Region 8 with 119 strikeouts and 9 wins. 2 notable NWF alumni are 11-year MLB pitcher and 2005 Lake County Captain Tony 
Sipp and 11-year MLB outfielder and former Cleveland Indian Jason Michaels.

LAST TIME OUT: RHP Yorman Gómez (W, 8-0) earned his 8th win of the season in an eventual 5-2 Captains 
road victory over the West Michigan Whitecaps back on Sunday, July 13. The right-hander pitched a season-high 
5.2 innings, allowing no runs on 3 hits, while throwing a season-high 4 walks to 3 strikeouts in 78 pitches (40 
strikes). Gómez’s 3 hits allowed were courtesy of back-to-back 2-out singles in the bottom of the 5th inning, and 
another single in the bottom of the 6th. 
 
MIDWEST LEAGUE RANKS: At the time of his promotion, Gómez ranks top-3 in the Midwest League in win 
percentage (1.000, 1st), wins (8, T-1st), opposing AVG (.201, 2nd), WHIP (1.11, 2nd), strikeouts (83, T-2nd), and 
ERA (2.84, 3rd), while ranking top-10 in innings pitched (76.0, 6th). 
 
AWAY ACE: Gómez has been arguably the Midwest League’s best pitcher on the road this season. In 11 away 
appearances (5 starts), the right-hander leads qualified MWL pitchers in road wins (6), ERA (1.39), innings 
pitched (51.2), WHIP (0.89), and opposing AVG (.170), while ranking 2nd in the league in away strikeouts (50). 
 
STARTING SPARK: Gómez has excelled as a starting pitcher this season. In 6 starts this year, the right-
hander has gone 4-0 with a 1.50 ERA, 33 strikeouts, and just 10 walks in 30.0 innings pitched. 
 
BULLPEN BOOST: Gómez has also fared well as a relief pitcher this year. In 11 relief appearances this 
season, the right-hander has gone 4-0 with a 3.72 ERA, 50 strikeouts to 19 walks, and a .201 opposing 
AVG in 46.0 innings pitched. 
 
CAPTAIN OF THE WEEK: On May 13, Gómez was named the Captain of the Week, presented by Official 
League, for the week of May 6-11. Back on May 8, in his lone appearance during Lake County’s series versus 
Quad Cities, the right-hander earned a 4-inning save in a 9-1 Captains win. The Coro, Venezuela native allowed 
just 2 hits, 1 earned run, and 1 walk, while throwing a season-high 7 strikeouts. 
 
IN THE SYSTEM: Gómez’s 296 strikeouts with Single-A Lynchburg and Lake County since 2023 are the 7th-most 
in the Cleveland Player Development System. Additionally, his 23 wins rank T-3rd among Guardians Minor 
Leaguers during this span, while his 300.1 IP rank 6th. 
 
SEVENTH HEAVEN: On Aug. 22, 2024 at West Michigan, in his High-A road debut, Gómez pitched a pro career-
high 7 innings in an eventual 7-1 Lake County victory. The right-hander earned his 1st career High-A win, allowing 
just 3 hits, 1 earned run, and 2 walks, while throwing 5 strikeouts in 92 pitches (61 strikes). This performance is 
Gómez’s lone career High-A quality start to date. 
 
PROMOTED TO LAKE COUNTY: Gómez was assigned to Lake County from Single-A Lynchburg on Aug. 12, 
2024, and was 1 of 4 Hillcats promoted to Lake County that day. He was the 7th Lynchburg Hillcat to earn a 
promotion to Lake County in 2024. 
 
KING OF THE HILL: In 46 appearances (42 starts) across 2023 and 2024 with Single-A Lynchburg, Gómez 
struck out 196 batters, the most by a Hillcats pitcher since RHP Mitch Brown struck out 229 and LHP Luis Lugo 
struck out 232 in 2015-16. 
 
CAROLINA IN MY MIND: At the time of his promotion to Lake County in 2024, Gómez ranked top-10 in the 
Carolina League in: innings pitched (104.0, 1st), starts (20, 2nd), opposing AVG (.231, 4th), wins (7, T-4th), strikeouts 
(96, T-5th), and WHIP (1.25, 6th). 
 
CORO, VENEZUELA NATIVE: Gómez hails from Coro, Venezuela, the 2nd-oldest city in Venezuela (next to 
Cumaná) founded on July 26, 1527 by Spanish army officer Juan de Ampíes. He joins Wuilfredo Antunez (Rio 
Tucaní, VZ), Jaison Chourio (Maracaibo, VZ), and Esteban González (Maracaibo, VZ) as 1 of 4 current 
Captains to hail from Venezuela. The lone Major Leaguer from Coro, Venezuela is César Gutiérrez, who 
played parts of 2 seasons with San Francisco and parts of 3 seasons with Detroit from 1969-71. Gutiérrez is 1 of 
2 players in MLB history to record 7 hits without making an out in a doubleheader, doing so against 
Cleveland in 1970.

