SERIES LEADERS: After Thursday’s 1-0 win, the FredNats are on top of this topsy-turvy six-game series with the Fayetteville Woodpeckers,
the Single-A affiliate of the Houston Astros. All three games in this series have been decided by one run, with Fayettevile taking game one
9-8 and the FredNats have won two straight, 4-3 and 1-0. The two straight wins for the FredNats mark the first time the team has won
consecutive road games since the middle of April, when they won three straight against the Woodpeckers. After a rainout yesterday, the
FredNats hand the baseball to their Opening Day starter Bryan Polanco (3-4, 4.47), who looks to bounce back after two troubling starts.

ABOUT LAST GAME: The FredNats pitched their fourth shutout of the season Thursday, with Brayan Romero, Pablo Aldonis, Ryan Minckler
and Merrick Baldo combining to stifle the Woodpeckers in a 1-0 win. Fredericksburg scored the game’s only run in an 0-2 count with two
outs in the top of the ninth inning, when Nick Peo?les rifled a 115 mph line drive over the wall'in right-center field for a solo home run,
his fourth of the season. It was the hardest hit ball of the year for the FredNats. Fredericksburﬁ pitching allowed just four hits and the
Woodpeckers didn't have a baserunner reach scoring position after the second inning, thanks in farge part to Kevin Bazzell who threw out
three would-be base stealers at second.

CLOSE ISTHE ONLY WAY: To start June, the FredNats have pIaKed 10 straight games decided by two runs or fewer, including three one-run
Eames to begin this series. In total, well over half of Fredericksburg’s games this season have been decided by two or fewer runs and the
redNats have played 24 one-run games with an 11-13 record.

BULLPEN RESURGENCE: The FredNat bullpen is back to its best form as the top group in all of Minor League Baseball. In the month of
June, the group leads all 120 full-season MiLB teams with a 1.08 ERA. In 23 innings last week against Delmarva, the bullpen allowed
just two earned runs on five total hits with 27 strikeouts. This week, the group has allowed six hits and just two runs in 13.2 IP. It hasn't
allowed a run since its first inning of the week on Tuesday. Fredericksburg is 20-1 this season when leading after seven innings, and 16-1
when leading after eight.

HE'S BEEN UNHITTABLE: FredNat closer Robert (ranz extended his Carolina League lead with his sixth save in Wednesday’s game, and
last week, he became the first reliever in the league this year to earn three saves in one series. Cranz currently has a 17.1 inning scoreless
streak, which is the second longest active streak in the Carolina League behind Jack Young from Kannapolis. Cranz has not allowed a run
since April 26, which is 14 appearances, and in that time frame, he has 27 strikeouts and only six walks.

DON'T EVEN TRY IT: The FredNat catching duo of Kevin Bazzell and Nate Rombach has been prolific at throwing out potential base stealers
this season. Bazzell leads all MiLB catchers with 28 caught stealings and owns the best (5% of all MiLB catchers who have played at least
300 innings this year, throwing out 40% of would-be base stealers. Rombach has 19 caught stealings himself, a top-10 mark in Single-A,
and is throwing out 34% of potential base stealers this year.

2024 CHAMPIONS: The 2024 Frederickshurg Nationals won the franchise’s sixth total Carolina League championship last September,
defeating the Kannapolis Cannon Ballers two games to one to capture the crown. It was the franchise’s first since moving to Fredericksburg
in 2020, and the first since the Potomac Nationals won the Carolina League in 2014.

NEW OWNERSHIP: On Monday, June 9, it was announced that the Silber family sold the majority stake in the Fredericksburg Nationals to
Diamond Baseball Holdings (DBH), becoming the 44th MiLB team DBH has purchased since its founding in 2021. The FredNats will remain
the Nationals’Single-A affiliate in the Carolina League. Seth Silber has kept a minority ownership stake and will take on the President/CEQ
role overseeing day-to-day operations moving forward, and DBH has retained the entire front office staff.

THE STAFF: After Jake Lowerﬁ/’s third season as Manager of the FredNats ended in a Carolina League championship in 2024, the FredNats
welcome Billy McMillon as the third Manager in Fredericksburg franchise history. McMillon, 53, has spent the last three seasons in the
Nationals organization as the Development Coach for Triple-A Rochester. He also played parts of six seasons in the Major Leagues with
(Oakland, Detroit, Philadelphia and Florida. He’s joined on the staff by returning Pitching Coach Justin Lord, returning Hitting Coach
Mike Habas, Development Coach Luis Ordaz, returning Athletic Trainer Jacob Meyer, Strength & Conditioning Coach Mike Reiskind, and
Performance Analyst Samantha Unger.

A LASTING LEGACY: The Fredericksburg Nationals adopt the franchise history of their predecessors in the Carolina League dating back to
1978...the Alexandria Dukes (1978, 1980-83) and Alexandria Mariners (1979) played at Four Mile Run Park in Alexandria, Virginia...the
Prince William Pirates (1984-1986), Prince William Yankees (1987-1988), Prince William Cannons (1989-1998), Potomac Cannons (1999-
2004) and Potomac Nationals (2005-2019) played at G. Richard Pfitzner Stadium in WoodbridPe, Virginia...the franchise has won six
(arolina Lea?ue chamr)ionships, as the Dukes in 1982, as the Yankees in 1989, and as the Nationals in 2008, 2010 and 2014. The franchise
won its first eague fitle as the Fredericksburg Nationals in 2024.

McMillon, 53, joined WashinFton in 2022 and has spent the last three seasons as the Development Coach
for Triple-A Rochester. McMillon played parts of six Major League seasons with four different organizations,
including the Oakland Athletics (2001-04), Detroit Tigers (2000-01), Philadelphia Phillies (1997), and Florida
Marlins ?1996-97). The former Clemson Tiger was a three-time International League All-Star and the 1996
IL Rookie of the Year with Charlotte, earning him induction into the IL Hall of Fame in 2019 and Charlotte’s
Round Table of Honor in 2022. McMillon was initially selected in the eighth round of the 1993 MLB Draft
by Florida. He replaces Jake Lower?/, who manaﬁed the FredNats the last three seasons, culminating in a
championship last year. Lowery will manage High-A Wilmington in 2025.

Prior to joining Washington, McMillon coached in the Boston Red Sox organization for over a decade. He
managed the Worcester Red Sox (Triple-A) in their inaugural season in 2027 after managing Boston's former
Triple-A affiliate Pawtucket in 2019. He was set to lead the PawSox again in 2020 before the cancellation
of the MiLB season. Prior to managing at the Triple-A level, McMillon was the Minor League Outfield and
Baserunning Coordinator for Boston from 2016-18 after managing for six seasons in the organization with
Double-A Portland (2014-15), High-A Salem (2012-13), and Single-A Greenville (2010-1T). His coaching
career began in 2008 when he was Greenville’s Hitting Coach.
