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RIDERS NEARLY STEAL WIN FROM MISSIONS, FALL LATE:

The Frisco RoughRiders homered twice, but lost 7-6 in a back-and-forth late-innings affair to the San Antonio Missions Friday night at
Riders Field. Frisco (21-21) got early offense off the bat of John Taylor, who ripped a solo home run off of San Antonio (17-26) starter
Victor Lizarraga in the first inning for a 1-0 lead. After Winston Santos pitched scoreless innings in the first and second, the Riders
righty surrendered single runs in the third, fourth and fifth. Albert Fabian drove in two of the runs. Down 3-1 into the seventh inning,
the RoughRiders drew four walks against Andrew Moore, the final one by Taylor driving in a run to draw the deficit to 3-2. Then, Keith
Jones Il pounded a two-RBI single to give Frisco a 4-3 lead before Sadrac Franco (3-2) closed the inning out. San Antonio did not sit
on its hands, however, scoring three times in response in the top of the eighth inning, punctuated by a two-run single from Carson
Tucker off of Ricardo Velez (3-2). Then, in the ninth, Francisco Acuna homered off of Austin Roberts to give San Antonio the lead, 7-4.
The Riders went down swinging in the ninth, as Corey Joyce torched a two-run homer to bring the deficit to one run, but Keyber
Rodriguez struck out against Andrew Dalquist, who recorded the save, his first of the season.

THE BUFFALO HAS ARRIVED:
Arturo Disla, nicknamed “The Buffalo’, has been amazing since joining the RoughRiders last week. He has hit safely in 7 of his
8 games, he is hitting .387 (12-for-31)/.486/.710/1.196 with 2 doubles, 1 triple, 2 home runs and 10 RBIs. His 2-run, go-ahead

triple in the 9th on Saturday was the first triple of his career. In his first 30 games of the season with High-A Hub City, Disla hit
.314/.434/.559/.993 with 6 homers and 21 RBIs.

THIS IS OUR TOWNSEND:

Blake Townsend has been great over his last 2 starts for the Riders. In Midland, he went 7.1 innings, becoming just the second
RoughRider starting pitcher to record an out in the eighth inning since 2018, joining Nick Krauth who did so in 2023. It was the
longest start of any Double-A pitcher this year and tied for the 4th-longest start in Minor League Baseball. Over his last two starts, the
first two quality starts of his career, he was allowed just 1 run over 13.1 innings (0.68 ERA).

COREY’S IN THE HOUSE:
Riders infielder Corey Joyce continues to impress on the offensive side this year for the Riders. After being signed as a MiLB free
agent on April 8th, he joined the Riders on April 14th. In 25 total games, he is hitting .313 (30-for-96)/.380/.625/1.005 with 6 doubles,

8 home runs and 24 RBIs. With Double-A Knoxville in the Cubs organization last year, he hit just 2 home runs in 92 games with a
.272/.393/.347/.740 slashline.

KEYBRRRRR, IT’S COLD IN HERE:

Frisco infielder Keyber Rodriguez has been one of the best hitters in the Texas League this season. He is now hitting
.309/.341/.497/.838 this year and is batting .326 (28-for-86)/.368/.512/.880 in his last 20 games. His 7 3-hit games this year lead
Double-A. He is T4th in the league in batting average (.309), 2nd in hits (51), T-1st in doubles (12), 5th in extra-base hits (19) and 4th
in total bases (82). While he is slugging .497 this year, his previous state-side career high was .385 in 2021 with Low-A Down East.

GET RICH OR DIE DREILING:

RoughRiders outfielder Dylan Dreiling has been hitting well recently. The No. 10 prospect is 5th in the Texas League in batting
average (.309), 6th in OBP (.413), 7th in OPS (.901). Over his last 14 games, he is hitting .346 (18-for-52)/.478/.635/1.113 with 3 double,
4 home runs, 10 RBIs, 14 walks and 11 strikeouts.

GIMME THAT OFFENSE EARLY AND OFTEN:

The RoughRiders have been swinging the bat well in their last 24 games, going 13-11. During the stretch, they have scored 162
runs, second in the league (6.8 R/G), slashing .272/.374/.459/.833 with 34 home runs. Frisco’s 43 runs in the first inning this year are
tied for 3rd in the minors, hitting .327 (56-for-171) in the first with 9 home runs. They have scored in the first inning in 19 games and
have scored multiple runs in the first inning in 12 games this season. When scoring 7 or fewer runs, the Riders are 8-20 (including a
combined 2-9 record when scoring 6 or 7 runs) and 13-1 when scoring 8 or more. Frisco is also 8-13 in 1 or 2-run games.

YOU WANT THE HITS, WE GOT UM:

Through 42 games the RoughRiders are 1st in the Texas League with 393 hits. They are first in the
league in batting average (.273) and 1st in runs (269, 6.5 runs per game). The RoughRiders have not
led the Texas League in batting average since 2014. Frisco has scored 8 or more runs in 34 percent of
their games (14-of-42). The Riders are 2nd in the Texas League in homers (59) while they are 1st in
SLG (.457) and 1st in OPS (.824). Their OPS is 40 points higher than 2nd place (Arkansas, .784). The
difference between Frisco and Arkansas in 1st and 2nd is the same between 2nd and 7th (Midland,
.724). For perspective, the Wind Surge led the league last year with a.780 team OPS.

Comer returns to Double-A Frisco in 2026 after managing at the High-A level over the last three seasons. The native of Mansfield, Texas will
enter his 10th season with the Rangers and his second in Frisco.

St. Clair joins the Riders as the pitching coach after leading a Hub City staff that finished third in the SAL with a 3.50 ERA in 2025. St. Clair also
will serve as the assistant pitching coordinator in the Rangers farm system in 2026.

Initially, St. Clair came to the Rangers as a coach in the Dominican Summer League in 2022 before serving as a pitching coach for the ACL
Rangers from 2022-23. Before professional baseball, he spent two and a half years as pitching coach and recruiting coordinator at North
Carolina Wesleyan College.

The right-hander pitched three professional seasons in the St. Louis Cardinals system from 2017-19 after he was picked in the 24th round of
the 2017 June draft, making 88 outings for the organization’s Rookie and Single-A affiliates.

with coaching responsibilities for a portion of the 2008 season and continued when he accepted the role of hitting coach for the Arizona
" Rangers before the 2009 campaign.

Hart played professionally for parts of eight seasons from 1998-2006, with stints in the Oakland, Texas and Minnesota organizations. He made
his Major League debut with the Rangers in 2002, when he batted .267 (4-for-15) with three doubles over a span of 10 games. He missed the
2004 campaign following the removal of a benign brain tumor, but returned to the field in 2005 and hit 21 home runs in 128 games with
Frisco.

Originally drafted by Oakland in the fifth round of the 1998 draft, Hart was acquired by Texas in a January 2002 trade with the Athletics. He
attended Southwest Missouri State University, where he paced the conference in homersin 1997 and was named a Missouri Valley Conference
All-Star in 1998.
