Last Game Recap...Mavis Graves threw five scorless innings while Avery Owusu-Asiedu homered and Jersey Shore topped
Brooklyn 4-1 on Friday night at Maimonides Park...Owusu-Asiedu and Bryan Rincon both had two hits while Rincon added four
stolen bases for the BlueClaws...Cristhian Tortosa struck out eight over three innings of relief (one run) and Andrew Baker threw
a scoreless ninth for his sixth save.

State of the Teams...The BlueClaws (3-1 this week) are 15-9 since opening the second half 2-7...They are 9-3 since the break,
going 6-2 on their last homestand, including 2-0 against Hudson Valley and 4-2 against Wilmington...Brooklyn entered the week
having dropped five of six last week against Greensboro and are 3-10 overall since the break.

AOA on a ROLL...Avery Owusu-Asiedu hit his second BlueClaws home run in the win on Friday night...Owusu-Asiedu is now 23-70
with four doubles and two home runs since the beginning of July...Owusu-Asiedu already has eight multi-hit games with Jersey
Shore since joining on June 24™...Further, he has twice scored four times in a game, the only BlueClaw to do so this year,
including July 27" against Wilmington (the club record is five by Alan Schoenberger in 2010)...A 9" round pick in 2023 from
Southern Illinois, Owusu-Asiedu began the year with Clearwater where he was hitting .268 with five home runs and 16 stolen
bases...He hit nine home runs with the Threshers last year.

Throwing Blanks...Since the All-Star Break ended on July 18" (12 games over which the BlueClaws are 9-3), the BlueClaws have a
team ERA of just 2.88 (33 ER in 103 innings) including a starting pitcher ERA of 2.45 in that stretch (15 ER in 55 innings)...Of the 33 earned runs the BlueClaws have allowed since July 18", 11
(all earned) came in one game, an 11-1 loss to Wilmington on July 23",

Shake and Bake...Andrew Baker entered July with one career save, a 2023 save with Reading...Since the start of July, he has six saves to tie Saul Teran for the team lead...Since the start of
July, he has allowed three runs in 11.1 innings with 12 strikeouts and three walks (all three runs came in Aberdeen on July 12, a three-run home run by Thomas Sosa)...Baker has saves in
each of his last five appearances (5 innings, 0 hits, 1 walks, 4 strikeouts).

The Deadline — Tait Traded...With Eduardo Tait’s trade to Minnesota, this is the fifth straight season the BlueClaws have had a player traded as part of a deadline deal. 2025 — Eduardo Tait
to Minnesota (Jhoan Duran)...2024 — George Klassen to the Angels (Carlos Estevez) and William Bergolla to the White Sox (Tanner Banks)...2023 — Hao-Yu Lee to Detroit (Michael
Lorenzen)...2022 — Ben Brown to the Cubs (David Robertson), Brown had been promoted to Reading one day before the trade but his last appearance was with the BlueClaws...2021 — Tyler
Burch to Baltimore (Freddy Galvis) and Kevin Gowdy to Texas (Kyle Gibson).

Fitting in Just Fine...Aroon Escobar drove in the game winning runs with a 2-run single in the 7" inning on Wednesday, breaking a 3-3 tie to give the BlueClaws a 5-3 win...He had his second
2-hit game with the BlueClaws on Tuesday and is 15-66, 8 RBIs with Jersey Shore...He drove in three runs in the win on July 18" against Hudson Valley...Escobar is the #4 prospect in the
Phillies system per MLB Pipeline, and joined the BlueClaws from Clearwater on July 8"...Escobar was hitting .285 with 11 home runs, 42 RBIs, and 10 stolen bases with the Threshers...At the
time of his promotion, Escobar was 6th in the FSL in average, T1st (with teammate Eduardo Tait) in home runs, 5th in RBIs, 1st in hits (78), and 1st in runs (52). Hit .360 with five home runs
and a 1.088 OPS in April, winning Phillies Minor League Player of the Month.

