Snapped at Eight...Devin Saltiban went 0-4 on Friday, snapping his hitting streak at eight games but had three hits on Saturday (8-25 on the trip)...On April 9™,
he tripled in the first inning and singled home the winning run in the bottom of the 11" inning for his second multi-hit game of the year... Saltiban returns to
ShoreTown Ballpark where he spent the 2025 season...The #21 prospect in the system was a 3 round pick of the Phillies from Hilo High School in Hawaii in
the 2023 draft...The youngest player on the BlueClaws Opening Day roster in 2025, Saltiban is also the youngest player on the Opening Day roster in 2026,
having just turned 21 on Valentine’s Day.
