Austin Gordon (L, 1-6) allowed three runs
over 2.0-plus innings, while Lucas Knowles impressed
in his Rocket City debut, tossing 4.0 innings of relief
with four strikeouts. Raudi Rodriguez reached base
twice to extend his on-base streak to 10 of his last
1 games, while Jake Munroe recorded a hit for the
fourth straight game since joining the club.

LET'S GET A LITTLE BIT RAUDI: Through 67 games,
Raudi Rodriguez is the only Double-A player with
70+ hits, 55+ runs, 35+ RBIs, 45+ walks, 20+ stolen
bases, and a .00+ OBP. He has three home runs in
his last seven games, including a pair on June 19 vs.
Montgomery, and currently has reached base safely
in 10 of his last 11 games, batting .385 (15-for-39)
with four home runs, two doubles, seven RBIs, nine
walks, and eight runs scored.
