TODAY'S GAME / OPPOSING STARTER: Altoona continues their series with Akron, the only engagement
they have in the First Half with the ‘Ducks.

Righty Justin Campbell takes the ball for Akron tonight. Campbell has had a hellacious run with injuries
since he was drafted 37th overall by the Guardians in 2022 out of Oklahoma State. Campbell made his pro
debut this year after three years in the training room, and gone 1-2 with a 2.51 ERA in 13 starts between
Lake County and Akron. While at OK. State, he was a teammate with several players who ended up in pro
ball including INF Roc Riggio, OF Zach Ehrhard, RHP Nolan McLean, and OF Carson Benge.

REINFORCEMENTS: Altoona welcomed back infielders Jack Brannigan and Jesus Castillo from the injured
list on Tuesday, June 16 along with C Derek Berg from Triple-A Indianapolis, and on Friday June 19 wel-
comed back OF Lonnie White Jr. from the IL.

LONNIE GANG: Prior to his injured list stint, OF Lonnie White Jr. batted .317 with a 1.025 OPS (3 2B, 1 3B,
2 HR and 8 RBI) in an 11-game stretch.

DUCE IS GETTING LOOSE: After recording just 10 extra-base hits in April (4 in 19G) and May (6 in 27G),
infielder Duce Gourson has 4 extra-base hits (4 2B, 2 HR) already in 13G this month.

NEW YORK CITY'S OWN: First baseman Callan Moss is 2nd in the Eastern League with 19 doubles this
season, the most by a Pirates minor leaguer. Moss is batting .300 this month and ranks 1st in the East-
ern League in 2B (7). He recorded a career-high 4 hits in a rain-shortened with for the Curve on June 14
against Chesapeake.

WHEATIES: Lefty Connor Wietgrefe has turned a corner for the Curve in the month of June, allowing just
1 earned run in 16.0 IP in 3 outings this month. He's 2-0 with a 0.56 ERA in his last 3 outings with 7 H, 4
BB and 21 K, holding opponents to a 0.69 WHIP and a .130 BAA. He ranks 2nd in the EL in strikeouts and
WHIP this month.

THE TRACKS TO PITTSBURGH RIDE THROUGH ALTOONA: With righty Antwone Kelly making his major
league debut with the Pirates on June 12, the Curve have 10 alumni who have made their debut this sea-
son. The most in a season in franchise history is 15, set in 2023.

PUPPIES: Among the 20 position players that have suited up for the Curve, 11 have made their Double-A
debut this season. Two players, Carlos Caro and Shalin Polanco did so last Wednesday, June 10, Caro
walked 3 times and scored 2 runs in the 10-3 win. Ironically, only 3 pitchers (21 total) who have thrown for|
the team this year have made their level debut, though LHP Connor Oliver added his name to the list on
Friday night when he tossed 4.2 IP and allowed just 1 earned run against Chesapeake.

ITS OUTTA HERE: The Curve have 16 games this season in which they've hit at least two home runs, they
matched a season-high with 4 homers on June 4 at New Hampshire. The Curve have hit 66 home runs in
66 games, they're on pace to hit 138 homers which would be the most in a season since 2023 when the
club hit 122 round trippers. Altoona’s franchise record of 143 homers in a season was set in 2022. 15 dif-
ferent players have hit a home run this season, 2nd-most by an Eastern League club.
