LAST TIME OUT: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies fell to the Bowie Baysox, 5-1, on Saturday
afternoon at Mirabito Stadium. It marked the Ponies' fourth-straight loss, their longest
losing streak of the season. Bowie has claimed the series victory. Tyler Stuart took the
loss, while allowing three runs over a season-high seven innings with nine strikeouts.
Matt Rudick hit an RBI double and Kevin Parada hit a double.

JOANDERFUL: Mets No. 28 prospect RHP Joander Suarez is slated to make the start for
Binghamton this afternoon. Here is how Suarez currently ranks among qualified Eastern
League pitchers: 1stin WHIP (0.86), 3rd in BAA (.171), 7th in ERA (2.17), and T-11th in

IP (37.1). The 24-year-old retired 11 of the 12 batters he faced in 3.2 scoreless innings
with five strikeouts and earned the first save of his career out of the bullpen on Tuesday
against Bowie. Suarez has allowed two runs or fewer in six of his seven appearances this
season. He has tossed at least five innings in five of his seven outings and has recorded at
least five strikeouts in four of his seven appearances. Suarez allowed just one run over six
innings and earned the win in his last start at Portland on May 8.

LOW SCORING SERIES: The first three games of this series between Binghamton and Bowie
were decided in shutout fashion and the largest margin of victory of any game in this
series was four runs (Bowie won 5-1) on Saturday. Binghamton's offense has struggled,
scoring two runs on Tuesday, getting shut out on Wednesday and Thursday, scoring two
runs on Friday, and scoring one run on Saturday. The Ponies have been held to two runs
or fewer and have scored a combined five runs in each of the first five games (45 innings)
in this series against Bowie. Binghamton has only led Bowie for seven innings this series.

RIDING WITH RHYLAN: Mets No. 30 prospect outfielder Rhylan Thomas picked up two hits
on Saturday and recorded his eighth multi-hit game of the season. Thomas currently
ranks fourth in the Eastern League with a .315 batting average. Since coming off the
injured list on May 6, Thomas is hitting .343 (12-for-35), with a .361 on-base percentage,
four runs batted in, five runs scored, and two doubles in nine games.

BURNS BABY BURNS: Infielder Collin Burns has had a great series for the Baysox. Burns
went 2-for-3 with two runs batted in on an RBI double and RBI single on Saturday. In

four games this series, Burns is hitting .500 (7-for-14), with a double, a homer, and a
series-high five runs batted in. Burns has driven in the same amount of runs that Bing-
hamton has scored this week. The 23-year-old was drafted by the Baltimore Orioles in the
sixth round of the 2021 MLB Draft out of Tulane.

THE BOWIE BAYSOX ROSTER: The Bowie Baysox current roster features nine of the Baltimore
Orioles top 30 prospects, per MLB Pipeline: #2 Samuel Basallo (#14 OVR), #7 Dylan
Beavers, #10 Seth Johnson, #12 Jud Fabian, #14 Max Wagner, #16 Trace Bright, #23
John Rhodes, #24 Alex Pham and #27 Frederick Bencosme. MLB Pipeline ranked the
Baltimore Orioles as the No. 1 farm system in all of baseball for the sixth-straight ranking,
dating back to the midseason ranking in 2021. Here's how the rest of the top 5 shaped
out: #2 Chicago Cubs, #3 Milwaukee Brewers, #4 San Diego Padres, and #5 Detroit Tigers.

COMING UP: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies will open up a six-game series against the
Reading Fightin Phils at FirstEnergy Stadium in Baseballtown on Tuesday morning at 11
a.m. Binghamton dominated the Fightins in Reading last season, going 10-2. Binghamton
and Reading squared off at Mirabito Stadium from April 16-21 this season and split the
series, 3-3.
