TWO FOR 2: Jeferson Quero has recorded back-to-back multi-hit games after
finishing the series opener in Norfolk 2-for-4 with a pair of RBI and a walk. The
Brewers' no. 2-rated prospect also got his first multi-RBI game in Triple-A and has
reached base safely in each of his first five games with Nashville. Quero is hitting
.333 (6-for-18) through his first five games with the Sounds in 2025 and has three
RBI, three walks, and three strikeouts.

JUST LIKE HE DREW IT UP: Making his Sounds debut after being claimed on
waivers on Sunday, Drew Avans turned in a multi-hit game and went 2-for-5 with
a double and RBI in the leadoff spot for Nashville on Tuesday night. In 48 games
with Triple-A Las Vegas this year, Avans was hitting .328 with 13 XBH and 34 RBI.

NINE FOR THE GUY: Raynel Delgado extended his current hitting streak to nine
games after finishing 1-for-3 with a run and walk on Tuesday. Delgado is the third
different player this season to have a 9+ game hitting streak, joining Anthony
Seigler (2x), and Eddie Rosario. Seigler posted the longest hitting streak of the
season for Nashville with a hit in 16 straight games from May 2-28. During his
nine-game hitting streak, Delgado is hitting .333 (12-for-36) with a pair of doubles,
six RBI, and five runs scored. It's the longest active hitting streak on the team
after Seigler saw his nine-game streak come to an end in Wednesday's loss.

SHUTOUT CITY: The Sounds earned their eighth and ninth shutouts of the season
with the doubleheader sweep of the Stripers last Saturday night. Six of the nine
shutouts have come in doubleheaders and the Sounds have started four of the five
doubleheaders they have played this year with a shutout win. The Sounds have
two more shutout wins than any other Triple-A team.
