Jacksonville Jumbo Shrimp (0-2) vs. Rochester Red Wings (2-0)

RED WINGS' FOUR-RUN FIFTH KNOCKS OFF SHRIMP
Rochester scored four runs in the fifth inning on Saturday 
to allow the Red Wings to best the Jacksonville Jumbo 
Shrimp 6-3 from VyStar Ballpark. The game was scoreless 
until Nathan Martorella's RBI double in the fourth inning. 
However, the Red Wings plated four runs in the fifth to 
grab the lead. Rochester scored once in the seventh and 
once in the ninth to go up 6-1. In the ninth, Jesús Bastidas 
notched an RBI two-bagger and Matthew Etzel added an 
RBI double, but the Jumbo Shrimp could get no closer in 
their 6-3 defeat.

IT'S NOT HOW YOU START
Jacksonville is 0-2 to start a season for the just the third 
time (2018, 2022) in the Jumbo Shrimp era (2017-present). 
Two big Rochester innings have been the main culprit to 
the Jumbo Shrimp's winless start; after yielding at least four 
runs in an inning only one time throughout the entirety of 
the 2025 campaign, Jacksonville has done so twice through 
two games of 2026. No Jacksonville club has began a season 
0-3 since at least 2005.

WE ARE THE CHAMPIONS
Thanks to Jacob Berry's walk-off home run, Jacksonville 
bested Las Vegas 8-7 in the 2025 Triple-A National 
Championship. To reach the Triple-A National Championship 
game, the Jumbo Shrimp beat the Scranton/Wilkes-Barre 
RailRiders 2-1 in the best-of-three International League 
Championship Series. The victory in the ILCS sealed the first 
title of the Jumbo Shrimp era (2017-present) and Northeast 
Florida's first International League crown since the 1968 
Jacksonville Suns won the Governors' Cup. In between, 
these two Triple-A titles, Jacksonville claimed six Double-A 
Southern League titles.

DEFENSE AGAINST THE DARK ARTS
While the Jumbo Shrimp made 126 errors in 2025, sixth-
most in Triple-A, Jacksonville's rangy defense helped 
the club yield the fewest hits and second-fewest runs at 
the level this season. The Jumbo Shrimp led Triple-A in 
defensive efficiency, which simply measures how many 
batted balls put into play that are turned into outs, at .715, 
meaning they turned 71.5 percent of balls put in play into 
outs. 

MEN OF STEAL
In 2024, the Jumbo Shrimp mustered only 86 stolen bases, 
29th in Triple-A and 119th out of the 120 MiLB teams. 
Jacksonville was not much better in the 2023 (124 steals, 
20th in Triple-A) nor 2022 (114, 23rd in Triple-A) campaigns. 
In 2025, the Jumbo Shrimp swiped a franchise-record 
305 bags, second-most in Triple-A and sixth-best in MiLB. 
Jacksonville, which had not finished in the top five at their 
level in stolen bases since at least 2005, had more games 
with multiple stolen bases (84) in 2025 than games with 
either one steal (32) or no steals (34) combined.

FORMULA ONE
With a 29-14 (.674) record in one-run games in 2025, 
Jacksonville tied with Indianapolis for the most one-run 
victories in all of Minor League Baseball. The 29 one-run 
triumphs were the most for a Jacksonville club since 2014, 
when the Jacksonville Suns went 35-17 (.673) in one-run 
triumphs. In 2025, the Jumbo Shrimp went 58-34 (.630) 
in games decided by three runs or fewer, meaning 65.2 
percent of their 89 victories came by those slim margins.

RECORDS ARE MADE TO BE BROKEN
Jacksonville set franchise-records in 2025 in stolen bases 
(305) and pitching strikeouts (1,344). The club also neared 
a pair of other records; The Jumbo Shrimp used a whopping 
90 players last season, matching the club record set in 
2024. Of those 90 players, 49 were pitchers, just two away 
from tying another club record set in 2024. Jacksonville 
logged 35 different starting pitchers, smashing the previous 
record of 28 set in 2024. At VyStar Ballpark, the club's 44 
home victories in 2025 were their most at home since 2010 
(also 44), while their 45 road triumphs were their most in 
recorded club history (since at least 2005).

SHRIMP BITES
Jacksonville is trying to salvage its season-opening three-
game series with Sunday's contest against Rochester from 
VyStar Ballpark. The Jumbo Shrimp were swept just once 
in 2025, in a six-game set at Durham from April 29 through 
May 4... The Jumbo Shrimp are just 4-for-22 (.182) with 
runners in scoring position through the first two games of 
the season. In comparison, the Red Wings are hitting 9-for-
31 (.290) with runners in scoring position.

ABOUT BRAXTON
 

-The Miami Marlins’ first-round pick in 2016, Garrett made his professional debut in 
2017 but lasted just four starts until an injured elbow forced him to undergo Tommy 
John Surgery. Garrett went under the knife on June 20, 2017 and missed the rest of 
the 2017 campaign, as well as the entirety of the 2018 season. While rehabbing, 
however, he roomed with fellow Marlins prospect Jordan Holloway, who had 
underwent Tommy John Surgery just five days before Garrett did so.

-Garrett underwent a second Tommy John Surgery on December 16, 2024, causing 
him to miss the entirety of the 2025 season. He has not pitched in a major league 
game since June 17, 2024, though he did pitch in three minor league games in 
September of that season.

-Garrett made his major league debut for the Marlins in game two of a doubleheader 
on September 13, 2020 against the Philadelphia Phillies. He ceded just one run on 
three hits in five innings, striking out six against two walks.

-Garrett began his high school career at Foley High School in Alabama. However, 
he moved to Florence when his father, Steve, became the Florence Falcons’ head 
baseball coach.

-Under the tutelage of his father, Garrett was named Alabama’s Mr. Baseball as a 
junior and the state’s Gatorade Player of the Year and a first team USA Today All-
American as a senior, when he posted a 0.53 ERA with 131 strikeouts in 65.1 innings.

-Garrett did not pitch while rehabbing from Tommy John Surgery.

2024 SEASON
 

-Opponents showed reverse splits in the major leagues against Garrett. Right-
handed hitters batted .254/.285/.407/.692 against him in 120 plate appearances.
