MORISSETTE, SHRIMP WALK OFF ON TIDES AGAIN
Cody Morissette collected his second straight walk-off hit to 
cap Sunday's contest with a 6-5 victory over Norfolk. Heston 
Kjerstad opened the scoring with a solo homer in the third. 
Jacksonville responded in the fourth with a three-run shot 
by Ethan O'Donnell and a solo bomb by Bennett Hostetler. 
An error scored a Jumbo Shrimp run in the sixth, and the 
5-1 score held into the ninth. However, the Tides plated four 
runs in the top of the ninth to tie the score. In the bottom of 
the ninth, though, Morissette smacked a walk-off single to 
win it for Jacksonville.

THE CHICKS DIG IT
Jacksonville homered just two times in the seven games 
from May 2-9 - the fewest total of any Triple-A team. The 
Jumbo Shrimp have now gone deep in 13 consecutive 
games since that point, the longest such streak in the IL so 
far this season. During this stretch, Jacksonville has bopped 
29 long balls, the most of any team in Triple-A. Thus, 29 of 
the Jumbo Shrimp's 125 hits, or 23.2 percent, have been 
home runs. Fifty of their hits during this stretch, or 40.0 
percent have gone for extra bases.

GOOD MORNING, GOOD AFTERNOON, GOODNIGHT!
Jacksonville's pitching staff has recorded a whopping 552 
strikeouts through 51 games, a rate of 10.8 per game. The 
Jumbo Shrimp have 56 more punchouts than Norfolk, the 
team that ranks second in Triple-A. Thus, the Tides' 496 
strikeouts are as close to 15th-place Sugar Land (440) as 
they are to Jacksonville in first. In addition to the swings 
and misses, the Jumbo Shrimp have also shown an ability to 
limit hard contact; their 87.3 average exit velocity against is 
the best such figure in Triple-A.

BERRY BLAST
Jacob Berry struggled over the 2025 season's first 33 games, 
going just 13-for-103 (.126/.229/.223/.452) at the plate with 
35 strikeouts in 119 PA (29.4 percent). The Queens Creek, 
Ariz., has been excellent since that point. Over his last 130 
Triple-A games, Berry is batting .308/.402/.446/.848, cutting 
his strikeout rate to 14.2 percent with just 74 over 520 PA. 
This season, Berry ranks sixth in the IL in OBP (.429), tied for 
eighth in steals (15), tied for 12th in 2B (11), 17th in average 
(.309) and tied for 18th in walks (29).

MEN OF STEAL
The 2025 Jumbo Shrimp swiped 305 bases, blowing past 
the previous club record of 192 set by the 1979 Jacksonville 
Suns. The 2026 Jumbo Shrimp got off to a slower start in 
the steals department, with their 29 stolen bases through 
the season's first 24 games placing in a tie for 13th place in 
Triple-A. Since that point, however, has been a completely 
different story; Jacksonville's 64 steals are far and away the 
most in Triple-A since April 24. Second-place Syracuse's 45 
steals are as close to 21st place as they are to the Jumbo 
Shrimp in first place. Moreover, Jacksonville's 86.5 percent 
success rate is sixth-best in Triple-A during this stretch.

APRIL SHOWERS BRING MAY FLOWERS
The Jumbo Shrimp lost for the eighth time in 11 games 
on April 30 at Durham, dropping the club a season-high 
6.0 games out of first place in the International League. 
Since then, however, Jacksonville has rattled off 15 wins in 
the last 21 games, winning three of their last four series' 
in the process and slicing their deficit in the standings 
to just 1.5 games. Over these last 21 games, the Shrimp 
have outscored their opponents 138-98 (+40). The club is 
collectively hitting .270/.352/.466/.818 while holding their 
opponents to a .229/.329/.387/.716 line. Jacksonville has 
out-hit their opponents 199-156 over these last 21 games.

ON THE OFFENSIVE
Heading into play on April 22, Jacksonville had scored at 
least five runs in a contest just three times in 22 affairs, 
ranking last in Triple-A in runs (68, 3.1 per game) and each 
slash line category (.186/.296/.282/.578). The Jumbo 
Shrimp have now plated at least five runs 21 times in the 29 
games since. During this stretch, the club ranks seventh in 
Triple-A in runs (190, 6.6 per game). They also place in the 
top 11 in home runs (3rd, 42), doubles (T-7th, 56), slugging 
(8th, .455), hits (8th, 277), OPS (10th, .810) and average 
(11th, .271). Jacksonville was hitting just .166 with runners 
in scoring position over the first 22 games; they are 83-for-
294 (.282) in those situations over the last 28 contests.

The Marlins picked him in the second 
round, 40th overall, and signed him away from his commitment to the University of 
Oklahoma for $2.4 million - a record for a prep pitcher who missed his entire senior 
season with injury.
