APRIL SHOWERS BRING MAY FLOWERS

The Jumbo Shrimp lost for the eighth time in 11 games

on April 30 at Durham, dropping the club a season-high
6.0 games out of first place in the International League.
Since then, however, Jacksonville has rattled off 11 wins in
the last 16 games, winning two of their last three series'
in the process. Over these last 16 games, the Shrimp

have outscored their opponents 108-77 (+31). The club is
collectively hitting .274/.346/.473/.819 while holding their
opponents to a.232/.337/.404/.741 line. Jacksonville has
out-hit their opponents 157-119 over these last 16 games.

DEFENSE AGAINST THE DARK ARTS

Jacksonville has yielded the fourth-fewest runs (199) in
Triple-A while posting the level's fourth-best ERA (4.13).
While the club leads all Triple-A staffs in strikeouts (482),
the Jumbo Shrimp have also done a phenomenal job at
turning batted balls put into play into outs; Jacksonville
ranks second in Triple-A by turning 72.4 percent of balls put
into play into outs. Only four clubs have recorded a rate of
greater than 71 percent this season.

BERRY BLAST

Jacob Berry struggled significantly over the 2025 season's
first 33 games, going just 13-for-103 (.126/.229/.223/.452)
at the plate with 35 strikeouts in 119 plate appearances
(29.4 percent). The Queens Creek, Ariz., has been truly
excellent since that point. Over his last 125 Triple-A games,
Berry is batting .308/.397/.451/.848, cutting his strikeout
rate to 14.2 percent with just 71 over 501 PA. Berry ranks
tied for fifth in the ILin 2B (11), tied for 11th in steals (13),
15th in OBP (.417) and 17th in AVG (.312).

Shrimp have now plated at least five runs 18 times in the
24 games since. During this stretch, the club ranks fifth

in Triple-A in runs (160, 6.7 per game). They also place in
the top 12 in doubles (2nd, 52), hits (6th, 235), home runs
(T-4th, 33), average (10th, .274) and slugging (7th, .457).
Jacksonville was hitting just .166 with runners in scoring
position over the first 22 games; they are 70-for-246 (.285)
in those situations over the last 24 contests.

GOOD MORNING, GOOD AFTERNOON, GOODNIGHT!
Jacksonwville's pitching staff has recorded a whopping 493
strikeouts through 46 games, a rate of 10.7 per game. The
Jumbo Shrimp have 48 more punchouts than Norfolk, the
team that ranks second in Triple-A. Thus, the Tides' 445
strikeouts are closer to 15th-place Syracuse (404) than they
are to Jacksonville in first. In addition to the swings and
misses, the Jumbo Shrimp have also shown an ability to
limit hard contact; their 87.2 average exit velocity against is
the second-best such figure in Triple-A.

THE CHICKS DIG IT

Jacksonville homered just two times in the seven games
from May 2-9 - the fewest total of any Triple-A team. The
Jumbo Shrimp have now gone deep in eight consecutive
games since that point, their longest streak of the season
by far. During this stretch, Jacksonville has bopped 20 long
balls, the second-most of any team in the Triple-A. During
this eight-game stretch, 20 of the Jumbo Shrimp's 83 hits,
or 24.1 percent, have been home runs. Thirty-seven, or 44.6
percent have gone for extra bases.

SHRIMP BITES

Matthew Etzel has hits in 12 of his last 13 games. During
this stretch, he is 17-for-51 (.333/.414/.706/1.120) at the
plate with two doubles, one triple, five home runs, 16 RBIs,
seven walks and 16 runs... Andrew Pintar has reached in 14
straight games (18-for-51, .353/.452/.647/1.099, 4 2B, 3B, 3
HR, 15 RBIs, 10 BB, 12 R)... The Jumbo Shrimp are a season-
high four games over .500 for the second time this year.
