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CHUCK GREENBERG
GENERAL PARTNER & CEO
For more than two decades, Frisco RoughRiders General Partner and 
CEO Chuck Greenberg has built his reputation as an innovative franchise 
owner and operator, corporate and sports attorney, dealmaker, advisor, 
and expert on the business and economics of major professional sports.

Chuck’s involvement with the RoughRiders began on August 20, 2014 when the 
ownership group he put together finalized the purchase of the franchise from Mandalay 
Baseball Properties. In addition to his role with the RoughRiders, he currently holds 
the title of Chairman and Managing Partner with the Myrtle Beach (SC) Pelicans, the 
Advanced-A affiliate of the Chicago Cubs, and the State College (PA) Spikes, the Short 
Season-A affiliate of the St. Louis Cardinals.

In November 2009, Chuck announced the formation of Greenberg Sports Group (GSG), 
which provides management, consulting and marketing services to the sports industry 
across the country.

Well-respected across baseball, Chuck has the distinguished honor of serving on the 
Minor League Baseball Board of Trustees, a position he was elected to in December 
2007. The 12-person Board has exclusive power to determine policies and to enact rules 
and regulations for Minor League Baseball and its member clubs.

Among Chuck’s leadership roles in the industry, he has helped to launch Minor League 
Baseball’s “Project Brand” initiative, which was announced at the 2012 Baseball Winter 
Meetings. “Project Brand” is a transformational new national marketing program designed 
to attract major national sponsors by creating one cohesive brand encompassing all 
160 member clubs. Previously, he served on the inaugural Board of Directors of the 
Baseball Internet Rights Company (BIRCO), which holds the digital media rights of its 
member Minor League Baseball clubs, leagues, and partners in a strategic venture with 
Major League Baseball Advanced Media (MLBAM). Chuck is also a co-Chair of Minor 
League Baseball’s Diversity Committee, where he was tapped for a leadership position 
by Minor League Baseball President Pat O’Conner in part for his success in attracting 
substantial minority investment to his ownership groups.

Chuck is the former Managing Partner & CEO of the Texas Rangers, a role he assumed 
in 2010 after his group of investors (Rangers Baseball Express, LLC), which included 
Baseball Hall of Famer Nolan Ryan, acquired the Major League Baseball franchise from 
Tom Hicks and Hicks Sports Group.

His tenure as Rangers’ Managing Partner & CEO was highlighted by the club winning 
the American League Pennant and reaching its first World Series in the history of the 
franchise. Off the field, Chuck spearheaded the development of an enhanced senior 
management staff, overhauled the fan experience at Globe Life Park in Arlington, 
constructed and installed a new state-of-the-art video board, game entertainment 
control room and technological overhaul of Globe Life Park, and helped re-establish 
a sense of trust and excitement between the franchise and community. He was also 
the architect of a lucrative and landmark deal with Fox Sports Southwest that has 
since changed the landscape of regional television rights deals throughout the sports 
industry.

CHUCK GREENBERG
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Chuck’s professional baseball career began in October 2001, when he led an ownership 
group which purchased the Double-A Eastern League’s Altoona Curve. During his time 
as the Curve’s President & Managing Partner (2002-08), the club set numerous single-
game and season attendance records, continually re-invested private money into capital 
improvement projects at Blair County Ballpark, and helped the franchise gain national 
stature as one of the most creative and innovative teams in professional sports.

The Curve won the prestigious Larry MacPhail Promotional Award in 2004, the 2006 
Baseball America Bob Freitas Award as the top Double-A franchise and added the highest 
honor bestowed annually upon a Minor League Baseball club, the John H. Johnson 
President’s Trophy, in 2006. Altoona became only the 11th franchise to receive all three 
major awards, and was the first team to accomplish the feat in fewer than three years.

The Pittsburgh native had a long and successful career as a corporate and sports 
attorney, and currently serves as counsel with the globally-based law firm Reed Smith 
LLP. Prior to joining Reed Smith in 2010, Chuck was a partner in the Pennsylvania-based 
law firm Pepper Hamilton, LLP, which he joined in 1998. He headed the firm’s sports 
practice and was a member of its Executive Committee. Throughout his career, he has 
lent his expertise to the acquisition and sale of more than two dozen franchises in 
baseball, football, basketball, hockey, soccer and lacrosse.

