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July 25: Senators 5, RubberDucks 2: Angel Genao and Guy
Lipscomb each picked up RBI while Trenton Denholm struck out
seven over six innings allowing just one run, but Harrisburg scored
three in the seventh and an insurance run in the eighth to win.

Today’s starting pitcher: Rorik Maltrud makes his 12th start of the
season and the fifth since coming off the injured list. The right-hander
did not factor into Sunday’s decision in Altoona after tossing 2.1
innings allowing four hits, two runs and four strikeouts. He tossed 50
pitches in Altoona as he continues to ramp back up after missing over
a month with the forearm strain. He made his first start off the injured
list against Harrisburg at Canal Park on June 27. In that start, Maltrud
tossed a scoreless inning while walking one and striking out three.

Senator Genao: Angel Genao loves hitting against Harrisburg. The
switch-hitting infielder is batting .417 (15-36) with four doubles, two
triples, eight RBI and six runs scored in 10 games against the
Senators this season. Genao has walked six times and swiped three
bases while striking out six times. He had RBI doubles from both
sides of the plate in Harrisburg on Tuesday as part of a five hit and
four RBI week for the RubberDucks at FNB Field.

Bazzana is back: The 2024 No.1 overall pick Travis Bazzana has
returned to Akron. The infielder has been on the injured list since May
21 with a right oblique strain that he suffered during the second game
of Akron’s doubleheader in Chesapeake on May 14. Prior to the
injury, Bazzana was starting to heat up for the Akron batting
.279/.392/.512 with four doubles, two homers, three RBI and five
steals in 12 games in May. He picked up two hits in his return on July
18. Overall since coming off the injured list, Bazzana has gone 7-for-
20 with four runs scored, three doubles and an RBI in five games.

Coming in clutch: Jorge Burgos and Joe Lampe have been two of
the best with runners in scoring position this season. Burgos is batting
.354 with seven doubles, eight home runs and 60 RBI with RISP while
Lampe is batting .312 with seven doubles, two homers and 36 RBI
with RISP. With men in scoring position and two outs, Burgos is
batting .325 while Lampe’s average jumps to .326. Prior to going on
the injured list, Travis Bazzana was batting .400 with RISP and .417
with RISP and two outs.

Pérez pitching big: Steven Pérez has been pitching better as of late
for the RubberDucks. The left-hander has allowed just one run on five
hits over 11.2 innings pitched in his last five appearances.

Lampe lights up July: Joe Lampe has been red hot for the
RubberDucks this month. The outfielder is batting .306/.444/.611 with
four doubles, two triples, a home run and four RBI in 11 games with
Akron in July. This continues a hot stretch that started at the end of
June that has seen him pick up 15 hits in his last 15 Double-A games.

Tempe to Akron: The Akron RubberDucks feature three former
Arizona State Sun Devils in Joe Lampe, Tyler Thornton and Adam
Tulloch. Thornton and Lampe were teammates in Tempe in 2021
while Tulloch and Lampe were Sun Devils teammates in 2022. The
2021 Sun Devils were 33-22 and lost in the Austin Regional while
Arizona State went 26-32 in 2022 with their season ending in the
PAC-12 tournament. This is the second time in 2025 the
RubberDucks have been home to three players from the same college
as Travis Bazzana, Justin Boyd and Kyle Dernedde all played for
the RubberDucks earlier this season after spending a portion of their
college careers together at Oregon State. In 2023, former Florida

times this year including 10 walks against the Baysox on May 17 and
Richmond on July 11. 14 Akron batters have worked double digit
walks so far this season, and six (Ingle, Dayan Frias, Jorge Burgos,
Jake Fox, Joe Lampe and Alex Mooney) have drawn 30+ walks.

Can’t start a fire without a spark: The RubberDucks are outscoring
opponents 59-28 in the first inning and 112-64 over the first two
innings this season. Akron is 46-12 when scoring first (most wins in
the Eastern League when scoring first). The RubberDucks batters
have 148 hits the first time through the order this year. Cooper Ingle
is batting .287 with five home runs in innings where he leads off this
season.
