
TODAY'S GAME: The Curve are in the midst of their 25th anniversary season, starting a six-game set with Richmond.

LAST TIME OUT: Harrisburg took the series with a walk-off sacrifice fly on Sunday afternoon. Matt Fraizer tied the game with an RBI 
single in the top of the ninth inning and Tsung-Che Cheng picked up his first Double-A homer.

IT"S OFFICIALLY GEN Z: Infielder Tsung-Che Cheng turned in one of his best stretches of play since joining the Curve during their 
series at Harrisburg from July 25-30. Cheng knocked his first Double-A homer on Sunday, July 30 and picked up a hit in each game 
of the series at FNB Field. Since July 19 he has a hit in 9-of-11 games, totaling a .333/.349/.476/.825 OPS with 3 2B, 1 HR, 3 RBI. 
Cheng's 10 triples this season are the most in minor league baseball. 

RIGHT SIDE! STRONG SIDE!: Infielders Mason Martin and Domingo Leyba were both promoted to Triple-A Indianapolis during 
Altoona's series at Harrisburg from July 25-30. At the time of his promotion, Martin's .374 on-base percentage in 69 games was the 
highest mark of his professional career since his debut season in 2017 when he recorded a .457 OBP in 39 games. In his final 17 
games with Altoona (6/29-7/28) he's batted .278/.435/.574/1.009 OPS with 1 2B, 5 HR, 9 RBI, 12 BB, 28 K and 2-4 SB. Leyba ranked 
as one of the Eastern League's most productive hitters in the first five weeks of the season and returned from a 2-month stint on the 
IL to hit: .409/.458/.636/1.094, 2 2B, 1 HR, and 3 RBI in 7 games.

JULY 'PEN WORK: In the month of July, Altoona's pitching staff had the 7th-lowest WHIP by a Double-A team with a 1.30 mark, the 
19th-best mark by an MiLB team. Several Curve relievers turned in an ERA lower than 2.00: Noe Toribio (0.00 ERA, 0 ER / 11.0 IP), 
Nick Dombkowski (1.13 ERA, 2 ER / 10.1 IP), and Oliver Garcia (1.23 ERA, 1 ER / 7.1 IP) and Justin Meis (1.88 ERA, 3 ER / 14.1 IP) 
paced the group. 

SMASHYCRAFT: Limited to shorter outings in his return from Tommy John surgery, RHP Braxton Ashcraft turned in his best start 
with Altoona on Sunday, July 23 against Reading when he retired all nine batters faced on a tidy 29 pitches, 25 strikes. Ashcraft 
has a 1.93 ERA (3 ER / 14.0 IP) in six starts with the Curve and features a 2.70 ERA (14 ER / 46.2 IP) this season with Bradenton, 
Greensboro and Altoona.

THE BIG LEFTY: Lefty Anthony Solometo is the youngest pitcher to reach the Eastern League this season, doing so at 20 years, 6 
months and 15 days when he made his debut on June 17 at Somerset. Solometo leads all qualified Pirates minor leaguers with a 
2.58 ERA and 101 strikeouts this season. He is one of 8 players to play in the EL at age 20 or younger, Harrisburg has two of them: 
Brady House and James Wood. Jackson Holliday (BOW), Jasson Dominguez (SOM), Yanquel Fernandez (HFD), Blaze Jordan (POR) 
and Marcelo Mayer (POR) are the other players in the league that are not permitted to drink alcohol. 

EXTRA RUNS: The Curve have allowed the most runs in extra innings this season in the Eastern League, allowing 19 runs in 10 
extra innings. Altoona has scored 13 runs of their own and are 5-4 in games that have gone to extras. 

STRIKEOUTS ARE ALL THE RAGE: Throughout the 2023 season, Altoona has been one of the league's most-difficult teams to strike 
out. Entering play on Tuesday, August 1, Altoona has struck out 747 times, still the fewest among Double-A teams and 3rd-fewest in 
minor league baseball. 

THE SQUIRRELS ARE IN FLIGHT: Dennis Pelfrey returns for a second season as Richmond skipper after leading the Flying Squirrels 
to a First Half Title and a playoff appearance in 2022. The Squirrels roster features several top Giants prospects according to MLB 
Pipeline including: No. 3 LHP Carson Whisenhunt, No. 5 OF Vaun Brown, No. 10 RHP Landen Roupp, No. 14 RHP Carson Seymour, 
No. 23 RHP Ryan Murphy, No. 26 RHP Jose Cruz, and No. 27 OF Wade Meckler.
 
THE FIRST FLYER: Carson Seymour takes the ball for Richmond in the series opener. Seymour is ranked by MLB Pipeline as the 
No. 14 prospect in the Giants system by MLB Pipeline and was acquired by the Giants along with INF J.D. Davis, LHP Nick Zwack 
and LHP Thomas Szapucki in exchange for 1B Darin Ruf in August of 2022. Seymour played one season of collegiate baseball at 
Dartmouth and two seasons at Kansas State before the Mets picked him in the 6th round in 2021. He features a mid-90's fastball 
with a good change-up and curveball. This season against Altoona he is 0-0 with a 3.52 ERA in 4 games, 2 starts going 15.1 IP, 19 H, 
3 BB, 8 K.
