OKC BOUNCES BACK

The Comets took down the Express, 15-0, on
Saturday night. Oklahoma City struck first with a
first-inning home run from DH Ryan Ward. In the
second, Comets 2B Austin Gauthier grounded out,
allowing 1B Michael Chavis to score from third. SS
Hyeseong Kim then belted his second homer of the
year. The two-run shot put Oklahoma City up 4-0
after two. After a scoreless third, Kim recorded his
second home run of the day. The Comets plated
four more runs in the fourth behind a sacrifice fly
from LF Eddie Rosario and back-to-back homers
from CF James Outman and Chavis, extending the
lead to 9-0. Oklahoma City added two more runs
in the fifth inning. Gauthier scored on a 3B Alex
Freeland groundout and Rosario doubled, bringing
RF Justin Dean around to score, making it 11-0.
Comets C Hunter Feduccia added a two-run homer
in the sixth. Freeland grounded into a double play,
sending Gauthier home and bringing the score to
14-0. Outman plated the night’s final run with his
second home run of the game in the ninth inning.
The 15-0 score held final.

Express LHP Jacob Latz will be the opener for
Round Rock on Sunday in a bullpen day. He
opened for the E-Train once in 2024. He has
started 22 games for the Express since he was
promoted to Triple-A in 2022 and has a 4.42 ERA
(39 ER/79.1 IP) with 39 walks and 95 strikeouts.
The fifth-round selection in 2019 was a starter to
begin his professional career before transitioning
to the bullpen in June 2022.

NOT OUR NIGHT

Saturday night marks the first time since July 28,
2009 at Memphis that the Express have given up
seven or more home runs in a single game. It was
also the first time the Express have been shutout
in 2025.

CRIM CLIMBING THE RANKS

1B Blaine Crim has an 18-game hitting streak dating
back to the end of 2024. He has a hit in his first 13
games this year. He leads the PCL in hits (23) and
is second in batting average (.418). He is six home
runs away from 50 in his Round Rock career and
would become the seventh player to accomplish
the feat and the first since C Sam Huff in 2024.

HAUVER ON THE RISE

OF Trevor Hauver went 2-for-4 wit a strikeout on
Saturday and was the lone Express player with a
multi-hit game. He is 5-for-15 with two runs scored,
two walks and five strikeouts in his last four games.
He is tied for third on the team in walks (7).

ONE MORE WITH THE COMETS
With a win today, Round Rock will guarantee a
winning homestand. They are 6-4 thus far. The
Express are 1-7 against PCL opponents after
winning five of six over Toledo last week. Round
Rock will open up a six-game series at Reno on
Tuesday while OKC is set to host Tacoma.
