That 1s
the best winning percentage in
appearances for any pitcher on the
‘Birds roster.

Last Time Out: The Redbirds took a tough loss in the series-opener at the hands of
the Toledo Mud Hens on Tuesday night. The ‘Birds got off to a good start, scoring
the first run of the game in the top of the third inning on an RBI single from Evan
Mendoza. Toledo responded with four runs in the bottom half of that inning to take
the lead. Memphis rallied in the fifth to tie the game on home runs from Juan
Yepez and Lane Thomas. The Mud Hens took control of the game from that point
on, scoring twice in the fifth and twice in the sixth to take an 8-4 win.

Memphis Starter: Connor Thomas will make his fifth appearance and third start
of the season for the Redbirds today. Thomas threw the ball well in his last outing
against Indianapolis, allowing just one run on two hits in 3.1 innings of work. This
will be the 23-year-old’s second outing of the season against Toledo. On June 4,
Thomas went 6.2 strong innings against the Mud Hens, allowing four runs in a
Redbirds’ win. Thomas began the season with Double-A Springfield where he posted
a 4.87 ERA in four appearances. The left-hander was the Cardinals’ fifth round pick
in the 2019 MLB Draft out of Georgia Tech, where he was a two-time All-ACC
selection.

Toledo Starter: Pedro Payano makes his third appearance and second start of the
season for Toledo today. Payano started at Columbus last Thursday and allowed six
earned runs in 4.1 innings. His only other outing with Toledo this season came on
May 16 against Indianapolis when he pitched two scoreless innings. The 26-year-old
has made six starts with Double-A Erie this season and posted a 3.10 ERA with 36
strikeouts in 29 innings. His last two starts with Erie were on June 6 and June 12
when he tossed six scoreless innings in each outing. Payano has MLB experience to
his name, pitching 22.0 innings with the Texas Rangers in 2019. He signed with
Detroit on a Minor League contract on February 8, 2021.

All Aboard the Lane Train: Lane Thomas made his return to Memphis yesterday
and hit a game-tying home run in the fifth inning. Thomas played two games with the
‘Birds in the opening week of the season but has spent the rest of the year in the major
leagues with St. Louis. The home run on Tuesday was the 17t of Thomas’ career in a
Redbirds uniform across 110 games between 2018, 2019 and 2021.

So Long, Lars: Lars Nootbaar had his contract selected by St. Louis early on
Tuesday, his first promotion to the Major Leagues. The outfielder was in the midst of
a scintillating start for the Redbirds, slashing .329/.430/.557 with five home runs and
17 runs driven in. Last week in Indianapolis, Nootbaar batted .333 (7-21) with another
home run and three runs driven in. Nootbaar is the first player from the Cardinals’
2018 draft class to appear in the major leagues.

Hey, It’s Me Again: The Redbirds and Mud Hens are meeting this week in Toledo
for their second and final scheduled series against one another this season. The two
teams met earlier this month at AutoZone Park, splitting a six-game series from June
2-6. Memphis won twice in that series on walk-off plate appearances. Rayder
Ascanio launched a game-winning home run in the second game of a doubleheader
on June 31, while Justin Toerner coaxed a bases-loaded walk in the bottom of the
10tk to clinch a win the following day.

A Battle In the Minors and Majors: On Tuesday and Wednesday this week, the
Cardinals and Tigers organizations will get to know each other very well. While the
Triple-A affiliates square off in Toledo, the Major League teams play each other up
the road at Comerica Park in Detroit. The two franchises have plenty of shared
history, meeting three times in the World Series. Detroit won seven-game thrillers in
in 1934 and 1968, while St. Louis enacted revenge in a five-game victory in 2006.
