ON DECK (Upcoming games and Probables)

Saturday Showdown
The Fightin Phils remain home following a season-long two week/13-game road trip at New Hampshire and Portland. It is the fifth of 12 matchups between 
Reading and the Harrisburg Senators, Double-A affiliate of the Washington Nationals, this season. Saturday is the fifth-of-six at FirstEnergy Stadium, before the 
teams meet for six games at FNB Field in Harrisburg from July 21-26. Reading went 4-8 against Harrisburg in 2025, which included taking two-of-six games in 
both series with the Senators. The season series is tied at two as the teams have split the first four games of the week.

Fell on Friday Night
The Reading Fightin Phils fell to 23-26 with a 9-1 loss to the Harrisburg Senators at FirstEnergy Stadium, evening the series at two games apiece. Reading 
struck first in the second inning when Kehden Hettiger launched a solo home run, but Harrisburg responded in the third with a two-run shot from Cayden 
Wallace to take the lead. The game remained tight through six innings as both starters turned in strong outings, with Luke Russo allowing just one earned run 
over five innings while striking out eight. The Senators broke it open in the seventh, erupting for five runs on a flurry of extra-base hits, including a solo homer 
from Sam Brown and a two-run blast from Maxwell Romero Jr. Harrisburg added two more runs in the ninth to pull away. Shinnosuke Ogasawara earned the 
win with five innings of one-run ball, while Russo was charged with the loss despite a solid performance. Hettiger’s home run accounted for Reading’s only 
extra-base hit as the offense was held in check the rest of the night.

Welcome Back Bryan
The Phillies announced that Bryan Rincon has been activated off the 7-day IL prior to tonight’s game against Harrisburg. After hitting .222 (16-72) in April, 
Rincon is slashing .313/.413/.641 (1.054), with 17 runs, four doubles, one triple, five home runs and 14 RBI across 18 May games. Rincon’s May Eastern League 
ranks are: 10th AVG (.313), 4th OBP (.413), 4th SLG (.641) and 4th OPS (1.054).

Mid Century Mark
Saturday night marks the 50th game of the 2026 season and the Fightin Phils sport a 23-26 record at the season’s mid-century point. In 2025, the Fightin Phils 
were 18-32 through 50 games and they were 21-29 in 2024. Regardless of Saturday night’s result. the Fightin Phils will hold their best record through the sea-
son’s first 50 games since they were 29-21 during the 2019 season.

Weekend Warriors
Following Friday night’s loss, the Fightin Phils now hold a 13-21 record during weekdays (Tuesday-Friday). On the contrary, Reading holds a 10-5 record on 
Saturdays and Sundays, which bodes well for Reading as they enter the weekend tied at two in this week’s series.

Following the Trends
A huge indicator of Fightin Phils wins and losses this season has been the status of the game following the sixth inning. Reading is 18-1 when leading after six, 
while they are 2-24 when trailing at the end of the sixth inning. The trend holds up in the seventh inning (19-0 & 1-24), as well as the eighth inning (18-0/0-22). 
Scoring five runs has been a key marker for the R-Phils this season as well. When the Fightin Phils score more than five runs in a game, they are 19-6, which 
includes a 10-1 mark at home. When scoring fewwer than five runs, Reading is 4-20 on the campaign.

Pitching Powers
The Fightin Phils pitching staff continued their recent strong stretch with a strong road trip at New Hampshire and Portland. Over their last 20 games (since 
May 8), Reading leads the Eastern League with a 3.02 ERA (55 ER, 163.2 IP). On the season, the R-Phils team 4.22 ERA ranks third in the Eastern League, 
which comes after finishing last in the league with a 4.58 ERA in 2025. Reading’s pitching staff has also showcased some of the best control in the league as 
well, issueing the fewest walks in the league at 146, which is well ahead of the second fewest, Portland with 187. Strong fielding has helped out the Fightin Phils 
pitching staff, as Reading enters play on Saturday with a .979 fielding percentage, which is tied for the best in the Eastern League.

Money McFarlane
Alex McFarlane continued his excellent season with a scoreless inning on Thursday. On the season, the Phillies No. 17 prospect has a 0.48 ERA (1 ER, 18.2 
IP). McFarlane has not allowed an earned run in 13-straight outings and has not allowed one in 18-of-19 appearances on the season. Amongst Eastern League 
pitchers that have fired at least 18.0 IP this season, McFarlane has the lowest ERA at 0.48.

This Day in Baseballtown History
May 30, 1955: At Reading, Roger Maris clouts home runs in his first three at-bats (his first three HRs in Reading) and Joe Randazzo adds a grand slam to lift 
the Indians past Albany, 10-4.  Maris, who walks his final time up, drives in four and scores as many.  Don Minnick loses his no-hit bid with two outs in the 7th, 
but completes the four-hitter for his sixth victory against zero losses.

Here Comes Harrisburg
Harrisburg enters play today with a 26-23 record, which is third in the Eastern League’s Southwest Division. The Senators most recently split a series at home 
against Akron and return home next week to welcome Somerset. Harrisburg’s roster features seven of the National’s Top-30 prospects: Travis Sykora (2), Jarlin 
Susana (3), Alex Clemmey (12), Alejandro Rosario (16), Sam Peterson (23), Eriq Swan (26) and Caleb Lomavita (27).

Hurling for Harrisburg 
Righty Josh Randall makes his Double-A debut tonight for Harrisburg. Over nine games with Wilmington (A+), Randall is 2-2, with a 4.40 ERA (21 ER, 43.0 
IP), along with 43 strikeouts. Randall last pitched on Sunday against Jersey Shore, allowing one run on seven hits over six innings, with six strikeouts. Randall 
split last season with Lakeland (A) and West Michigan (A+) in Detroit’s system, along with Wilmington. He was traded from Detroit to Washington in a deal 
that sent Kyle Finnegan to the Tigers. Randall was drafted in the third round in the 2024 draft out of San Diego.
