Berry's RBI ground out broke the 0-0 tie to put the Jumbo
Shrimp ahead. However, Adams went deep with two outs in
the ninth to put the Sounds in front. Jacksonville went 0-for-
9 with runners in scoring position, stranding 10 runners.

MEN OF STEAL

The 2025 Jumbo Shrimp swiped 305 bases, blowing past
the previous club record of 192 set by the 1979 Jacksonville
Suns. The 2026 Jumbo Shrimp got off to a slower start in
the steals department, with their 29 stolen bases through
the season's first 24 games placing in a tie for 13th place in
Triple-A. Since that point, however, has been a completely
different story; Jacksonville's 83 steals in the last 38 games
are far and away the most in Triple-A since April 24, with
Syracuse's 66 swipes ranking second.

THE CHICKS DIG IT

Jacksonville homered just two times in the seven games
from May 2-9 - the fewest total of any Triple-A team. The
Jumbo Shrimp have now gone deep in 19 of the last 24
games since that point, including an International League-
season-best 13 consecutive contests from May 10-24.
During these last 24 games, Jacksonville has bopped 40
long balls, tied for the second-most of any team in Triple-A.
Those 40 home runs have been hit by 15 different players
since May 10, with Matthew Etzel's six leading the club.

SWIPER NO SWIPING!

Jacksonville has recorded a caught stealing in three of

the last five and nine of the last 17 contests in which an
opponent has attempted a stolen base. This run has helped
the club surge to becoming the Triple-A leader in caught
stealing percentage (29.8 percent) and co-leader in runners
caught stealing (31). The Jumbo Shrimp also excelled in
these categories in 2025, ranking second in caught stealing
percentage (27.6 percent) and third in runners caught
stealing (56).

trail first-place Rochester by 2.5 games while also needing
to vault over both Memphis (0.5 GB) and Nashville (0.5 GB).
Thus, if Rochester, which has 14 games remaining, were to
even finish the first half 7-7 to reach 44 wins, Jacksonville,
which loses a tiebreaker with the Red Wings, would have to
go 10-3 while also hoping the Redbirds and Sounds finish
with worse records to claim the IL's first half championship
for the second year in a row.

APRIL SHOWERS BROUGHT MAY (& JUNE) FLOWERS
The Jumbo Shrimp lost for the eighth time in 11 games

on April 30 at Durham, dropping the club a season-high

6.0 games out of first place in the International League.
Jacksonville responded by rattling off 18 wins during the 27
games during May - the first time a Jacksonville team won
more than 17 games in May since the 2006 Suns, who went
20-10 in May. Including their contests in June, the Jumbo
Shrimp have now gone 21-11 in their last 32 games. During
this stretch, Jacksonville has outscored their opponents 191-
157 (+34) and outhit them by a 288-241 margin (+47).

PINTAR-EST

Over his first 20 games on the season, Andrew Pintar

was just 15-for-81 at the plate, slashing a woeful
.185/.295/.235/.530 with two doubles, one triple, seven
RBIs, 13 walks, nine runs and 24 strikeouts (25.3 strikeout
rate). The BYU product has changed his season around
significantly since then; over the last 27 games, Pintar is
30-for-99 (.303/.403/.556/.959) with five doubles, one
triple, six homers, 22 RBIs, 17 walks and 23 runs. Since this
run began on April 28, Pintar ranks 16th in the IL in both
slugging and OPS, tied for 18th in runs, 21st in OBP and tied
for 22nd in RBIs.

SHRIMP BITES

During the first five games of this series against Nashville,
Jacksonville's bullpen has tossed 20.2 innings, yielding only
six runs for a 2.61 ERA (12 H, 15 BB, 21 K)... The Jumbo
Shrimp have either won or split each of their last six series'.
