RAISING ROYALTY

GOOD TIMES, BAD TIMES
Thursday, the Storm Chasers snapped a season-long 7-game losing streak and 
won their first game of the season against Louisville and have won 2 of their last 
3 games since.

	• After suffering a season-opening weekend sweep in Louisville and starting 
the season 0-4, the Storm Chasers won 3 straight series against Buffalo, Iowa 
and Indianapolis ... Omaha won 12 of 17 games between April 1 and 21, before 
dropping the subsequent 7, April 22 to 29.

	• Thursday's win gave Omaha a winning month of April, with a 13-12 record on 
the month ... last year, Omaha had one winning month, going 15-11 in August ... 
Omaha last finished above .500 in April in 2024, when the team went 12-9.

CATCH ME IF YOU CAN 
Stealing bases has been one of the strongest areas for the Storm Chasers this 
season, led by one of the league’s best baserunners.

	• Omaha’s 84.8% stolen base rate (39-for-46) ranks 1st in the International League, 
2nd at the Triple-A level (1st: Sacramento, 85.0%) and is tied 15th among the 120 
full-season Minor League teams.

	• John Rave leads Omaha and is tied 8th in the International League in steals 
(10), while Gavin Cross has 7 steals and Kameron Misner has swiped 6 bags 
... Cross and Misner are 2 of 4  Storm Chasers who have stolen multiple bases 
without being caught.

CAUGHT CLEAN-HANDED
The Storm Chasers are tied for the 7th-best fielding percentage in the International 
League with a .980 mark (1st: Louisville, .987), committing just 22 errors in 31 games.

	• The clean play extends throughout the roster – of Omaha's 14 qualified fielders 
(min. 60.0 inn.), 6 have a perfect 1.000 fielding percentage, led by Kevin Newman 
in the infield (183.0 innings) and Kameron Misner in the outfield (225.1 innings).

	• Omaha's 35 double plays turned are the most of any Minor League team ... 4 
Storm Chasers infielders have participated in 10 or more double plays, led by 
Abraham Toro's 23, the 3rd-most of any Minor League player.

PITCH, PLEASE
A constant in 2026 has been Omaha's ability to go deep in plate appearances.

	• The Storm Chasers are seeing 4.065 pitches per plate appearance, 3rd-most in 
the International League and 6th at the Triple-A level.

	• Among 338 Triple-A players with 50+ plate appearances this year, Kameron 
Misner ranks 3rd in pitches seen/PA (4.579) while John Rave ranks 9th (4.457).

CHALLENGING THE SYSTEM
The Omaha Storm Chasers have seen success at converting ABS challenges in 2026.

	• Omaha's 58% win rate on challenges ranks tied 6th at the Triple-A level ... 45 
successful challenges rank as the 7th-most in Triple-A ... the Chasers are 3-for-
11 in challenges over their last 9 games, after averaging 3.05 challenges/game 
over the first 22 games of the year.

	• Omaha's pitchers and catchers have challenged at a 2.9% rate (tied 6th-most 
frequent in Triple-A), with 7 strikeout flips and 5 walk flips tied 4th and 6th-
most in Triple-A respectively ... the defense has won 29 of 48 challenges, a 60% 
success rate (12th-highest in Triple-A).
