The GreenJackets were powered into the lead on a three-run homer
by Adam Zebrowski to go ahead 4-1 in the fifth. The Pelicans flirted with a
comeback on a pair of occasions, but the GreenJackets' bullpen held the lead
to Augusta third straight win over Myrtle Beach.

MEZQUITA IS BACK: Brandol Mezquita returned the lineup on Tuesday
night after a near, two-week absence and provided a first inning hit. Mezquita
has fared well against the Pelicans pitching staff this season as he's hitting
.293 in 11 games versus Myrtle Beach with 12 hits and 5 RBIs.

ZEBROWSKI POWER: Adam Zebrowski connected for his 8th home run of
the season in the fifth on Tuesday, which is the most amongst active Green-
Jackets. Zebrowski also owns an impressive .355 on the season thanks to 39
walks.

WALK THIS WAY: With 11 walks yesterday the GreenJackets moved into
third in the Carolina League in walks drawn with 425. Augusta is averaging 4.1
walks per game this season.

A native of Mantanzas, Cuba, Perez played in the Minor
Leagues from 1998-2005 with the Tampa Bay Devil Rays and Colorado Rockies as a
shortstop before signing to play in Spain at the highest level. Perez most notably played
for Spain in the 2013 World Baseball Classic when the country appeared in the event for
the first time.

Mike Steed makes his way to Augusta from Beamsville in Ontario, Canada. Steed previ-
ously served as the Pitching Coordinator of the Ontario Blue Jays, Canada’s top amateur
baseball program as well as the Manager of the Thunder Bay Border Cats of the North-
woods League. Steed was entering his second stint as the Border Cats’ Manager in 2020
and 2021 but the team was unable to participate in either season due to the COVID-19
Pandemic. He was the team’s Pitching Coach in 2009 and was promoted to Manager in
2010 where he then led the Border Cats for two seasons.

Connor Narron follows Nestor Perez from the GCL Braves to the GreenJackets. Narron
comes from a baseball family as his father, Jerry Narron, played in the big leagues for
eight seasons (1979-1987) and is currently a coach with the Chicago White Sox. Connor
was a player himself and was drafted by the Baltimore Orioles in the fifth round of the
2010 Amateur Draft straight out of high school. He would play Minor League Baseball
with the Orioles and Milwaukee Brewers from 2010-2014 before getting into coaching
where he’s been in the Braves organization since 2019.

Myles Schroder returns to the GreenJackets for his second year as a coach. Schroder was
drafted in the 27th round by the San Francisco Giants in the 2007 Amateur Draft from
Diablo Valley College. He played in the Giants minor league system from 2007-2018,
including a season with the Augusta GreenJackets in 2012.
