TODAY’S OPPONENT
Bowie has already had a good season against Akron, winning eight of the 11 games played between the pair by an average of over four runs in each win. When 
Akron missed a berth to the playoffs in the first half by just one game, their 4-11 start to the second half did not help their chances at making a run for the second 
half berth. Since that start, however, Akron has gone 11-5, the second best record in the league over that span behind Bowie’s 13-3. Their late game work has 
kept them competitive on this current stretch. Out of their 11 wins on this current stretch, four wins are by one run, and four more wins by two runs.

TODAY’S OPPOSING STARTER
Right-hander Tanner Burns has been plagued by short outings this season. only finishing the fifth inning three times out of his 14 starts this year. A fly ball 
pitcher, those efforts have started to burn Burns, as he’s allowed eight long balls in his last 23.2 innings. Burns was unable to finish the fifth inning against Bowie 
back in April, but held the Baysox to only one run on a sacrifice fly. He turned in his best start of the season against Bowie in July, spinning a quality start, but 
allowed two solo home runs to Joey Ortiz and was shelved with the loss. Currently rated as the Guardians #20 prospect by Baseball America Burns can easily 
locate his mid-90s fastball that sometimes touches 97, and also sports a strong curveball, as well as a slider and a chang

JOLTIN’ JOEY
Baysox infielder Joey Ortiz has a base hit in 18-consecutive games, tied with Portland’s Pedro Castellanos for the longest in the Eastern League this season. 
The longest hit streak in Double-A this season is 22 games by Rocket City’s Aaron Whitefield. Ortiz has had an incredible stretch from July into August. In 32 
games, Ortiz has gone 49-for-124 (.395) at the plate with hits in 30 games, 15 multi-hit games, 11 doubles, a triple, his first career multi-home run game on July 
15, and has led the team with 33 runs scored. Ortiz was ranked as the Orioles #15 prospect entering the 2022 season according to MLB Pipeline, #16 according 
to Baseball America. He has already played more games this season than in 2021, due to a torn labrum in his left shoulder in late June that season.

FIELD GENERALS
Thanks to Cody Roberts and Maverick Handley, Bowie has had the most feared backstops in the league. Bowie’s CS% of 36% is the highest mark in the league. 
Additionally, Bowie has only allowed 56 stolen bases this season, the second-fewest in the minors (Omaha-53). 

MIGHT AS WELL JUST START ON BASE
Some of Bowie’s offensive woes this season have not been from a lack of effort. In fact, the Baysox are the team most likely to start an inning with a runner on 
base in the Eastern League. Bowie leads the league in all three slash lines (.270/.372/.481) from the first batter of an inning this season. They also lead the 
league in lead off home runs and doubles, while sporting the third-fewest strikeouts from the first batter of an inning. All of those numbers combine to Bowie 
leaving 765 runners on base this season, the most in the league, and an average of 7.4 per game. Inversely, Bowie has the second-most strikeouts in the 
league when batting with runners on base.
