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April 22: RubberDucks 5, Flying Squirrels 1: Tommy Mace worked
six strong innings and the Akron offense collected eight hits in the 5-1
series opening win on Tuesday.

Today’s starting pitcher: Austin Peterson makes his fourth start of
the season for the RubberDucks. The right-hander picked up the win
in Erie last week tossing 5 innings allowing two runs while striking out
four. He faced Richmond earlier this season, tossing 4 innings
allowing no runs on one hit while striking out four. In three career
starts against Richmond, Peterson is 0-1 with a 4.97 ERA and 16
strikeouts over 12.2 innings pitched.

Triple the fun: The Akron RubberDucks have 14 triples through the
first 16 games of the season. Those 14 triples are the most by any
team in MLB or MIiLB. The 14 three-base hits are the most by an
Akron team through the first month of the season since 2005
(previous high was 11 in 2008). The RubberDucks need five more
triples in the month’s seven games to tie the 2008 Stockton Ports (19
triples) for most by a team in Minor League Baseball through the first
month of the season since 2005. In the last home series against
Altoona, the RubberDucks hit nine triples.

Kayfus’ historic start: CJ Kayfus is on fire to open the 2025 season.
The RubberDucks first baseman and outfielder has picked up a hit in
all 14 games he has played this season. During the streak, he is
batting .434 with three doubles, four triples, a home run and 10 RBI.
His four triples are the most by an Akron batter in the first month of
the season since 2005 (previous high was three set multiple times).
The 14-game hitting streak by Kayfus is the longest hitting streak by
an Akron batter to open a season since 2005. Previous high was 13
shared by Francisco Mejia (2017) and Asdrubal Cabrera (2007).
The longest April hitting streak in franchise history belongs to James
Betzsold, who in 1997 went O-for-5 on Opening Day before hitting in
22 straight games from April 5-May 4.

Starting Fast: The Akron RubberDucks 5-0 start tied the 2016
RubberDucks for the third best start to a season in franchise history.
Only the 2021 RubberDucks (6-0) and 1993 Canton-Akron Indians (9-
0) started a season better. With their loss on April 10, the
RubberDucks became the last team in the Eastern League to suffer
their first defeat of the season. Akron picked up its 10th win of the
season in game 16 on April 22. This marked the fourth fastest an
Akron team has won 10 games by number of games and tied for
second fastest to 10 wins by calendar date since 2005.

RubberDucks host Flying Squirrels: Akron and Richmond will face
off for the second of four meetings between the two clubs and first of
two meetings at Canal Park in 2025. Akron swept the first meeting 3-
0. Akron leads the all-time series between the two franchises 99-88.

Mooney heating up: Alex Mooney’s Double-A career got off to a
slow start as the infielder was 1-for-21 to start the season. Then on
April 13, Mooney went 3-for-4 with a double, triple and three RBI in
Akron’s win over Altoona. This kicked off a seven-game hitting streak
for Mooney, which is the second longest on the RubberDucks and tied
for sixth longest in the Eastern League. Mooney is tied for the lead on
the RubberDucks in stolen bases (four), tied for fifth in hits (10),
second in doubles (four) and sixth in RBI (seven).

Moving around the diamond: Tyresse Turner, Jorge Burgos and
CJ Kayfus have each taken the field at new positions in 2025.
Burgos, normally an outfielder, has played multiple games at first
base for the first time in his career. This season, he has lined up at
three different spots on the field and DH. Turner has also lined up at
first base in 2025 as well as center field (first career start in CF), left
field, second base, third base and DH. Kayfus has lined up in right
field (first career appearance), left field, first base and DH.

Bazzana to the future: Travis Bazzana is off to a hot start with the
RubberDucks in 2025. The infielder picked up 15 hits in his first 13
games including his first Double-A home run as part of his first
professional four hit game on April 5 in Richmond. He also swiped two
bases in the season opening win on April 4. The No. 1 overall pick in
the 2024 MLB Draft out of Oregon State became the first No. 1 overall
draft pick in Guardians franchise history and the first Australian born
player to be selected 1st in the MLB Draft. His selection at No. 1
overall made him the 12th player selected first in the draft by one of
the big three professional sports teams in Cleveland (Browns 5 picks
at No. 1 and Cavaliers 6 picks at No. 1). After the draft Bazzana
played 27 regular season games for High-A Lake County batting .238
with three home runs and 12 RBI. He played in all five playoff games
for the Captains, helping them to the 2024 Midwest League
championship. Bazzana is the fifth Australian born player to wear an
Akron uniform.
