FLOAT LIKE A BUTTERFLY, STING LIKE A BEE: The River Cats won last night’'s game, 5-2...Carson
Whisenhunt was the starter and earned the victory, his first of the year...Whiz allowed one run on three
hits, with no walks and a season-high-tying eight strikeouts in 6.0 quality innings...was the second quality
start by a River Cat this season...he struck out the side for the first time this season in the fourth inning...
struck out the side four times in 2025...Jake Holton homered for the first time this year, a two-run blast
in the sixth, making him the 12th individual River Cat to hit a longball this season...Grant McCray and
Osleivis Basabe each recorded multi-hit nights.

CHEMICAL IMBALANCE: Sacramento dropped Sunday’s series finale vs. Albuquerque, settling for a
split on the series, 3-3...marked their first loss in a series finale this season...Sam Hentges openeed the
bullpen day, but did not factor into the decision...threw a six-pitch, hitless first inning, fanning one batter...
Dylan Smith was dealt the loss, allowing three runs on three hits, with two walks and one strikeout in 1.1
innings of work...Bryce Eldridge went 3-for-5, including his third home run of the season...Victor Bericoto
went 2-for-4 and is batting .389 over his 10-game hitting streak...JesUs Rodriguez went 3-for-5 and is
batting .411 over his last 15 games...Nate Furman has reached base in 22-straight games, the longest
on-base streak in the PCL and second-longest in Triple-A.

SPLITTING ATOMS: The Cats split Saturday’s doubleheader against Albuquerque...they are now 2-4 in

twin bills this season...with a win in Game 2, they guaranteed at least a split in the series, and they look

took earn the win with a victory this afternoon.
» GAME 1: The Cats dropped Game 1, 3-5, after initially holding a 2-1 lead...Seth Lonsway
was the starter but did not factor into the decision...he allowed one run on three hits with a sea-
son-high four walks and three strikeouts in 5.0 innings...Thomas Gavello knocked his team-lead-
ing third home run of the season, a solo-shot to center field in the seventh.
» GAME 2: Sacramento brought it back to win Game 2, 7-2...John Michael Bertrand was the
starter and earned the win, his first of the season...allowed one run (none earned) on nine hits,
with two walks and a season-high five strikeouts in 6.0 quality innings...was the longest outing
and first quality start by a Sacramento pitcher this season...Bertrand is the first pitcher at any
level this season to allow nine-plus hits and no earned runs...Nate Furman went 1-for-2 with his
second longball of the year...was his first career leadoff home run...Buddy Kennedy also knocked
a dinger, his first of the year, becoming the 11th individual River Cat to homer...was the Cats’ fifth
multi-homer game of the season.

DOUBLE DOUBLES: The River Cats recorded their first multi-double play game on Thursday...they were
the last team at the Triple-A level to do so...through April 28 last year, they had already had seven
multi-double play games, including one game with four DPs...every other Triple-A team has at least two
multi-double play games...their total doubleplays sit at 19.
» They are ranked T-9th in the PCL and T-20th in Triple-A in DPs...in 2025, Sac ranked third in
Triple-A in DPs with 145, behind Reno (151) and Albuquerque (149).
» Bryce Eldridge ranks first on the team with 16 double plays, followed by Nate Furman (10),
Osleivis Basabe (8) and Buddy Kennedy (5).

GOOD FUR YOU, MAN!: Despite his team-leading eight-game hitting streak coming to an end on Friday,
infielder Nate Furman is making a splash in his Triple-A debut this season...he is tied for second-most
games played this season for Sacramento (24)...he leads the River Cats in on-base percentage (.443)
and OPS (.892), ranks second in walks (14), third in batting average (.321) and fifth in hits (24)...he has
a team-leading four of Sacramento’s 14 stolen bases so far this season...ranks fifth in the PCL in OBP
(among qualified players), and leads Triple-A in active on-base streaks (23). >>>>>
» Despite missing almost half of last season after being placed on the 60-day IL on March 19;
Furman played across four levels of the Giants organization and 36 games in 2025 (ROK, A, A+,
AA), batting .369 (45-for-122), with six doubles, one triple, seven home runs, 22 RBI, 26 walks, 18
strikeouts and a 1.100 OPS.

COMMANDING THE SEA-MOUR: Right-hander Carson Seymour is set to the mound tonight against
Salt Lake...last pitched on April 23 vs. Albugquerque where he did not factor into the decision of Sacra-
mento’s 12-10 victory...allowed a season-high six runs on four hits (1 HR) with two walks and two strike-
outs in 1.2 innings of work...1.2 was his shortest outing since August 26, 2023 with Double-A Richmond...
through five starts this season, Seymour has posted a 4.15 ERA (17.1 I, 8 ER) with five walks, 14 strike-
outs and a .219 opponent batting average...split last season between Sacramento and San Francisco...
in 16 games (15 starts) with the River Cats, he posted a 3.86 ERA (77.0 IP, 33 ER) with 39 walks, seven
home runs, 26 strikeouts and a .225 opponent batting average.
