ALDERMAN, OLMSTEAD LEAD JAX TO SERIES WIN
Kemp Alderman blasted two home runs and Johnny
Olmstead homered, lashed three hits and drove in three
to lead Jacksonville to a 7-3 win over Memphis. After the
Redbirds scored a run in each of the first two innings,
Alderman tied the game with a two-run shot in the third.
Olmstead gave the Jumbo Shrimp the lead with a solo shot
to begin the fifth. Alderman later went deep in the inning to
make it 4-2. A Matthew Etzel RBI single in the seventh and
an Olmstead two-run base knock in the eighth got things to
7-2 before a late Memphis run set the margin at 7-3.

APRIL SHOWERS BRING MAY FLOWERS

The Jumbo Shrimp lost for the eighth time in 11 games

on April 30 at Durham, dropping the club a season-high
6.0 games out of first place in the International League.
Since then, however, Jacksonville has rattled off 10 wins in
the last 15 games, winning two of their last three series'
in the process. Over these last 15 games, the Shrimp

have outscored their opponents 103-75 (+28). The club is
collectively hitting .275/.349/.461/.810 while holding their
opponents to a .235/.336/.405/.741 line. Jacksonville has
out-hit their opponents 150-113 over these last 15 games.

DEFENSE AGAINST THE DARK ARTS

Jacksonville has yielded the fourth-fewest runs (199) in
Triple-A while posting the level's fourth-best ERA (4.13).
While the club leads all Triple-A staffs in strikeouts (482),
the Jumbo Shrimp have also done a phenomenal job at
turning batted balls put into play into outs; Jacksonville
ranks second in Triple-A by turning 72.3 percent of balls put
into play into outs. Only two clubs have recorded a rate of
greater than 71 percent this season.

BERRY BLAST

Jacob Berry struggled significantly over the 2025 season's
first 33 games, going just 13-for-103 (.126/.229/.223/.452)
at the plate with 35 strikeouts in 119 plate appearances
(29.4 percent). The Queens Creek, Ariz., has been truly
excellent since that point. Over his last 123 Triple-A games,
Berry is batting .310/.398/.453/.851, cutting his strikeout
rate to 14.1 percent with just 70 over 498 PA. Berry ranks
tied for fourth in the ILin 2B (11), tied for 11th in steals (13),
14th in OBP (.419) and 15th in AVG (.317).

ON THE OFFENSIVE

Heading into play on April 22, Jacksonville had scored at
least five runs in a contest just three times in 22 affairs,
ranking last in Triple-A in runs (68, 3.1 per game) and each
slash line category (.186/.296/.282/.578). The Jumbo
Shrimp have now plated at least five runs 17 times in the
23 games since. During this stretch, the club ranks fifth

in Triple-A in runs (155, 6.7 per game). They also place in
the top 12 in doubles (T-2nd, 50), hits (6th, 228), average
(9th, .275) and slugging (9th, .449). Jacksonville was hitting
just .166 with runners in scoring position over the first 22
games; they are 69-for-241 (.286) in those situations over
the last 23 contests.

GOOD MORNING, GOOD AFTERNOON, GOODNIGHT!
Jacksonwville's pitching staff has recorded a whopping 482
strikeouts through 45 games, a rate of 10.7 per game. The
Jumbo Shrimp have 44 more punchouts than Norfolk, the
team that ranks second in Triple-A. Thus, the Tides' 438
strikeouts are closer to 15th-place Scranton/Wilkes-Barre
(396) than they are to Jacksonville in first. In addition to the
swings and misses, the Jumbo Shrimp have also shown an
ability to limit hard contact; their 87.2 average exit velocity
against is the second-best such figure in Triple-A.

KEMPIRE STATE OF MIND

Jacksonville outfielder Kemp Alderman got off to a slow
start to the season. Through his first 11 games, Alderman
was just 5-for-35 (.143/.318/.200/.518) with only one
triple, one RBI, eight walks, seven runs and 18 strikeouts
over 44 plate appearances (40.9 percent strikeout rate).
The Decatur, Miss., native has surged since then; Over

his last 29 games, Alderman is a scorching 41-for-117
(.350/.397/.624/1.021) with five doubles, nine home runs,
22 RBIs, five walks and 22 runs scored. He ranks tied for
tied for seventh in the IL in home runs (9), tied for 11th hits
(46), tied for 17th in runs (29), 21st in SLG (.526) and 23rd in
average (.303).

SHRIMP BITES

Jacksonville has homered in a season-high seven straight
games, launching a total of 17 during that stretch... Jacob
Berry batted 11-for-23 (.478) with four doubles in last
week's series at Memphis.
