TURNBULL IN THE RIGHT DIRECTION: Spencer Turnbull
makes the start for Dunedin after being signed by the Blue Jays
to a major league deal on May 5th. He had gone unsigned after
spending the 2024 season with the Phillies, going 3-0 with a 2.65
ERA in 17 appearances before landing on the injured list last June
27th with a right lat strain, which ultimately ended his season.
Through six April starts filling in for an injured Taijuan Walker, he
pitched to a 1.67 ERA with 36 strikeouts in 32.1 innings. On March
23 he threw for scouts at a showcase, but he remained unsigned
until the Blue Jays reached an agreement with his agent, Scott
Boras. Turnbull had been facing college hitters and will accord-

ing to SportsNet, will continue to build up his pitch count before
potentially getting a look in the big-league rotation.

LEO RETURNS: Leo Jimenez makes his return to Dunedin on
minor league rehab assignment as he returns from mono. Jimenez
opened last season with Triple-A Buffalo where he posted a .847
OPS, fueled by a .416 OBP before he was summoned to make

his MLB Debut on July 4th, 2024. He appeared in 63 games over
the final three months of the season for Toronto where he batted
.229/.329/.358 with four home runs and 19 RBI. Jimenez was
optioned to Triple-A Buffalo to begin the 2025 season.

DURAN DURAN: Edward Duran went 3-for-4 with an RBI and
two runs scored, and either scored or brought home all three
Dunedin’s runs and extended his hit streak to 10 games. Duran
tripled and scored on a wild pitch in the 2nd, then doubled home
a run in the 4th before coming across on a wild pitch. All three of
his hits came at 99+ MPH off the bat, and Duran’s triple left his
bat at 108.7 MPH, his second ball at 108+ in as many days after
he set a new season high with a 109.1 MPH single on Tuesday.

He has an RBI hit in both games to open the series and his 22

RBI this season are tops on the team. He has hit safely in 15 of
his last 16 games, over which Duran is batting .349/.414/.508
with 14 RBI. Duran also threw out three attempted base stealers
from behind home plate, including two sub-1.90 second pop time
throws to second base.

HE HITS EM HARD: After a two hit game in the series opener,
Kendry Chirinos extended his hit streak to five games with a 4th
inning single last night, and hit two balls at 107+ MPH off the bat
in the ballgame including a 109.2 MPH groundout. Seven of his
last 14 balls in play have left the bat at 100+ MPH. Over his last
12 games, Chirinos is batting .333 with six RBI.
