GAME INFORMATION

LAST TIME OUT: ERIE, 8 BINGHAMTON I: The Rumble Ponies fell in game five to the SeaWolves and have
lost the series. The Ponies have scored one run over the last 18 innings and they are 0-for-9 with
RISP over the last two nights. OF Jaylen Palmer has tallied his 19th hit last night which was his
10th double and it scored Binghamton's only run. RHP Saul Garcia tossed 2.0 perfect innings
with four punch outs and has not allowed a run in 21 of his 27 appearances. Erie has capitalized
on the base paths stealing 10 bases the last two games with four last night.

NEW YORK METS NEWS: The New York Mets fired manager Carlos Mendoza on Friday morning after
2.5 seasons leading the club. Andy Green, Senior Vice President of Player Development, will serve
as the interim manager for the remainder of the season. Mendoza went 206-199 and led the Mets
to the NLCS in 2024 winning 89 games, but departs from the team after a 34-47 at the halfway
point of this season. Green previously served as the head man for the Padres going 274-366 for
close to three seasons until he was fired towards the end of the 2019 season. He later joined the
Cubs staff as a bench coach before arriving in New York prior to the 2024 season. Green was a
24th round pick in the 2000 MLB draft to the Arizona Diamondbacks and played for the Mets in
2009.

THE NEWCOMERS: IF Nick Lucky signed a minor league contract with the New York Mets on June
16, 2026 and was assigned to Double-A Binghamton out of the Atlantic League. In the series
against Erie Lucky is hitting .360 (9-25), 2 RBI, 4 BB, 1 SB, after a four hit night on Friday. With the
Lancaster Stormers this year in 48 games .339 AVG/.441 OBP/.548 SLG. OF Jaylen Palmer was
signed by the Mets on May 14 after being released by the Cubs on March 28. Palmer grew up

in Brooklyn, NY and was drafted by the Mets in 2018. He has 19 hits this season with 10 being
doubles in 28 games. He is 4-for-13 on this road trip with 3 2B and 3 RBI.

FOREVER YOUNG: IF Wyatt Young is has eight stolen bases over his last 10 games which ranks T-2nd
in the Eastern League and Young has 15 on the year which is second on the team. Young is riding
a six game hit streak and ranks 3rd on the team with 47 hits. The 26-year old from Honolulu, HI
has played 64 games which is second on the team and in his career he has played 453 games with
Double-A Binghamton. Jose Coronado holds the franchise record of 502 games from 2007-2011.

POWER SURGE: Binghamton this year has been live or die by the home run going 23-21 when they
hit a homer and 5-25 when they don't. They have mashed 13 HR over the 10 games which ranks
4th in the EL. Binghamton has had a multi home run game in four of their last eight games after
hitting two on Thursday night and two on Tuesday. The Rumble Ponies hit 27 homers in May
which was T-8th in the Eastern League after hitting 14 in April which was last in the league. Over
the last 10 Nick Lorusso has four and Jose Ramos has four. Lorusso lead the team with 13.

L0 KNDWS: INF Nick Lorusso over his last ten games he is slashing .317/.391/.732/.1.123 with 5 2B,
4 HR, 11 RBI. He hammered his team-leading 13th home run on Thursday night and has homered

three times in his last six games. He was riding an eight game hit streak until last night, where had
four multi hit games in that stretch. Lorusso has 27 XBH which leads the team. The 25-year held a

13-game on-base streak, until May 19 night which still leads all players for Binghamton.

VAMOS RAMOS: OF Jose Ramos had his nine game hit streak snapped on Friday before going 1-for-3
last night. The nine games tied a team lead with Lorusso for a season best. He tallied his fourth
three-hit game on Thursday. Ramos has hit lead-off for the first time this season on back-to-back
nights and went (3-for-6, 2 R, 2B, HR, 2 RBI) on Thursday. The 25-year old Ramos is now second on
the team with 12 HR and leads the team with 41 RBIs.

son in the Mets organization.

-Collins spent the [ast eight seasons (2018-25) with the Houston Astros, as a bullpen catcher in 2018 and serving as the
Astros' major league catching coach for the last seven seasons (2019-25), including the 2022 World Series championship.
-Collins worked in the San Die(rz?o Padres organization as a manager for the DSL Padres (2012), AZL Padres (2013, 2016-17),
High-A Fort Wayne (2014), and Single-A Lake Elsinore (2015) for six seasons between 2012-17.

-He also managed the Canberra Cavalry in the Australian Baseball League in 2012-14, right after his playing career ended.
He led the Cavalry to the Claxton Shield as national champions for the first time.

-Collins debuted as a player in the minor leagues in 2001 at the age of 16 with the AZL Angels. He spent 10 seasons in the
minor leagues with the Angels and Padres, and reached as high as Triple-A in 2009 and 2010. Collins also played in the
ABL and was an All-Star catcher.

-Collins has coached for Team Australia in the World Baseball Classic in 2026, 2017, and 2013. He played for Team Australia

in the WBC in 2009 and 2006. Born July 18, 1984 in Canberra, Australia. On May 3, 2024, he became a United States citizen.
