Battle of the Boardwalks...Brooklyn is in town for a six game series with the BlueClaws that runs through Sunday...The BlueClaws
took four of six from the Cyclones during Jersey Shore’s first home series of the year (April 7-11)...Entering today, the teams have
played 148 times and are tied 74-74 in those meetings (all since 2021 when both became a High-A affiliate).

State of the Claws...The BlueClaws had dropped three in a row (3-1, 4-3 to Frederick and 2-1 to Brooklyn) before winning in walk-
off fashion on Wednesday and falling Thursday...The BlueClaws are 8-19 since they won four in a row through May 3" against
Hudson Valley but did earn a split of last week’s series with Frederick....Their longest losing streak of the year is five (the first five
games at Bowling Green from April 21 thru 25).

Walk It Off...The BlueClaws picked up their third walk-off win of the season on Wednesaday on Luis Caicuto’s RBI single in the 10" inning...They have two against Brooklyn (the other was a
Devin Saltiban RBI single on April 8") and one against Hudson Valley (passed ball).

Caicuto Crushing...On the current homestand, Luis Caicuto is 10-22 with two doubles, two home runs, eight RBIs, and a walk-off single which came on Wednesday night against
Brooklyn...Caicuto has six multi-hit games this season (his three hit game on Thursday was his first since April 15, 2025 at Greensboro) after he had four last year in 30 games 10 in 2024 in 65
games...His home runs came on May 26" and June 4" and give him four on the year (he entered this year with one home run, which came with the Arizona League Diamondbacks in 2022).

State of the Cyclones...The Cyclones come to ShoreTown after taking four of six from Wilmington, including the final three games over the weekend...They split their prevoius series with
Hudson Valley including winning the final two, so they won six of their last eight games coming into this week and are 8-3 in their last 11...They are 11-8 after an 8-26 start to the season.

Hitting Joel...Joel Dragoo had two more hits on Sunday and went 7-19 last week against Frederick...Since May 9%, he is 15-53 with
four doubles and 13 walks...His 3-hit game on May 28™ was his first with the BlueClaws and third of his career (he had two with H

On Rehab...The BlueClaws have several players with the team on Minor League rehab assignments...

. OF Pedro Leon — Lehigh Valley IL...added on 6/2 after two games with Clearwater where he hit two home runs in six at bats including a grand slam...13-46 with LHV this

year...Has seven career big league appearances, all with Houston...Is 3-8 with two doubles with Jersey Shore.

Tampa...Is 2-3 with Jersey Shore.

Going Deep...BlueClaws starter have thrown six innings in a game seven times this year — four by Reese Dutton (including June 2" vs Brooklyn) and three by Ryan Dromboski (including May
26" vs Frederick)...The last BlueClaw to throw seven innings in a game was Braydon Tucker on September 7, 2024 at Aberdeen.

Pan the Magnificent...Wen-Hui Pan has thrown nine scoreless innings (four of the last six have been 1-2-3 innings) with the BlueClaws so far this season, earning two saves and allowing just
three hits and striking out seven...He threw two scoreless innings on Wednesday including stranding the ghost runner in the 10™...He earned his second save with a 1-2-3 ninth inning on May
27"...Pan is the #12 prospect in the system per MLB Pipeline and missed last year with injury...With Jersey Shore in 2024, he had a 1.29 ERA in 14 games with 22 strikeouts in 21 innings...He
is the second recent BlueClaw from Taiwan, following 2022-23 2B Hao-Yu Lee, who is now in the big leagues with the Tigers.

Salty...Devin Saltiban had seven mutli-hit games in May, including one on Friday...He had a stretch of 11 hits in a four game run between May 6™ and 9" in Frederick...His home run on May
8" was his first of the season...Saltiban is the youngest BlueClaw, one year after he opened with the BlueClaws in 2025, also as youngest BlueClaw...He was a 3" round pick in 2023 from Hilo
High School in Hawaii.

Luke Claws-Walker...Luke Davis has 29 walks in 132 plate appearances this year...He had two three walk games three weeks ago against Greensboro and had four multi-walk games in May,
and has 17 since May 1*...Hhe had 12 in April...Davis tied a BlueClaws record with four walks in a game last year in Greensboro...In 2025, he drew 70 walks in 287 plate appearances, including
33 walks in just 132 plate appearances with Jersey Shore...He is 9-38 so far in May with both of his home runs, seven RBIs, and two doubles, and his 16 walks...He homered on both May 3
and May 6"...Davis, a switch hitter, had five home runs last year including two with the BlueClaws where he opened the season...He signed as a non-drafted free agent in 2024 from Long
Beach City College (CA).

Run Run BlueClaws...The BlueClaws have 50 stolen bases (caught 19 times) in 33 games since April 28" (including 10 by John Spikerman)...Six different players have at least five stolen bases
so far this season...The BlueClaws had 30 bases in the first 20 games of the season...Spikerman (18), Devin Saltiban (13), Nick Biddison (12), and Carter Mathison (12) lead the team.