LAST TIME OUT: LHP Josh Hartle (W, 10-2) earned his 10th win of the season in an eventual 3-2 Captains home victory over the Peoria 
Chiefs back on Saturday, Aug. 16. The left-hander pitched 6 scoreless innings, allowing just 1 hit and 3 walks, while throwing 4 strikeouts in 
79 pitches (46 strikes). Hartle’s lone hit allowed was courtesy of a broken-bat infield single in the top of the 3rd inning. Hartle did not allow 
an earned run over his final 6 starts as a Captain, going 5-0 with 28 K to 11 BB, a .117 opposing AVG, and a 0.74 WHIP in 31.0 IP. 
 
MIDWEST LEAGUE RANKS: At the time of his promotion, Hartle led the Midwest League in ERA (2.35), wins (10), opposing AVG 
(.195), WHIP (1.05), and win percentage (.833). He also ranked top-10 in the MWL in games started (22, T-3rd), IP (103.1, T-4th), and K 
(100, 6th). 
 
PREVENTING THE LONG BALL: During his Captains tenure, Hartle has surrendered just 2 home runs in 103.1 innings pitched this 
season. At the time of his promotion, the left-hander’s 2 home runs allowed were tied for the 4th-fewest among MiLB pitchers with 
100+ innings pitched this year. 
 
SHAKE AND BAKE: During his Lake County tenure, Hartle tallied 10 wins, 100 K, and a .195 opposing AVG. At the time of his 
promotion, the southpaw was 1 of just 2 MiLB pitchers this season with 10+ wins, 100+ K, and an opposing AVG below .200 (also 
former Captains and current Double-A Akron RHP Yorman Gómez). 
 
DOUBLE-DIGITS IN DAYTON: Hartle threw a career-high 10 strikeouts in an eventual 10-5 road win over the Dayton Dragons back on 
Tuesday, July 1. This performance marked the left-hander’s first 10-strikeout game since June 11, 2023 for Wake Forest versus 
Alabama, when threw 11 strikeouts and earned the win in an eventual 22-5 Demon Deacons victory. He became the 1st Captains 
pitcher with 10+ K in a game since current Cleveland Guardians LHP Parker Messick, who threw 11 K in Game 1 of a road doubleheader 
against the Beloit Sky Carp back on June 6, 2024. 
 
TOP 30 PROSPECT: Hartle is a Top 30 Guardians prospect by both MLB Pipeline (No. 24) and Baseball America (No. 27). MLB Pipeline 
on Hartle: “At his best, Hartle exhibits advanced feel for a plus slider, solid cutter and average fastball and changeup.” Baseball America 
on Hartle: “Hartle is an interesting project for Cleveland’s savvy pitching development machine. If his velocity bounces back, he has the 
strike-throwing acumen and polish to move quickly and profile as a back-of-the-rotation starter.” 
 
CAPTAIN OF THE WEEK: Hartle was named the second 2025 Captain of the Week, presented by Official League on April 21. Across 2 
starts on April 15 and April 20 at Fort Wayne, the left-hander allowed just 1 unearned run and throwing 11 K to just 2 BB in 8 combined 
innings of work. For the week of April 15-20, Hartle was the only Midwest League pitcher to throw double-digit strikeouts, and 1 of 
just 2 to make 2 starts. 
 
EARLY CAPTAINS TIES: Hartle was college, high school, and travel ball teammates with Captains OF Tommy Hawke. The pair led 
Reagan High School (Pfafftown, NC) to the 2021 NCHSAA 4A State Championship Series, where the Raiders fell to the Fuquay-Varina 
(Fuquay-Varina, NC) Bengals. In Game 3 of the series, Fuquay-Varina LHP Jackson Humphries (now Captains teammates with both 
Hartle and Hawke) earned the win on the mound in a 12-1 Reagan defeat, in which the Raiders’ lone run of the game was courtesy of 
a Hartle sacrifice fly against Humphries in the bottom of the fifth inning, which scored Hawke. 
 
READY TO LEARN GUARDS BALL: On Dec. 10, 2024, Hartle was traded to the Cleveland Guardians from the Pittsburgh Pirates. He was 
traded to Cleveland along with fellow Captains LHP Michael Kennedy and current Guardians RHP Luis Ortiz in exchange for INF Spencer 
Horwitz. 
 