Zach Attack...Zach Arnold had three hits and a career-high three stolen bases (giving him six on the season) in the win on Wednesday...Arnold had two home runs last season and hit two
home runs on Sunday in the win over Wilmington, giving him a career-best eight on the year...Eight of his 12 career home runs have come in 2025...Six of his eight home runs this season
have come since the beginning of June...Arnold is 5-16 with five runs scored and two home runs in his last four games.

Run Run Rincon...Bryan Rincon has 37 stolen bases on the season, a career-best (27 in 2023)...Rincon’s 37 are the most by a BlueClaw since they became a High-A affiliate in 2021, after
Johan Rojas’ 33 from 2022...Emaarion Boyd and Justin Crawford each stole 27 bases last year...With his four stolen bases on August 1* at Brooklyn, Rincon became the first BlueClaw to steal
four bases in a game since Troy Schrefler on 4/8/24 at Brooklyn and is just the second BlueClaw to do so in the High-A era (2021-present).

Aloha Means Goodbye...Devin Saltiban homered on both July 23 and 24™, his first two since returning...He had been on the IL since May 8", was activated on July 18" (7-32, 2B, 2 HRs, 4
RBIs since return)...He hit 17 home runs with Clearwater Ist year...Saltiban was 8-17 with a home run in his first four May games before his injury...He has played centerfield since returning,
the position he played most in high school but hadn’t played as a professional until his rehab assignment with the FCL Phillies...The 20 year old from Hilo, Hawaii was the Phillies 3" round
pick in 2023.

Ware ‘em Out...Since May 9", Bryson Ware is 46-161 (.286) with seven of his eight home runs and 12 doubles...Between Opening Day and May 8™, he was hitting .107 with one extra base
hit, a triple...Ware has started games this year at 1B, 2B, 3B, SS, LF, and RF...He was an 8" round pick from Auburn in 2023.

Lights Out Saul...Saul Teran (1-2-3 ninth inning to earn his sixth save on Wednesday at Brooklyn) is back with the BlueClaws after spending the July 4" weekend with Double-A Somerset...He
has allowed three runs in 12.2 innings with Jersey Shore, adding 12 strikeouts and his six saves lead the team...He gave up two earned runs in 18 innings, adding 31 strikeouts and three
walks with Clearwater before originally joining the BlueClaws on June 2™...Teran, 23, signed with the Phillies in 2021.

Extra, Extra...Extra innings? No problem! The BlueClaws are 6-0 in extra innings this season after their win on July 4" at Wilmington...They are one of only two teams in Minor League
Baseball without a loss in extra innings this year — Fort Wayne (1-0) is the other..Durham was 7-0 but lost in 10 on 7/5 at Norfolk...Albuquerque was 4-0 and lost on 7/11 at Round Rock.

Save Index...Andrew Baker got his sixth save since the start of July on August 1*, and seventh of his career (August of 2023 with Reading was the other)...He had two saves last week against
Wilmington...Saul Teran earned his sixth save on July 30" (his first save with the BlueClaws since July 2™)...Teran and Baker are both halfway to becoming the first BlueClaw since Zach
Warren and Addison Russ in 2018 to reach double-digits...Paxton Thompson earned the save June 25" at Brooklyn, his third of the season and first since May 25%"...Jaydenn Estanistata
(promoted to Reading) picked up his fourth save, and eighth of his career, with a scoreless inning in game one on June 7" at Bowling Green...Tommy McCollum (promoted to Reading on
5/1), has three.

Balk This Way...The BlueClaws balked (Erubiel Armenta) on July 26%, their MiLB-leading 37" of the year (one more than Asheville)...They are in balking distance of the 48 set by Lynchburg in
2023, the most in minors since at least 2005...Jersey Shore has balked in nine runs this year, tied with Asheville for the most in the minors... The BlueClaws had a club record five balks on 5/9
vs Aberdeen, and four each on 6/27 and 6/29 at Brooklyn...This year, only three teams have issued at least four balks in a game, the BlueClaws three times, and Aberdeen on 5/1 at Brooklyn
(4)...The BlueClaws single-season record was 20 (last year).