Among his work in the sports industry, Chuck was instrumental in helping put together 
the deal that landed a group led by National Hockey League Hall of Famer Mario 
Lemieux and renowned businessman Ron Burkle ownership of the bankrupt Pittsburgh 
Penguins in 1999, and saved the franchise for Pittsburgh and Western Pennsylvania. In 
2007, he represented Lemieux, Burkle and the Penguins in successful negotiations with 
the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, the City of Pittsburgh and Allegheny County which 
resulted in a deal to build a brand-new, state-of-the-art arena in downtown Pittsburgh 
and secure the future of the Penguins in Pittsburgh for at least another 30 years.

Chuck has been featured in numerous articles and has made frequent television and 
radio appearances concerning the business and economics of sports, particularly 
regarding sports franchises and facilities. He has also been a frequent speaker and 
panelist at the annual National Sports Forum and Baseball Winter Meetings. In 2008, 
he was named to the Sports Business Research Advisory Board at Penn State University, 
representing team owners in the work of the Center for Sports Business Research, which 
focuses on the development of first-rate academic and applied empirical research in the 
sports industry while helping to define educational opportunities for students looking 
to start careers in sports business.

He also serves on the board of directors of the Mario Lemieux Foundation and served 
on the executive committee of the Mario Lemieux Celebrity Golf Invitational, which was 
held for nearly 20 years. 

Chuck graduated from Upper St. Clair High School in Pittsburgh in 1978 and, four years 
later, received his B.A. from Tufts University in Massachusetts. In 1985, he graduated 
from the University of Michigan Law School. Chuck makes his home in Westlake, Texas 
and has three adult sons.

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VICTOR ROJAS
PRESIDENT & GENERAL MANAGER
Victor Rojas, 54, will spend his second season with the Frisco RoughRiders in 
2022 as President & General Manager after spending the last 11 seasons as 
the television play-by-play voice of the Los Angeles Angels. In addition to his 
broadcasting duties the last two years, Rojas runs a baseball apparel company 
(Big Fly Gear - www.bigflygear.com) out of the family’s home in Trophy Club, 
TX.

A former pitcher in the Angels organization, Rojas’ career eventually led to coaching. The 
son of former Major League All-Star and Angels manager Cookie Rojas, Victor was on the 
Florida Marlins baseball staff in 1993 and served as pitching coach at Rio Grande in the Texas-
Louisiana League in 1994. Born in Miami, FL but raised in the Kansas City area, he played his 
college baseball at the College of the Desert in Palm Springs, California, and Lewis-Clark State 
College in Lewiston, Idaho.

Rojas spent two seasons calling television and radio play-by-play for the Newark Bears of 
the Atlantic League, where he was also hired as the team’s Assistant General Manager before 
becoming General Manager. He has also worked in the front offices of the Anaheim Piranhas 
(Arena Football), Rancho Cucamonga Quakes (Minor League Baseball) & Florida Panthers 
(NHL). Additionally, he has also worked on the building management side of the business, 
working for the operating company of the Panther’s arena in Sunrise, FL as well as being on 
the ground floor of the management company of the Performing Arts Center in Miami, FL 
prior to groundbreaking.

Rojas broke into Major League Broadcasting in the 2003 season, doing both play-by-play 
and analysis for Arizona Diamondbacks broadcasts. He then spent five seasons (2004-08) as 
a member of the Texas Rangers television and radio broadcast teams, calling play-by-play as 
well as providing analysis.

Rojas joined MLB Network at its inception in late December 2008, where he would serve as 
studio host for two years. Rojas then became a member of the Angels broadcast team prior 
to the 2010 season.

Victor resides in Frisco, Texas with his wife Kim and their two children, Mattingly & Tyler.

He served as the team’s lead contact for nearly $8 million in capital improvements 
to Riders Field since the start of the 2015 season, highlighted by construction of the 
award-winning Lazy River, the largest water feature in a professional sporting venue in 
the world.

Burchett was recently named the 2017 Bill Valentine Executive of the Year Award, which was voted on by 
executives representing all eight Texas League teams. Prior to joining the RoughRiders, Burchett worked 
for MLB.com. He was born and raised in Garland, Texas, and attended Baylor University. He resides in 
McKinney, Texas, along with his wife Caroline and their three children.