DEMON DEACON: A 3rd-round pick in 2024, Hartle was a highly touted prospect coming out of Wake Forest, one of the country’s premier 
Division I baseball programs. The 2023 Golden Spikes Award Semifinalist enjoyed a stellar career in Winston-Salem, earning First 
Team All-ACC honors in 2023, and 2024 Preseason First Team All-American honors by D1 Baseball and Perfect Game. In 4 years as 
a starter, Hartle racked up 24 wins across 246.2 IP. He also struck out 275 batters in his career, including a 140-strikeout season in 2023 
that ranked 5th in the nation and 2nd in program history. Hartle was teammates at Wake Forest with Captains OF Tommy Hawke, 
Cincinnati Reds RHPs Chase Burns and Rhett Lowder (MLB Pipeline’s No. 2 Reds and No. 63 MLB prospect), and Athletics 1B 
Nick Kurtz. 
 
GATORADE PLAYER OF THE YEAR: Following a dominant senior year in 2021 at Reagan High School (Pfafftown, NC), Hartle was 
named the North Carolina Gatorade Player of the Year. In his time at Reagan, he helped lead them to a North Carolina 4A State 
Championship title. Due to his high school success, he was rated the No. 25 recruit in the country for the Class of 2021 by Perfect 
Game. In North Carolina, he was rated the No. 1 LHP in his class. Before deciding to attend Wake Forest, coming out of high school, Hartle 
was listed as the 34th-best prospect in the 2021 MLB Draft according to Baseball America.  
 
STARS AND STRIPES: From 2017-19, Hartle spent time as a member of the USA Baseball National Team Development Program. In 2018, 
he appeared in all nine games at the WBSC U-15 Baseball World Cup in David, Panama splitting time between 1B, DH, and P. In the Gold 
Medal Game vs. Panama, Hartle registered 2 RBI at the plate in a 7-1 Team USA win. He finished the tournament 2nd on the team in both

LAST TIME OUT: In his final outing of the 2023 season, RHP Reid Johnston (ND) made his 7th 
consecutive relief appearance in a home game on Sept. 10 versus the Lansing Lugnuts. The right-
hander pitched a perfect 7th inning of relief, throwing 2 strikeouts in just 9 pitches (all strikes). 
Johnston did not pitch in 2024 due to a right lumbar spine disk injury. 
 
BACK-TO-BACK INJURIES: Johnston was placed on the full-season injured list on March 19. In 
addition to missing the 2025 season, the 26-year-old also missed the entire 2024 campaign with a R 
lumbar spine disk injury. Johnston has not pitched in a professional game since Sept. 10, 2023, 
when he pitched for the Captains versus the Lansing Lugnuts. 
 
A HISTORIC INNING: On August 19, 2023, in Game 2 of a doubleheader versus Peoria, Johnston 
made Captains history in his 1st inning of relief. The right-hander threw 4 strikeouts in the bottom of 
the 5th inning, recording the first 4-strikeout inning from a Lake County pitcher since LHP Eli 
Lingos on Aug. 25, 2019 versus Dayton (also bottom of the 5th inning). 
 
2023 WITH THE CAPTAINS: Johnston spent the entire 2023 season with Lake County. He led the 
Captains in strikeouts (101) and wins (7), while ranking 2nd on the team in innings pitched (91.2) and 
holding opposing hitters to a .216 AVG. 
 
LYNCHBURG LINCHPIN: In 2022, Johnston pitched 112.0 innings for the Single-A Lynchburg 
Hillcats, which ranked 2nd on the team to current Triple-A Columbus Clippers LHP Will Dion, who 
was named the 2022 Carolina League Pitcher of the Year. Johnston also threw 122 strikeouts that 
season, which ranked 2nd on the team to Dion as well. 
 
WOLFPACK WONDER: Johnston played 4 seasons of college baseball at North Carolina State. In 
2018, he was named both a Collegiate Baseball Freshman All-American and a NCBWA Freshman 
All-American, while also being named to the ACC All-Freshman Team. On March 30, 2019, 
Johnston became the 1st NC State pitcher since LHP Carlos Rodón in June of 2013 to throw a 
complete game shutout. In 2021, Johnston was named to both the All-ACC 3rd Team and All-ACC

CAPTAINS TO THE MAINLAND 
 

7 former Lake County Captains made their MLB debut during the 2025 season. 
 

OF Chase DeLauter: On Tuesday, Sept. 30, OF Chase DeLauter was assigned to the Cleveland Guardians’ AL Wild Card Series roster. He made 

his MLB debut the following day on Wednesday, Oct. 1 in Game 2 of Cleveland’s AL Wild Card Series versus the Detroit Tigers. DeLauter became 

the 6th player in MLB history to make their Major League debut in the postseason, and the 1st to do so since 2020. The 2022 1st-round pick 

out of James Madison batted 7th and started in CF for Cleveland, going 0-for-2 with a walk and an outfield assist in a 6-1 Guardians win. DeLauter 

played 42 games for the Captains in 2023, leading High-A with a .366 AVG and 18 2B during this span. He also ranked top-10 in the Midwest 

League in OPS (.952, 2nd), SLG (.549, 3rd), OBP (.403, 5th), and hits (60, T-8th) during his 42 games with Lake County. 