ZACH BIGLEY
BROADCASTER, MANAGER OF MEDIA DEVELOPMENT
2022 will mark Bigley’s second season with the RoughRiders as the club’s manager of 
media development and broadcaster. In his sixth season in Minor League Baseball, 
Bigley serves as the radio “Voice of the RoughRiders” for all RoughRiders games, works 
as the primary contact between the media and the front office and manages the team’s 
baseball content on the website and social media accounts.

During the offseason, Bigley provides play-by-play for McKinney ISD football and basketball locally.

Before moving to the Metroplex, Bigley was with the Greenberg Sports Group-owned Myrtle Beach Pelicans 
(High-A, Cubs) for two seasons. To open his minor league career, the Eugene, Oregon native served as the 
broadcast assistant for the Rancho Cucamonga Quakes (High-A, Dodgers).

A proud Duck, Bigley graduated from the University of Oregon in 2017, where he majored in journalism 
and minored in history.

BROADCAST AND COMMUNICATIONS ASSISTANT
Jared joins the Riders broadcast booth for his first season in Frisco for the upcoming 
2022 season. Assisting “Voice of the RoughRiders” Zach Bigley, Jared has a hand in the 
team’s media relation responsibilities, including producing written content for the 
RoughRiders’ website and coordinating interviews, as well as compiling and distributing 
stats, rosters, game notes and other game day information.

A native of Davison, MI, Jared graduated from Central Michigan University (Fire Up 
Chips!) in 2019 before beginning his stints in Minor League Baseball. Traveling across the country, Jared 
joined the Missoula Osprey (Rk-Adv, Diamondbacks) as the club’s Director of Media Relations. Recently, 
Jared stayed close to home for the 2021 season and served as the Broadcast and Media Relations intern 
with the Great Lakes Loons (High-A, Dodgers).

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The 2022 season marks Jared Goedert’s second season in 
Frisco and his second year overall as a manager in Minor 
League Baseball. The Concordia, Kansas native played nine 
seasons in the minor leagues before starting his coaching 
career in 2016. 

Goedert (pronounced GED-ert) piloted the RoughRiders 
to their first winning season since 2014, going 64-55 in the 
shortened season. He becomes the fifth manager in franchise 
history to manage more than one season. 

Before beginning his professional career, Goedert was a 
standout  at Concordia High School (Kan.), where he starred 
in both football and baseball. On the diamond, the 2003 
graduate was named an all-state performer twice while also 
leading the state of Kansas in passing yards on the gridiron as 
a quarterback his junior year. 

Following his high school success, Goedert made his way to his hometown Cloud County 
Community College for a season before transferring to Kansas State. With the Wildcats, he 
mashed his way to a 2006 All-Big 12 second-team selection his junior year by hitting .337 with 
12 home runs, 46 RBIs and a 1.075 OPS in 53 games.

After recording a .996 OPS over two seasons with Kansas State, the Cleveland Indians came 
knocking in the ninth round of the 2006 MLB draft. Goedert spent seven years in the Indians 
Organization, spending a majority of three seasons Triple-A, but never made a major league 
debut. In 2007, he led all Indians farmhands with 27 home runs. In 2013, he played 130 games 
at Triple-A Indianapolis with the Pirates before a 2014 season with the Blue Jays organization 
in Triple-A Buffalo. 

Over five seasons in Triple-A, Goedert played 474 games, slashing .259/.334/.444 with 70 
home runs and 252 RBIs. Overall in his minor league career, Goedert hit .269/.349/.446 with 
123 home runs and 522 RBIs. 

Goedert retired in 2014 and returned to Kansas State to finish his degree before coaching 
entered into the picture with the Rangers. 

In 2016, the Concordia, Kansas native joined the Rangers organization, serving as a hitting 
coach with the Short-Season Low-A Spokane Indians. Goedert’s stops as a hitting coach 
included the AZL Rangers (2017), Spokane (2018), and Low-A Hickory (2019). He was slated to 
serve as hitting coach with the High-A Down East Wood Ducks in 2020.

Goedert and his wife, Audrey, reside in Manhattan, Kansas.