 

OF Petey Halpin: On Saturday, Sept. 20, OF Petey Halpin was promoted to the Cleveland Guardians, making his MLB debut on the same day in 

Game 2 of a road doubleheader against the Minnesota Twins. The 2020 3rd-round pick out of St. Francis HS (CA) batted 8th and started in CF for 

Cleveland, going 1-for-3 with 2 runs scored and a walk in an 8-0 Guardians win. Halpin played 105 regular season games for the Captains in 2022, 

and was the only player in the Midwest League with 100+ hits, 15+ SB, and a .700+ OPS that season. He also started in CF for all 6 of Lake 

County’s postseason games during the 2022 Midwest League Playoffs, recording 6 hits, 3 runs scored, 1 RBI, and 3 walks. 

 

OF George Valera: On Monday, Sept. 1, OF George Valera was promoted to the Cleveland Guardians, making his MLB debut on the same day in 

a road game against the Boston Red Sox. The 2017 international free agent signee out of San Pedro de Macoris, Dominican Republic batted 7th 

and started at DH for Cleveland, going 0-for-1 with a run scored and a walk in a 6-4 defeat. Valera played 69 regular season games for the 

Cpatains across 2019 (6 games) and 2021 (63 games), ranking top-10 in the High-A Central in walks (55, T-6th) and home runs (16, T-9th) in 

2021. The left-handed hitter also played 3 postseason games for the Captains during the 2019 Midwest League Playoffs, batting .308 (4-for-13) 

with 2 doubles, 1 RBI, 1 walk, 1 intentional walk, and an .819 OPS. 

 

LHP Parker Messick: On Wednesday, Aug. 20, LHP Parker Messick was promoted to the Cleveland Guardians, making his MLB debut on the 

same day in a road game against the Arizona Diamondbacks. The 2022 2nd-round pick out of Florida State logged a quality start, but did not record 

a decision in a 3-2 defeat. Messick pitched 6.2 innings, allowing just 1 run on 7 hits, while 6 strikeouts to just 1 walk in 83 pitches (56 strikes). The 

southpaw became the 1st Cleveland pitcher with 6.2+ innings pitched, 1-or-fewer walks, and 6+ strikeouts in their MLB debut. Messick 

made 26 appearances (24 starts) during his Captains tenure across the 2023 and 2024 seasons, leading High-A with 155 strikeouts during this 

span. 

 

1B/LF C.J. Kayfus: On Saturday, Aug. 2, 1B/LF C.J. Kayfus was promoted to the Cleveland Guardians, making his MLB debut on the same day 

in a home game versus the Minnesota Twins. The 2023 3rd-round pick out of Miami (FL) batted 8th and started in RF for Cleveland, going 0-for-4 

with an RBI groundout in his 1st career MLB at-bat in a 5-4 Guardians win. Kayfus played 40 games for the Captains in 2024, leading the 

Midwest League in OPS (1.015), SLG (.578), and AVG (.338, tied) during his Lake County tenure. The left-handed hitter also ranked top-5 in 

the Midwest League in OBP (.437), TB (89, 4th), RBI (37, 5th), and XBH (21, T-5th), while hitting 7 HR. 

 

RHP Nic Enright: On Saturday, May 24, RHP Nic Enright was promoted to the Cleveland Guardians. He made his MLB debut on Sunday, May 25 

at Comerica Park against the Detroit Tigers, just under 2 ½ years after being diagnosed with Hodgkin’s Lymphoma. The 2019 20th-round pick 

out of Virginia Tech pitched 2 scoreless innings, allowing 2 hits and throwing 3 strikeouts on 36 pitches (25 strikes), as Cleveland lost 5-0. Enright 

made 11 appearances for the Captains in 2021, going 1-0 with a 1.47 ERA, a 32/3 K/BB ratio, a .179 opposing AVG, and a 0.82 WHIP in 18.1 IP. 

During his tenure with Lake County (May 7-June 24, 2021), the right-hander ranked top-five among Midwest League pitchers (min. 18 IP) 

in fewest runs allowed (3, T-1st), fewest HR allowed (0, T-1st), fewest earned runs allowed (3, T-3rd), saves (3, T-3rd), fewest walks (3, T-3rd), 

WHIP (4th), ERA (5th), and K/BB ratio (10.67, 5th).