NAME CHANGE: In 2020, the name “Texas League” was changed to “Double-A Central” by 
MLB. The change was coupled with the addition of two teams (Wichita Wind Surge, a Twins 
affiliate, and San Antonio Missions, a Padres affiliate), creating a 10-team league. Before the 
2022 season, the name was changed back to the “Texas League”. 

ROSTER LIMIT: Texas League clubs may carry 28 active players for the entire championship 
season (regular season) and postseason.

*PLAYOFF ROSTERS: Any player shall be eligible to participate in postseason play as long as 
he is assigned to a participating club in accordance with the rules of the Texas League and 
Minor League Baseball prior to the start of the first game of postseason play.

*PLAYOFF FORMAT: The two half winners from each division qualify for the playoffs. The 
winners of the Texas League Division Series meet in the Texas League Championship Series. 
Both rounds involve best-of-five sets.

Should one team win both half seasons, they will play the team in their division with the next 
best overall record over the whole season in the Division Series. In this case the winner of 
both halves will host game one, two and, if necessary, game five.

*TIEBREAKERS: 
In the case of a first-half tie between two teams, the winner of the first head-to-head meet-
ing in the second half will win the first half.

In the case of a second half tie, the tiebreakers are as follows:
1. Head-to-head record in the second half
2. Second half record against divisional opponents
3. Overall record (both halves)
4. Better divisional record (both halves)
5. If the teams remain tied, a one-game playoff will be held

CURFEW: The Texas League has no official curfew. Clubs must honor any local curfew or 
special time limit regulation.

SUSPENDED  GAME  RULE: The Texas League uses the Major League suspended game rule 
4.12, as printed in the Major League Rule Book. The rule states a game is suspended and must 
be completed at a future date when: a curfew imposed by law, a time limit permissible under 
league rules, light failure or malfunction of a mechanical field device under the control of the 
home club, darkness when law prevents lights from being turned on, weather and when a 
regulation game that is called when the score is tied.

*For the 2021 season, postseason was trimmed due to the COVID-19 Pandemic. The two teams with the two best records in 
the league played one, five-game series to decide a champion.

September 26: Frisco RoughRiders Professional Baseball announced its Major League affiliation with 
the Texas Rangers. “We are thrilled to be the Double-A affiliate of the Rangers,” said President & 
General Manager Mike McCall. “A player may be a RoughRider in April and a Ranger by August.”

2003

January 21: The RoughRiders announced a naming rights deal for the new ballpark with Dr Pepper/
Seven Up, Inc. and the Dr Pepper Bottling Company of Texas. The facility was called Dr Pepper/Seven 
Up Ballpark until March 2006, when it became Dr Pepper Ballpark.

April 3: The RoughRiders played their first game as a new franchise, falling 15-2 to Tulsa in front of a 
sellout crowd (10,685) in Frisco. The club knocked off the Drillers 4-3 the next night to claim the 
franchise’s first victory.

August 31: The Riders closed out regular season play at Dr Pepper/Seven Up Ballpark, where they 
welcomed 666,977 fans. The mark was fourth-best in Minor League Baseball that season and still ranks 
as the best single-season total in team history.

September 2: Dr Pepper/Seven Up Ballpark earned “Best New Ballpark for 2003” from 
BaseballParks.com. Site editor Joe Mock wrote, “Overall, this is the most impressive Minor League park 
I’ve visited in years.”

September 4: Frisco wrapped up its first playoff series with a sweep of Wichita, advancing to the Texas 
League Championship Series, where the Riders fell to San Antonio in five games.

2004

June 13: 21-year-old Ian Kinsler joined 
the Riders directly from Class-A Clinton, 
going 1-for-4 with a double in his debut. 
Kinsler played 71 games with the Riders 
in 2004 and hit .300.

August 7: Rashad Eldridge went 6-for-6 in 
a win over Arkansas, the only six-hit game 
in team history.

September 17: The RoughRiders clinched 
the Texas League championship in Round 
Rock.

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2005

June 21: The RoughRiders hosted the Texas League All-Star Game at Dr Pepper/Seven Up Ballpark for 
the first time in team history. Six Riders earned a spot on the West division squad.

July 28: A.J. Murray, Steve Karsay and Scott Feldman combined for a nine-inning perfect game in a 3-0 
win at Corpus Christi. It was just the third nine-inning perfect game in Texas League history.

2006

June 27: Led by 12 strikeouts from John Danks, the Riders combined to strike out 17 San Antonio 
hitters in a 5-3 win over the Missions. The 17 strikeouts remain tied for a single-game team high in a 
nine-inning contest.

July 13: Fueled by Nate Gold’s three-homer game (the first in team history), Frisco routed Tulsa 19-2 at 
Dr Pepper Ballpark, recording the largest margin of victory in team history.

2007

June 27: German Duran, one of eight Riders All-Stars, won the home run derby.

September 2: Frisco defeated Midland 6-2, racking up its 85th win of the season. The Riders finished 
the season 85-55, the best record in team history.

September 12: Manager Dave Anderson received the Texas League’s Manager of the Year honor, the 
first time a Frisco manager earned the award.

November 15: The RoughRiders receive the 2007 Bob Freitas Award, awarded annually to outstanding 
operations in Minor League Baseball, by Baseball America.

2008

March 29: The Riders defeated the Rangers at Dr Pepper Ballpark in the first-ever exhibition game 
between the two clubs.
 
April 24: The RoughRiders welcomed the three millionth fan in team history.

May 18: Matt Harrison threw a seven-inning no-hitter in a 2-0 win over San Antonio.

June 25: Steve Murphy hit a tie-breaking home run in the 10th inning to win Texas League All-Star 
Game MVP honors. Murphy and the South Division won 7-3 in Springfield.

July 7: Hard-throwing youngster Neftali Feliz made his Double-A debut in Frisco, featuring several 
pitches 100 MPH or faster.

August 13: Derek Holland made his Double-A debut with authority, going 8 innings, allowing four 
hits and one unearned run, while striking out 10 Tulsa hitters. In four starts with the Riders to close out 
the year, the southpaw went 3-0 with a 0.69 ERA. That season, he was named the Rangers Nolan Ryan 
Minor League Pitcher of the Year.

August 19: Neftali Feliz (5 IP) and Trey Hodges (1/3 IP) combined for a rain-shortened no-hitter 
against San Antonio, Frisco’s second no-hitter of the season.

ROUGHRIDERS TIMELINE
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August 28: Manager Scott Little won Texas League Manager of the Year, the second-consecutive 
season a Frisco manager received the award.

September 1: The Riders clinched the second-half title, marking the first time in franchise history the 
squad won both halves. The team finished the year with a record of 84-56.

2009

July 1: Frisco hosted the Texas League All-Star Game for the second time. Five Riders (Jumbo Diaz, 
Craig Gentry, Kasey Kiker, Manny Piña, and Justin Smoak) represented the squad in their home 
ballpark.

August 3: Dustin Majewski extended his on-base streak to 30 games, joining teammates Craig Gentry 
and Justin Smoak as Riders to record 30-game on-base streaks in 2009.

August 27: Chad Tracy’s ninth-inning home run put him at 104 RBIs on the season, setting a Riders 
single-season record. He finished the year at 107 RBIs, which still stands atop the franchise’s 
leaderboard.

2010

August 28: Cristian Guzman, Ian Kinsler, and Nelson Cruz all came to Frisco on rehab assignments, 
taking the spotlight in front of a season-high 11,666 fans.

August 30: Blake Beavan garnered Texas League Pitcher of the Year after posting a 10-5 record and a 
2.78 ERA over 17 starts. The former first-round pick wasn’t in the Rangers organization when the award 
was announced, though, after being traded to Seattle in a deal for LHP Cliff Lee deal on July 9.

2011

April 19: Martin Perez hurled a five-inning, rain-shortened perfect game in a 1-0 win at Arkansas. It’s the 
fifth and most recent perfect game in Texas League history.

June 26: Robbie Erlin set a franchise single-game record with 14 strikeouts across 6 2/3 innings at 
Corpus Christi. 

June 30: The RoughRiders welcomed the five millionth fan in team history.

July 22: The Riders blasted a team-record eight homers - including three from Tommy Mendonca - 
and tied single-game franchise records for runs (19) and hits (24) in a 19-4 win over Corpus Christi at 
Dr Pepper Ballpark. 

July 29: Joe Wieland threw a nine-inning no-hitter in a 3-0 win at San Antonio.

July 31: Fresh off his no-hitter, Wieland and teammate Robbie Erlin were traded to San Diego in 
exchange for Mike Adams. Both are assigned to San Antonio, putting Wieland on the same team he 
no-hit two days prior.

September 7: Former Myrtle Beach roommates Robbie Ross and Joe Wieland took the hill against one 
another in the South Division Championship Series opener between Frisco and San Antonio. Despite 
Ross starting with 5 no-hit innings and striking out 12 Missions in 6 frames, Wieland trumped him with 
7 scoreless innings, leading the Missions to victory. San Antonio ultimately won the series.

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2012

April 16: Frisco edged Arkansas 2-1, giving manager Steve Buechele his 155th win as manager of the 
RoughRiders and moving him past Tim Ireland for the most managerial victories in team history.

May 26: Pitcher Barret Loux defeated NW Arkansas to earn his 10th win in as many starts to begin the 
season. Loux didn’t take a loss until his 14th start and finished the season 14-1 with a 3.47 ERA in 25 
outings, winning the Texas League’s Pitcher of the Year award.

June 2: Jurickson Profar extended his on-base streak to 50 games, where it ended. He finished the 
50-game span with a .302 average & .370 OBP. It’s the longest known streak in club history.

June 3: Power-hitting prospect Mike Olt recorded his third-straight two-homer game. Olt went on to 
lead the Texas League in home runs with 28 dingers despite playing just 95 games.

September 7: Nick Tepesch silenced a raucous Whataburger Field crowd with a dominating outing (7 
IP, 1 H, 0 ER, 3 BB, 4 K) at Corpus Christi, as the Riders beat the Hooks 5-0 to sweep the South Division 
Championship Series 3-0. Frisco ultimately fell to Springfield in the Texas League Championship Series.

2013

April 18: Frisco punctuated an early five-game winning streak with a 4-2, 17-inning victory at Corpus 
Christi that lasted four hours and 43 minutes. The 17 innings are the most in team history.

May 28: Joe Benson, claimed off waivers from the Twins days earlier, homered for the third time in as 
many games since joining the Riders.  Frisco won all three as part of a season-best seven-game 
winning streak. 

July 6: Carlos Pimentel struck out eight Northwest Arkansas hitters to become Frisco’s all-time leader 
in strikeouts, passing Thomas Diamond. Pimentel still sits atop the leaderboard with 326 punchouts.

July 10: Fewer than three months after setting the team record for innings played in a game, the 
Riders tangled with Corpus Christi in yet another marathon to set the franchise record for longest time 
of game (5:16). The Hooks won after 16 innings.

August 1: A bevy of player movement led to an overhaul of Frisco’s roster with 15 players arriving and 
departing within just a few days.  Among the arrivals were some of the best prospects in the Rangers 
farm system, including Rougned Odor, Luis Sardiñas, Luke Jackson and Nick Martinez. 

September 1: Teodoro Martinez went 4-for-5 with two homers and a Riders single-game record eight 
RBIs in a 14-4 win at Midland.

2014

April 19: The Riders extended their winning streak to a franchise-record 10 games in a 6-0 win over 
Corpus Christi. 

April 21: Luke Jackson worked 5 2/3 perfect innings to begin his start against San Antonio. He fin-
ished with 7 shutout frames, allowing three hits and no walks while striking out eight in a 6-0 win.

May 8: Both Riders middle infielders, Rougned Odor and Luis Sardiñas, were promoted straight to 
Arlington, two of 11 former Riders to make the majors at some point during the year.

May 11: Michael De Leon - at just 17 years and 117 days of age - made his Rangers organizational 
debut with Frisco, becoming the youngest player in Riders history. De Leon went 1-for-3 with a double 
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and ended up only playing just one game with Frisco before being transferred to Class-A Hickory. 

June 9: Highly touted prospect Joey Gallo made his Double-A debut in memorable fashion, clubbing 
a walk-off homer in the 10th inning to beat Midland. It was the first of 21 homers Gallo hit in Frisco 
that season. Combined with his time at Advanced-A Myrtle Beach, the lefty slugger hit 42 homers in 
126 games in 2014, finishing one behind Kris Bryant for most blasts in the Minor Leagues.

August 20: The sale of the franchise to an ownership group led by Chuck Greenberg became final.

September 1: Odubel Herrera went 1-for-4 in the regular-season finale, closing out the Texas League 
batting title (.321).

September 9: Riders legend Guilder Rodriguez made his Major League debut with the Rangers after 
13 seasons in the minors.

2015

February 26: The Riders unveiled a completely new club identity, highlighted by an exuberant depic-
tion of former U.S. President Teddy Roosevelt. The Riders also announced several enhancements for Dr 
Pepper Ballpark, including a massive new video board, all new field-level LED displays, a new team 
store and the addition of the Bull Moose Saloon.

June 2: Joey Gallo got promoted directly from Frisco to the Rangers at the age of 21. In just 102 
games with Frisco, he logged 20 doubles, 30 home runs and 87 RBIs.

July 31: A pair of big deadline deals shook up the farm system, as the Rangers acquired Cole Hamels 
and Jake Diekman from Philadelphia, and Sam Dyson from Miami. Four active Riders (Jake Thompson, 
Nick Williams and Jorge Alfaro - Philadelphia; Cody Ege - Miami) were shipped out, along with former 
Riders Matt Harrison, Alec Asher and Jerad Eickhoff (Philadelphia), and Tomas Telis (Miami). 

September 6: After singling in the seventh inning, Guilder Rodriguez retired on the field and left to a 
standing ovation in front of a crowd of 11,813. Rodriguez left as Frisco’s all-time leader in games 
played (527), hits (465) and stolen bases (82).

September 15: Outfielder Lewis Brinson was named to Baseball America’s Minor League All-Star team. 
Brinson played 28 games with the Riders in 2015 and hit .328 with six home runs and 23 RBIs before 
he was promoted to Round Rock to end the season.

2016

February 25: The Riders announced the addition of the Lazy River to the area just past the right field 
wall. The river runs 174 feet along the wall and has 68,000 square feet of water. The one-of-a-kind 
attraction drew national attention from outlets such as ESPN and MLB Network.

May 1: In his first rehab start since Tommy John Surgery and his first-ever Minor League appearance, 
Yu Darvish worked 2 hitless innings against Corpus Christi in front of a crowd of 11,842, the largest of 
the 2016 season.

May 13: Matt Bush earned his first call to the big leagues at the age of 30, going straight from Frisco 
to Arlington. Bush made 12 appearances and converted all five save chances with the Riders, his first 
professional action since 2011.

May 19: Ryan Cordell capped his 37-game on-base streak, which started in the first game of the sea-
son. Cordell was named Player of the Month in both the Texas League and Rangers farm system 
during his red-hot April, in which he hit .363 with five home runs and 22 RBIs.

ROUGHRIDERS TIMELINE
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June 10: The RoughRiders notched the 1,000th win in club history in a 3-2 victory at San Antonio.

June 28: Ryan Cordell went 3-for-5 with a home run and four RBIs at the Texas League All-Star Game 
in Springfield, earning game MVP honors.

July 8: A night after five police officers were shot and killed in downtown Dallas, the Riders donned 
Dallas Police caps and held an in-game tribute for the fallen officers and their families. The hats were 
worn again the next night, along with DART PD hats during batting practice. Throughout the week-
end, the Riders and their fans raised more than $30,000 for the Assist the Officer Foundation.

August 1: For the second time in as many years, the Riders roster was heavily shaken up at the trade 
deadline, as highly rated prospects Lewis Brinson and Luis Oritz were traded to Milwaukee in a deal for 
Jonathan Lucroy and Jeremy Jeffress (Ryan Cordell was added as the player to be named later on 
September 5).

September 7: Two days after making his Major League debut, Yohander Mendez was named a 
Baseball America second-team Minor League All-Star. The 21-year-old vaulted all the way from 
Advanced-A High Desert to Arlington during the 2016 season, including 10 starts in Frisco. His out-
standing season was recognized by the Rangers, who named him their Nolan Ryan Minor League 
Pitcher of the Year.

2017

June 27: Frisco played host to its third Texas League All-Star Game, with eight Riders players selected 
to represent the home squad in front of 10,317 fans.

August 8: RHP Ricky Rodriguez vaulted straight to the Rangers, the first of three Riders pitchers to 
make the jump straight to the big leagues in 2017.

August 22: With a nine-run first inning at his back, Tyler Davis twirled a complete-game, three-hit 
shutout at San Antonio, Frisco’s first nine-inning CG in more than six years.

September 20: C Jose Trevino won a Rawlings Minor League Gold Glove for the second consecutive 
year. In 99 games behind the plate, Trevino made just three errors, threw out 41% of would-be base 
stealers and yielded only three passed balls.

2018

May 3: The franchise hosted its eight millionth fan.

July 20: On “Dude Perfect Night”, the RoughRiders welcomed a franchise record 12,067 fans to Dr 
Pepper Ballpark.

August 3: Days after being acquired in a trade from the Pirates, Royse City native Taylor Hearn made 
his Rangers organization debut with a dazzling performance at Dr Pepper Ballpark (5 1/3 IP, 3 H, 1 ER, 
0 BB, 8 K) in a win over Corpus Christi.

2019

May 1: Preston Beck, who is second in games played in franchise history, goes 3-for-4 to help propel 
the Riders to a 4-1 victory over Arkansas. The win moved Frisco to a 17-9 beginning of the season, 
their best start through their first 28 games since 2016. 

June 2: A crowd of 12,023 was on hand to watch a doubleheader against the Corpus Christi Hooks at 
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Dr Pepper Ballpark. It was the second-largest crowd in franchise history, only second to 2018’s Dude 
Perfect Night, where 12,067 filled the ballpark. 

July 19: Frisco pitchers Brock Burke (5.0 IP), James Jones (2.0), Jacob Lemoine (1.0) and Emmanuel 
Clase (1.0) combine for a one-hit shutout of the Arkansas Travelers in a 3-0 win. The Riders took a 
no-hitter into the bottom of the ninth before Jordan Cowan of Arkansas singled into left field to break 
it up. The only other base runner for the Travelers was when Cowan was hit by a pitch from Jones in 
the sixth inning. 

August 24: A huge crowd of 11,852 flooded Dr Pepper Ballpark for State Fair Night, featuring the 
return of the “Frisco Corny Dogs” uniforms. It was the seventh-largest crowd in franchise history. 

August 23-25: The RoughRiders set a franchise record for the largest weekend attendance by
welcoming 32,184 fans over three games. On Friday, 9,345 fans made their way into the park while 
Saturday saw the seventh-largest crowd in RoughRiders history at 11,852. The weekend was capped 
when 10,987 people filled the stands for the finale against Northwest Arkansas. 

2020

March 12: Major League Baseball announces that Spring Training games are cancelled as of 4 p.m. EST 
due to the COVID-19 Pandemic and pushes back the start of the major league season by two weeks. 

June 30: Minor League Baseball announces the cancelation of the 2020 season. It is the first time in 
the organization’s 120-year history without a full season. 

2021

June 15: Rangers top prospect Josh Jung makes his Double-A debut at Corpus Christi, going 1-for-4 
with a single in his first game. Jung went on to hit .308/.366/.544 over 43 games with the Riders before 
his promotion to Triple-A Round Rock on August 19th. 

June 29: RoughRiders win franchise record 11th-straight game. During streak, Frisco completed seven 
come-from-behind wins, three walk-off victories and took five one-run contests.

July 3: Riders win 5-0 over Midland, their 14th win over their last 15 games, to improve to 36-17. The 
record was the best record in franchise history through 53 games and tied for the best record in Minor 
League Baseball. Over the course of the rest of the season, the Riders finished 28-38, falling short of 
the postseason. 

August 7: Prospect Sam Huff hits a 502-foot home run to left field in a 9-4 loss to Amarillo. The home 
run, believed to be the longest in franchise history, hit the base of the apartment building across the 
street. 

September 19: Needing a win to get into the playoffs for the first time since 2014, the RoughRiders 
fell to Amarillo 14-11 in 10 innings on a Stone Garrett walk-off, three-run home run. The back-and-
forth game featured four ties and five lead changes. 

September 19: Riders outfielder Josh Stowers crushes his 20th home run of the season in a 
season-ending 14-11 loss, making him the first 20-20 player in franchise history.

Wieland kept the Missions at bay all night, facing the minimum en 
route to history. 

Two days after no-hitting San Antonio, Wieland joined the Missions 
following a trade that sent him to San Diego for Mike Adams.
